Physical attacks against
policemen are outrageous
and indefensible and are a
serious threat and danger
to public safety, as well
as to the police.

I am deeply concerned
attacks against

police. Several have been
killed recently and since
1967, the number of at-
tacks have increased an es-
timated 41%. Shocking?
Yes, but also incredible.

- When a policeman is mur-
dered in police headquar-
ters (in Philadelphia), when
a policeman walking down
the street is shot to death
by a sniper (in Chicago),

^ When 3 policemen a re killed
- in New York City, when a

bullet is fired fromapass-
.ing car at a policeman
in a squad car (in Chatham

- Twpy N.J.), and when sni-
pers shoot at firemen when
they try to fight a fire,
then it is time to take ef-
fective and just action now,
before others are killed.
I strongly urge the courts

to give maximum sentences
to those who are found guil-
ty of attacking policemen
and firemen. 1 also ask
the public to cooperate with
authorities in providing in-
formation.

Unless this is done, the
attacks will continue to
grow and I predict that in-
stead of public safety, pub-
llc fear may prevail. This
must never happen, be-
cause if it ever does, ev-
ery citizen's life will be in
danger. Violence is never
a solution to problems.
I believe my record shows

I have been active in the
legislative fight against
crime. I was a House spon-
sor of a crime control
bill that was signed into law
by President Johnson: the
Crime Control and Safe
Streets Act of 1968. This
year, a bill passed the
House (is now before the
Senate) that would
strengthen that Act, which
provides Federal grants to
imjitpve law enforcement.
When the Organized Crime
Control Act that paBsedthe
Senate reaches the House
floor, I will also vote for
that measure. These are
not panaceas for the ser-
ious crime problem., but
they will help. But they
are far from adequate.

As our country grows, the problem of "sharing

Private enterprise companies increasingly are
making their industrial lands available to the pub*
lie for recreational uses. A survey has revealed thaT^
more tnan 9 5 per cent of the 23^ rorest^roSucl
industry companies queried open their lands to the
public for camping, hunting, fishing, picnicking,
and sports.

Also, the extractive minerals industries are re-
storing the original land environment—and often
improving upon it—in a May which results in oppor-
tunities for public recreation. Some of these areas
are used for camping sites, and lakes for boating,
fishing and swimming. Industries involved with
rights-of-way—power generation and transmission,
oil and gas transmission, and rail transportation—
are reporting progress in sharing the land. The elec-
tric utility industry has converted thousands of acres
of company-owned land into parks and conserva-
tion areas.

Private companies are doing their part. The fed-
eral government must open up more of its lands
(one-third of the total area of the United States) to
economic as Hell as recreational uses, if we are to
meet the needs of a growing population.

Private enterprise has shown the way to the prac-
tice of compatible multiple use through which all
may benefit by sharing the land.
