At the time of the Sept.
9 hearing of the Variance

to voice their objections to
the school. Two letters,
allegedly stating ob jections

" boardpassed; on final read~

—ancE, had been recelved by
the Board(Adjustment) but
were notadmissibleasevi-
dence on the grounds of be-
ing hearsay evidence, i.e.
they (the letters) could not
be cross examined or ques-

_tioned.

The Board (Variance), in
its Resolution of Recom-
mendation to the Board of
Public Works, stated that
they had thoroughly covered
-all the grounds pertaining
to the application and could
find no reason for denial.
The city building inspector,
James F. Coan, had pre-

—viously issued a denial be-.

ing use, that is, a business
establishment in a resi-
- dential zone.

Mrs. Andrews, at the
hearing for the variance,
had proven that although
her school-area wouldcon-
sist of less than 400 square
feet, her off-street parking
.lot would provide space for
three vehicles. According
to the Zoning Code, ‘‘there
shall be off-street parking
of one space per two hun-
dred square feet of the
building devoted to com-
mercial activity.”

—inman, in his statements
“to the Board of Public
Works, contended that
parking problems would
—arige; thgre would be prob-
lems of lgtoving emergency
vehicles on these streets;
that a business conducted in
a residential zone wouldbe
detrimental to the real
estate values of that area;
that ‘‘hardship’’ had not
been proven and that the
proposed school would be
a business and not a club,
