The land
was sold to them by the
railroad and was zoned for
heavy industry tty our Plan-
ning- Board, whose mem-
bers are appointed by the
Mayor without Council ap-

-proval. My opponent ob*
Jects to a Council approval
given this project on Aug.
5, 1969, or fourteen months
ago. First of all, I would
like to know why he didn't
object to this industry four-
teen months ago, or even a
month ago, if he is really
concerned about the people
as he would lead you to
believe. Is his reason to
object at this late date
politically motivated? Of
course it is. Fourteen
months ago he wasn't even
interested in this import-
ant project or the people
in the area. But now he
feels that he has an op-
portunity to gain votes by
misleading {he pe ople.
Secondly, doesn't he know
that if an area is zoned
for heavy industry, and if
a heavy industry wants to
locate on that land, the
statutes allow the Industry
to do this without the re-
quirement of obtaining a
variance from our Vari-
ance Board. But he mis-
leads you Into thinking that
the Council could stop this
project when in reality we
can t. It is unfortunate that
this property was zoned for
heavy industry right up to
the back yards of the homes
in this area without estab-
lishing a buffer zone. But
this was and is the re-
sponsibility of che Planning
Board and Board of Public
Works who approve zoning
ordinances, not the City
Council who have no say in
the matter. These things
will not happen after Jan. 1,
1971 when our new form of
government takes effect,
At tha t time the City
Council will have direct
control over these areas.
