Council President Fred Henry once said, "Taxes and

the landfill seem almost synonomoua these days/'
May we add one word to the councilman's statement

and amend it to read, "Taxes, electioneering and the
landfill seem almost synonymous these days.*'

Except for an occasional flurry, during the course
of the year, the only time serious (?) thought is given to
the landfill is around election time.

Using this vital Issue as a political football is basically
wrong. Words and figures are tossed around in a hap-
hazard and capricious manner, during campaign times,
and solid, substantial thinking goes out\the window.
' The CITIZEN feels that the mayor ami council, in
rejecting those proposals for the usage of the landfill
area, acted in the best Interests of the city.

We concur with their thinking that once this land
is committed, It is gone. A hasty, ill-advised decision
could and would bind the city to a contract that may cause
irrepairable damage and hardship for years to come.

We agree with President Henry's view that "the land-
fill does not provide the last available area to use in
acquiring ratables that will maintain a decent tax
structure,"

We agree with his, "Property taxes are the most
-Inequitable type of tax we have. It is not based on the
ability to pay, such as a graduated scale of Income
taxing."

This, in our opinion, is the nub of the situation.
We cannot afford to use the landfill as a crutch to ease
our tax problems. We cannot atid must not allow our-
selves to use the landfill as a panacea.

We quote from an editorial published in the CITIZEN,
issue of Dec. 11, 1969: "Let's stop being'arm-chair-
analysts' and bring in a professional service to take a
look at the landfill area and tell us what is best for
South Amboy and then let the people decide.'1

This thought was first proposed by Mr. Henry at the
council meeting of Dec. 2, 1969, and endorsed by Mayor
Rush.

Councilman Al Sorrentino endorsed this proposal.
Councilman William O'Leary endorsed it also.
Whatever happened to this non-political proposal?
Why don't we have professional guidance on this

vital issue?

Mahoney, a graduate of
Loyola University who
holds an M.A. in school
administration from Seton
Hall University, t h i s
summer completed a three
week seminar on drug use
and abuse sponsored by the
N.J. State Depc. of Educa-
tion at Rutgers University.

Currently,
Mahoney is coordinator of
an eight-week workshop on
drug abuse being held for
the city's teachers.

Kurtz i s a graduate of

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The Board of Public
Works, at a meeting last
Tuesday night, held what
could best be described as a
very light session.

Very little business, per
se, came before the board
and most of the meeting
was devoted to a discussion
on changes that are to be
made in the Zoning Code.

Our present form of gov-
ernment, which is beat de-
scribed as fragmented, is
divided between an elected
city council and appointed
boards and commissions
such as the Board of Public
Works, the Board of Health,
the Recreation Commis-
sion, and so forth. Execu-
tive power is unevenly dis-
tributed between the mayor,
council and various other
bodies, with the mayor not
having either full execu-
tive power or the power tft
vote on legislative matters.
Under th i s fragmented

government^ there is no ex-
ercise of over-all super-
vision of the activities of
the various b o d i e s and
there is no single line of
authority from either
elected or appointed of-
ficials. "Lack of Com-
munications" has been a
major complaint • down
through the years'.

The amount of power and
authority invested in the
various boards and com-
missions often superseded
that of the only duly elected
governing body, the mayor
and council.

The new Mayor/Council
Plan F, which takes effect
Jan. 1, 1971 provides a
mayor to be elected to
serve for a four year term.

OTEARY ON JCPL
EXPANSION PROGRAM

Recently the Jersey Cen-
tral Power & Light Co.
announced an expansion
program at the Werner sta-
tion located on our water-
front. Based on the plants
capacity they have unoffic-
ially indicated that South
Amboy would receive an
additional $ 3 0 0 , 0 0 0 per
year in gross receipts taxes
when the program is com-
pleted and in operation.

This money should be
utilized with the utmost
care so that the best re-
sults will be obtained for
the tax paying public. I will
propose a plan of distri-
bution which I feel will be
of material value to each
and every tax payer.

I would p r o p o s e that
$75,000 be used to liquidate
bond anticipation notes that
the city presentlyhas. This
would eliminate the pay-
ment of interest that must
always be included in the
municipal budget.

I will also propose that
$100,000 be placed in an
Interest bearing account
thusly setting up a fund so
that when we are faced with
necessary capital improve-
ments they could be made
on a pay as you go basis.
