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'MANY CITY PROBLEMS: HENRY

Council President Henry,
at the council meeting of
Nov. 4th, spoke of many
problems facing the newly
elected city officials when
the new city charter takes
effect next January,

Henry informed Council-
men Zebro and Inman that
they should be prepared
to submit names, for the
post of city adminiatrator,
to the mayor and council
for approval in the very
near future, He noted that
it is the duty of the ad-
ministrator to prepare the
budget for the mayor so
that it will be ready by
. January 20,

Mayor Rush told Henry
that he wouldapprove what-
ever choice the council
makes for this appointment
and that he (Rush) will do
everything possible to ex-
pidite the transition from
the old o the new form of
governrifient.

Henry, in his remarks to
the council, informed them
that progress is being made
on the new administrative
code for the city. He pointed
out that the council will
legislate and that the ad-
ministration of the new
government will be cen-
tered around the mayor.
The new codes will have to
be adopted by the council
and approved by the mayor.

Under the new govern-
ment, according to Henry,
there will still be the
necessity to re-districtthe
new Ward system. Henry
added, “This will be a
nuisance to people living
in the fringe areas, but
the County Board of Elec-
tions will have to re-draw
some of the lines.”

Henry commended Frank
DeFillipo, newly appointed
member of the Planning
Board, for his suggestions
on creatinga Parking Auth=-
ority to control the com-
muter parking problems fn
the city,

Henry also announced a
change of date for the next
council meeting, Due tothe
annual League of Munici-
palities Convention, which
will be held Nov. 17, 18,
19, and 20, the nextcouncil
li!zeedng will be held Nov.

The_—couneil passed, on
second and final readings,
two ordinances affecting
parking.  Ordinance No,
849 restricts parking on
Stockton St. and Ordinance
No. 850 limits parking in
the vicinity of the Broad-
way Firehouse. Both or-
dinances were published in
full in last week’s issue of
the CITIZEN,

‘The council recéived bids
for the ingtallation of new
traffic lights on the corner
of Augusta St. and Stevens
Ave, and the corner of John
St, and Stevens Ave. Both
bids were submitted to the
city engineer for further
study.

Standard Electric Co. of
. Linden submitted a bid of
$28,3060 for the electrical
_work Involved and Fras-
cella Electrical Co. of
Bound Brook bid $27,500.
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10 AM. to 1 P.M.
‘8 P.M. to 9 P.M.

Manzo of Matawan sub-
mitted a bid of $14,301
for the general contract-
ing work.

In order to meet state
specifications for the new
lights, six trees on the
Augusta Street intersection

‘must be removed anda fire

hydrant relocated. A fire
hydrant on, the John St,
corner would have to be
relocated also, there are-
ne trees involved 'at this
point. The radii of all the
corners would have to be
increased, according to
State officials.

Mayor Rush, Mayor-Elect
O'Leary, Henry, Council-
men Inman, Zebroand Sor-
rentino extended sinogre
congratulations to all the
newly elected officials, and
thanked all who took part
in the recent political cam-
paign.

O'Leary praised Rushand
Henry for ‘attacking all the
city problems in spite of
the fact that neither of you
will be in office next year.”

O'Leary continued, ‘I am
asking both of you men to
make yourselves available
to me andto the new council
in order to make a smooth
transition of government,”

Rush and Henry both
agreed to do all in their
power to aid the new
regime. Rush also con-
gratulated the losers, in
last week’s election, and
said, ‘‘ These people are to
be admired for the interest
they take in the city of
South Amboy."’

Henry endorsed the
mayor’s statement by add-
ing, *‘1 believe in the two
party system, It is healthy,
We must encourage good
candidates to run for office,
if we are to continue to
have good government in
our town.”

RARITAN STREET
BRIDGE TO
BE REBUILT

Willlam k. Ozzard, Presi-
dent of the Public Utilities
Commission, has ordered
the reconstruction of bridge
#1.40 which carries Raritan
Street in South Amboy over
the main line of Raritan

River Rallroad Company.

Raritan Street is a county
highway running in a gen-
eral north to south direction
connecting route 35in South
Amboy and Main Street in
Sayreville,

The Board found that
vehicular traffichad great-
ly increased on this road-

way and a specific traffic

count showed approximate-
ly 3,000 vehicles used the
bridge during a six hour
period. It was further de-
termined that the roadway
widths of both the north and
south approach roads were
greater than the width of
roadway over the bridge,
therefore creating a bottle-
neck, It was further deter-
mined that the load carry-
ing capacity of the existing
bridge 1s'S tons which is
less than the capacity re-
quired for modern highway
vehicles,

Ozzard ordered a new 3
span bridge with a road-
way width of 35 feet and
two 6 ft, sidewalks on each
side of the bridge for ped-
estrian use. The total cost
of reconstruction is esti-
mated at $267.000, Of this
amount, 5% or $13,350 will
be borne by the railroad,
159, or $40,050 by Middle-
sex County and the remain-

Actual reconstruction will
be deferred until suchtime
as the PUChas funds avail-
able for the project,
