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- City Applies for
Federal Funds

Clt{ engineer Edward C.

Reilly has filed an appli-
cation for federal aid for
the $4 million Sayreville~
South Amboy South Bay

. Collection System.

The announcement was
made at last Monday’s City
Council meeting and is the
municipality’s first step
toward funding its share of
the project.

Since both communities
have approved the state-~
ordered system which will
eliminate further dumping
into the Raritan Bay, work
is expected to begin in the
spring.

Approximately 95 per cent
of the project has been de~
clared by state and federal
officials as eligible for aid.

Although the exact method
of funding has not been
detailed, officials antici~
pate that the city and
borough will sell bonds to
pay for their individual
portions of the project.

. The total estimated cost
of $4,073,200 will be split
between the two munici-
palities with Sayreville
paying 77 per cent and South
Amboy footing the remain-
ing 23' per cent of the bill,

If 95 per cent of the pro-
ject cost is granted, 50
per cent of the eligible aid
will come from the Federal
Water Pollution Control -
Administration, an agency
of the U,S. Department of
Health, Education and Wel-
fare.

An additonal 25 per cent
would come from the Water
Pollution Control Program
financed by ‘the state De=
partment of Health.

The South Bay Collection
system will connect the
sanitary sewers of the city
and the Melrose and Mor-
gan sections of Sayreville
with the Middlesex County
Sewerage Authority,

Effluent in these areas
is presently treated at
three sewerage plants, lo-
cated in each of the sec-
tions, and diposed of in the
Raritan Bay.

Cregtion of the South Bay
system would eliminate the
three treatment plants and
turn them into pumping sta=
tions which will discharge
the accumulated waste at
the county facility.
