officially taken over this
playground."

At the council meeting
of November 18, 1969, Ze-
bro reported that Koziol
had submitted a request for
a seven day delay in plant-
Ing vegetation on a hill
that is eroding into the
playground. He (Koziol)
claimed that heavy rainB
had prevented him from
fulfilling his commitments
anil the council voted an
.extension, on... xh& - alioted.. *....
time to complete the job.

Koziol failed to meet his
obligations in September
of this year, Zebro noti-
fied the council that the
city would have the work
done and hold the cost of
it from the developer's
performance bond.

Zebro, in another state-
ment, Informed the mayor
and council that he/had re-
ceived several complaints
that under-age children
were playing pinball ma-
chines in this city.

Care Revision

Planned
Plans for improved medi-

cal-surgical care at South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
have been completed and
will be in effect within a
month, Eugene J. Nieto,
administrator, announced
today. The resulting
system will enable medical
personnel to better meet
individual patient needs.

The new unit system will
include three basic divi-
sions of medical-surgical
care: a Comprehensive
Unit for coronary, inten-
sive and post-operative r e -
covery c a r e ; an Inter-
mediary Unit for acutely-
ill non-ambulatory, non-
infectious patients; and a
General Medical-Surgical
Care Unit.

All nurses working in the
Comprehensive and Inter-
mediate U n i t s will be
trained for coronary care.
The philosophy and princi-
ples for care of the coro-
nary patient was conceived
after reviewing a s t u d y
conducted and published
under a grant from the
W.K. Kellogg Foundation
on "Coronary Care Units
in Small Hospitals." The
study was conducted at the
Standish Community Hos-
pital in Michigan.

Mrs. Grace Crystal, di-
rector of nursing at South
Amboy Memorial Hospital,
stresses the importance of
this requirement and feels
it is an essential aspect
of the plan.

Steel for the construction of an
added bridge span tu expand the
Garden State Parkway crossing of
the Raritan Hiver is shown being
delivered to the Karitan River Kail-

Construction of an added
bridge span to expand the
Garden s t a t e Parkway
crossing of t he Raritan
River from six to ten traffic
lanes has passed the half-
way mark with the pour-
ing of concrete for the last
of 28 piers.

Chairman John P. Galla-
gher of the New Jersey
Highway Authority, which
operates the Parkway, said
the completion of the final
pier—one of the two tallest
at 135 feet - - climaxed
concrete pouring for all
bridge supports and fini-
shed the substructure
work.

The supports include two
abutments along with the
28 piers, which w e r e
'erected on extra-long foot-
ings- set when the founda-
tion was built for the Park-
way's original Raritan
River span 17 years ago.
The ready footings speeded
the -wefk--efl-4n4--eut—the
costs of the new bridge
project, which are now.
figured at a total of some
$16,500,000.

The next p h a s e of the
bridge construction is in-

' staUation of steel for the
deck o r superstructure.
Already underway at land
ends, this work will involve
8,400 tons of steel extend-
ing a length of 4,385 feet
over the waterway between
Woodbridge andSayreville.

The new 'span, cantil-
evered along the west side
of the existing one, is. to
be done by late next sum-
mer but full use of the
combined bridge is not
slated until 1972. When the
new span is ready for traf-
fic use, southbound travel
across the Raritan River
will be switched to it in
order to permit conversion
repairs on the old one.

When the conversion work
is done, the existing bridge
now three lanes in each
direction - will have five
