Councilman Al Sorrentin
thanked departing Counci
President Fred Henry and
Mayor P. Joseph Rush for
their many years of ser-
vice to our city. ‘‘Their
departure will be a great
loss to all,” and he asked
the two men to keep them-
selves available to allow
the council to make use of
their ‘‘ Reservoir of Know-
ledge."’
