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FEDERAL GRANT
AWARDED

A F e d e r a l g ran t of
$106,611 has been awarded
to the Central Jersey Re-
gional Air Pollution Con-
trol Agency, it was an-
nounced on December 18
by U.S. Rep. Edward J. Pat-
ten (D-15th Diet.)

Patten was Informed of the
award by the Environ-
mental Protection Agency.
He said that the grant will
be used to continue a pro-

• lect to develop an air pol-
lution control program in
the following Middlesex
communities: Car te ret ,
Perth Atnboy, Sayreville,
South Amboy, and Wood-
bridge.

In February of this year,
Patten also announced a
similar grant of $75,000
and a supplemental U,S.
award of $15,000 in August,
making the total of the
grants, $196,611.

Patten disclosed that the
funds provided BO far have
been used to develop a pro-
gram of achieving an effec-
tive air pollution control
program In 5 Middlesex
County municipalities.
The 'congressman was told

by an official of the En-
vironmental P r o t e c t i o n
Agency that if the Central
Jersey Regional Air Pol-
lution Control Agency con-
tinues to meet program
requirements, additional
grants will be provided by
the Federal government.
The subsequent g r a n t s
would be for continued de-
velopment, improvement
and maintenance purposes.

Patten revealed that the
latest grant ($106,611) will
eiraUte the Agency to con-
tinue i t s operations for
1971, including funds for
paying the salaries of 6
inspectors.
