O'LEARY'S STATEMENT
The address by the Mayor, which Is traditional In

South Amboy on New -Year's Day could b̂e condensed
Into one simple phrase 325 Henry St.. the address of
the Mayor. For that is the heart of my message, I
am available, my door will always be open. I want
to serve, if you have a problem call. I have one senior
secretary and four Junior secretaries at home, and they
all want to help make their husband and daddy a good
mayor, and South Amboy,a great city.

We have msfay goals. We, means, my team, a council
that wants and knows how to work, and a Business
Administrator to coordinate our efforts. Under this
new form of government, I will be issuing a monthly
progress report, so in a sense my New Years message
will be in 12 installments.

I could single out our Department heads, thank them
for their past accomplishments arid ask their continued
cooperation, but I will forget that today and I will
include their activities in my monthly progress reports.

We intend to work on the problems that are most
pressing and we do have our share of those. But basically
we intend to tackle and to resolve the following.

1. The lack of adequate school facilities.
2. The industrial development of our landfill area.
3. Make our streets safe. Hoodlumism will not be

tolerated.
4. Programs to attract and maintain the interest of

our teenagers and young adults.
5. Up grade our business procedure and get more

productivity from our city employees.
6. Pursue our urban renewal program, to upgrade

the buildings on Broadway. The elimination of run
down properties and buildings throughout the entire
city will be stepped up.

7. We intend to hold the line on expenditures so
as to keep our tax structure stably and etumie those
on fixed Income to better weather the-''storm our present
economy is in. >

8. Short term investments when our revenues are in
excess of Immediate expenditures. Long term investments
when the anticipated revenues of Jersey Central Power
& Light Co. are realized.

9. Provide housing for our Senior Citizens and promote
more activities to keep these good people active and
useful.

Presently U seems as though * the repairing of the
Rarltan Street Bridge, which is essential in removing
the sand trucks from Main Steeet, is way off In the
future, due to the lack of funds in the P.U..Q, budget.

Public Works as former Commissioners. Now that the
Board of Public Works is dissolved and the responsib-
ility will be assumed by the Council their knowledge
and past experience will be Invaluable to us all.
