"TOP PRIORITY' GIVEN TO
RARITAN STREET BRIDGE

The NeW Jersey Motor
Truck Association has ap-
pealed to the State Depart-
merit of Transportation to
give "top priority" to re -
construction of the Rarl-
tan Street bridge in Sayre-
vllle, it was disclosed by
John W. Nappi, president of
NJMTA.

Rebuilding of the span,
which crosses o v e r the
tracks of the Raritan River
Railroad, already has been
approved by t h e State
Public Utilities Commis-
sion, according to a recent
announcement by William
E. Ozzard, PUC president.

In urging fast action on
the reconstruction, NJMTA
also asked that the replace-
ment span be engineered to
a capacity sufficient to
carry loaded heavy-duty
commercial vehicles. The
present bridge is posted
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for five tons, which is 30
tons below the level re-
quired to support the gross
weight of loaded heavy-
duty trucks.

"The inadequacy of the
present b r i d g e / ' Nappi
said, "has forced many
heavy-duty trucks to use
Main Street, South Amboy,
as a detour, evoking many
complaints from residents
in the area. This problem
can b& remedied ty a're-
placement br idge strong
enough to carry this com-
mercial traffic.
Nappi emphasized that the

trucking industry "hasn't
the s l i g h t e s t desire »
cause annoyance or distur-
bance to the inhabitants of
residential areas."
The reconstruction plans

call for the bridge's road-
way to be Increased 35
feet In width. Due to ex-
tensive highway construc-
tion activity In the area,
roads In the vicinity have
been carrying a mounting
volume of dump truck traf-
fic.

Each ordinance passed by die
CouncU shall be promptly delivered
by the Clerk to the Mayor, and he
shall, within ten days after receiving
any ordinance, either approve the
ordinance by affixing his signature
thereto or return Jt to the Council
by delivering it to the Municipal
Clerk, together with a written state-
ment setting forth his objections
thereto or to any item or part
thereof. No ordinance or any item
or part thereof shall take effect
without the Mayor's approval, un-
less the Mayor fails to return an
ordinance to the Council within ten
days after it has been presented to
him, or unless the Council, upon
reconsideration thereof on or after
the third day following Its return by
the Mayor shall, by a vote of two-
thirds of the members, resolve to
override the Mayor's veto.

Section 2.23 REMOVALS
(a) The Council msv for cans*

remove any municipal officer or
board member other than die Mayor
or a member of the CouncU.

f» Council will consider a motion
to remove for cause only after re-
moval has been duly proposed and
conaldered at an agenda conference.

(C) A motion for rtmoval shall set
forth the alleged cause for removal
making specific charges, and pro-
vide tor nodce and an opportunity
to be heard to the affected officer.
The Clerk shall forthwith cause a
copy of the motion for removal,
together with a statement of the
causes and charge. Involved and
notice of the time and place fixed
for hearing to be served personally
or by certified mall upon the officer
affected. Hearing shall be held not
less than ten days nor more than
fifteen days after date of such ser-
vice and may be adjourned from
time to time. Such hearings may be
open to the public and the officer
charged shall be entitled to be rep-
resented by his own counsel.

4O:69A-37) the Council may, In Its
discretion, require any municipal
officer to prepare and submit .worn
statements regarding h i s official
duties and the performance thereof;
and the Council may otherwise in-
vestigate the conduct of any depart-
ment, officer or agency of the muni-
cipal government.

Section 2.27 INDEPENDENT AUDIT
The Council shall cause to be made

an annual audit of the municipality's
accounts and financial transactions,
as required bylaw. Such annual audit
shall be made by a Registered.Muni-
cipal Accountant of New Jersey se-
lected by the Council (N.J.S.A.-40;
69A-48).

ARTICLE in
OFFICE OF MUNICIPAL CLERK

Section 3.1 OFFICE GENERALLY
The Council will appoint a Muni-

cipal Clerk for the term of four
years or until the appointment and
qualification of his successor. Prior
to hla appointment, he shall have
been qualified by his training and
experience to perform the duties of
his office. He shall serve as Clerk
of the Council and have such other
functions, powerB and duties ss are
provided for by the charter and
code.

Section 3.2 MUNICIPAL CLERK
GENERALLY

The Municipal Clerk shall:
(a) Keep the Minutes and records

Section 2.22 ORDINANCESNOT RE-

Section 2.23 PILING OF REPORTS
AND RESOLUTIONS

The CouncU shall file with the Clerk
all petitions, resolutions, or other
paper, considered by It on each
matter. All report, to the Council
and all resolutions shall be filed
with the Clerk.

Section 2.24 APPOINTMENTS
(a) Nominations submitted by the

Mayor will be considered at the
agenda conference or at a regular
meeting. Any member of the Council
may move such a nomination at a '
public meeting.

(b) With respect to appointment, to
be made by the Council, any member
of the CouncU may nominate aa many
candidates as there are offices to be
filled. The Council will consider
Mich nomination, at any agenda
conference or at a regular meeting.
Where there 1. a single office to
be filled, the sense of the Council
on the appointment shall be taken as
to each nominee, and the nomine,
receiving a majority shall be deemed
appointed.

(e) Be the custodian of all deeds,
etc., received by the Board of Ad-
justment and the Planning Board.
(f) Certify to the validity of all

bills.

3.3 MUNICIPAL SEAL
The Clerk shall cause the municipal

seal to be affixed to Instruments
and writings when specifically au-
thorized by law or when necessary
to exemplify any document or record
In hla office, or to certify an act or
paper which, from the records of his
office shall appear to be a true copy
of any public record of proceeding.
He shall not affix the seal or cause
or permit to be affixed to any
lntrument or writing or other paper

^ except as provided in this section,
unless required by law.

3.4 ORDINANCES:PUBLICATION
The clerk shall publish ordinances

as required by law and shall file
In his office the requisite proofs
of such publications.

3.3 NOTICES TO COUNCIL, ETC.
The Clerk shall issue and deliver,

with the assistance of the Police
Department, if needed, all notices of
meeting, required to be given to
the CouncU and shall promptly In-
form the members of the Council
of action taken by the Mayor with
respect to any ordinances.

3.6 LICENSES
The Clerk shall administer licen-

ses pursuant to the ordinance, and
general law. The Police Department
shall assist in the Inspection and
enforcement procedures required
for such licensing.

3.7 COMMUNICATIONS
The Clerk shall receive and trans-

mit all communications to or on
behalf of the Council.
Section 3.0 FEES

The Clerk shall charge and receive
for the use of municipality such fess
for soarcb.es, transcripts, and certi-
fications a . shall be authorized by
resolution of die CouncU and forward
said fees immediately to the Division
of Finance.

5.10 INSURANCE. SURETY BONDS
AND CONTRACTS

The Clerk shall be th* depository
and custodian of aU official surety
bonds furnlshsd by or on account
of any City office, officer or em-
ployee, except by his own bond,
which shall be placed in the custody
of the City Treasurers all formal
contracts for work, labor, services,
supplies, equipment and materials to
which the City may bo a party. The
Clerk shall also have custody of all
leases of property owned by the City.
The Clerk shall be the depository for
and have custody of aU performance
bonds running to the City as obligee,
and other forms of non-cash security
given by any contractor, subdivision
developer or otter persons on ac-
count of work done or to be done In
or for the City.

3.11 DEPUTY CLERIC
There shall be a Deputy Municipal

Clerk, appointed by the Council,
who shall have, exercise and per-
form the dudes of the Clerk In his
absence.

3.12 CERTIFICATES OF LAND
SUBDIVISION

The Clark, or other person so
designated is the official who shall
prepare and Issue tertlflcatee aa to
the approval of a subdivision of land,
pursuant to law (40:55-1.24).

Prior to the Issuance of any certi-
ficates, the Clerk shall ascertain
from the records of the Planning
Board Engineering Advisor in the
Department of Public Works and
otherwise, as well as from the
records In the office of the Clerk,
the status of the subdivision In
question.

3.13 MUNICIPAL MAIL
Correspondence and other commu-

nications received shall be delivered
to die Business Administrator where
it shaU be sorted and delivered Im-
mediately to the proper department
wldiout opening where the address 1B
to a specific department or person.
General municipal mall will be

opened by the Business Adminis-
trator, CouncU mall wUl be opened
by the Clerk and die Clerk shall
either reply to the correspondence
and provide information requested
or shall refer the matter to the
appropriate Individual, department,
board or Body.

ARTICLE IV
THE MAYOR

Section 4.1 THE MAYOR: POWERS
AND DUTIES GENERALLY
The Mayor shall be the chief exe-

cutive and administrative officer of

(c) Require each department to

nuke an annual and such other re-
ports of its work as he inay deem
desirable. \

(d) Appoint all officers and em-
ployees for whose election or ap-
pointment no other provision is
made by charter or ordinance.

(e) From time to time make such
recommendations for action by the
CouncU as he may deem in the public
Interest.

(f) Report annually at the beginning
of the year to the council and the
public on the work of the previous
year and the conditions and re-
quirements of the municipal govern-
ment for the current year.
(g) Have such other functions,

powers and duties as are provided by
the charter and code.

4.2 ACTING MAYOR
As provided by the charter, the

Mayor shall designate the Council
President or in his absence the
Vice President or In his absence
die Business Administrator, or the
Municipal Clerk to act as Mayor
whenever the Mayor shall be pre-
vented by absence from the muni-
cipality, disability, or other cause
from attending to the duties of his
office. During such time (he person
so designated by the Mayor shall
possess all the rights, powers and
duties of the Mayor. Whenever the
Mayor shall have been unable to
attend cu the duties of his office
for a period of sixty consecutive
days, for any of the above stated
reasons, an acting Mayor shall be
appointed by the Council who shall
succeed to all rights, powers and
duties of the Mayor or the then
acting Mayor. The Mayor shall sub-
mit to die CouncU a certificate of
good health prior to resuming his
elective duties.

4.3 INTERIM APPOINTMENTS
Whenever' a vacancy exists In any

office required by the charter or
code to be filled by the Mayor, with
die advice and consent of th* CouncU,
and there Is BO holdover Incumbent,
the Mayor may temporarily flU such
vacancy (in the absence of any con-
trary provision In the charter or
ordinances) by appointing an acting
officer, including the designation of
himself as acting Business Admi-
nistrator in die event of a vacancy
ln^hat office. Such appointee shall
have all of lbs ftmccions, powers
and duties of cbe office until u snail
bs Oiled permanently, Atv such ap-
poinrmoat ahaU esn»lnatv not latsr
than 90 days after the oat. of ap-
pointment, i iw Mayor may exercise
one option and rsanpolnt fee same
Individual for on* moor* period of 90
day*.
