ECG SYSTEM
INSTALLED

The first New Jersey in-

stallation of a telemetry
system for patient moni-
toring is operatinilm South
Amboy Memorial Hospital,
according to Eugene J.
Nieto, administrator. The
ECG system is the result
of a two year development
program by the company
which produced equipment
for monitoring the physio-
logical performance of
Apollo astronauts. The
equipment will be used for
monitoring cardiac funce
tions of cricically 11l pa~
tients.

The system is basedona
battery powered trans-
mitter which works on 20V,
It is considered safer than
direct -wired apparatus
currently in use because it
contains no direct wire
connections to the patient,
Signals from the trans-
mitter close to the patient
are radioed to a receiver
in the hospital’s compre-
hensive care unit, Critical
patients may be monitored
at the critical care station
from any location in the
hospital. The equipment
just installed in South Am-
boy Memorial Hospltal can
monitor four to eight pa-
tients simultaneously and
provides continuous trang=
mission on one battery for
seven days.
