School Tab Cut
By' Board

The Board of School Es-
timate agreed last Monday
night to ease the tax bur-
den of local residents by
cutting $35,000. from the
1971-72 school budget.
To further this action,

the board applied $30,000
from last year's surplus,
relieving the local tax levy
by a total of $65,000.

The budget originally
called for $1,010,069, but
now calls for a $975,069
total, the first time in city
history the school budget
exceeded $1 million.

The $35,000 slice in the
budget must be taken from
line items, not yet deter-
mined by the Board of Ed-
ucation.

The budget did not include
any appropriation of money
for the renovation of the
city*8 schools.

The 1 million renovation
plan called for the addi-
tion of 12 classrooms to
the elementary school and
the conversion of the high
school auditorium into se-
ven classrooms, to be paid
for by the municipality.

This plan was proposed by
the board after the state
Board of Education re-
jected its original $3 mil-
lion proposal to build a
new high school.
On February 17, at its

next meeting, the board
is expected to reveal those
accounts that will be re-
duced.

Elderly, disabled and wi-
dowed Americans and their
families received nearly
#32 billion in social se-
curity checks in 1970, or
$5 billion more than in
1969, HowardG.Houghton,
social security district
manager in Perth Amboy,
said today. An estimated
$97 million was being paid
to social security benefici-
aries in New Jersey.

The number of men, wo-
men and children on the
social security benefit
rolls nationally rose to 26
million in 1970. While the
majority are older people,
about one out of every four
is under 60, Houghtonsaid.
Some 826 thousand re-
sidents of New Jersey were
receiving benefits at the
Close of 1970, Houghton
said.
He noted that nationally

2.7 million people under
65 — disabled workers and
their families — received
checks amounting to $242
million a month.

About 6.5 million widows,
children and aged depen-
dent parents of workers
who died received $597
million a month at the close
of the year. This was in
addition to the 17.1 mil-
lion retired workers and
dependents who were paid
$1.8 billion a month. In
New Jersey, an estimated
71 thousand people »under
65 — disabled workers and
their families V- were re-
ceiving about $2.5 million
a month at the end of 19701
About 219 thousand widows,
children and aged. . 4e- .
pendent parents of workers
who had died were getting
about $22 million a month.

Some 573 thousand re-
tired workers and de-
pendents were receiving
benefits at the rate of about
$67 million a month.
Since the first monthly

checks were paid to 22,00*
people in January 1940,
Houghton said, social se -
curity has grown not only
in the number of people
drawing benefits/ but in
terms of protection pro-
vided to families.

Today, 95 out of 10
mothers and children would
receive monthly checks In
case of the death of the
family breadwinner, be
said.

Four out of five men and
women between 21 and 65
cair count on moncbiyiMtne-
fits under social security
if the breadwinner hat a

disability that keeps him
out of work for a year or
more. And 93 percent of
the people who reached 65
in 1970 are receiving
checks or could receive
payments if they stopped
working, he added.

Practically everyone 65
and over, working or not,
has hospital insurance un-
der Medicare, and 95 per-
cent of them have alBO en-
rolled for v o l u n t a r y
medical insurance that
helps pay their doctor bills
and other medical expens-
es.

Navy Petty Officer Third

Class Francis J. Onifer,
son of Mr. and Mrs. Paul
G. Onifer of 114 Main St-.,
Sayreville, is serving a-
board the destroyer USS
Furse which rescued three
fishermen stranded 152
miles off the island of Great
Inagua in the Bahamas.

The men were brought to
safety after a harrowing six
hour recovery, minutes be-
fore the flood tide broke the
back of their 65 foot boat
against a sharp coral reef.

The Furse was preparing
to get-4»derw«v- from the
U.S. Naval Base, Guantan-
amo Bay, Cuba for training
exercises when she was di-
verted to answer the dis-
tress call.

The trawler Gulf Tide was
found aground on a coral
reef encircling the island,
A second reef Interposed
between the destroyer and
the stranded craft.

Repeated attempts to float
a rubber raft to the fish-
ermen failed. Finally sev-
eral of Furse's crewmem-
bers took a whaleboat into
the treacherous surf zone
between the two reefs and,
in spite of 12-foot break-
ers, managed to pass a
line to the Gulf Tide.

Overpass Fencing
The New Jersey Highway

Authority today announced
that added five-feet-high
fencing will be installed on
17 more overpasses of the
Garden State Parkway to
provide Improved protec-
tion for school children as
well as its motorists.

Authority Chairman John
P. Gallagher said the 17
new locations were set for
the augmented installations
following a safety survey
ordered by the Commis-
sioners in their concern
over increased pedestrian
usage.
Each of the 17 Parkway

overpasses will have five-
feet-high aluminum chain
link fencing installed inside
existing guard railing on
both sides of the bridge.
In each case, existing guard
railing there is slatted and
no more than three-feet
high.

Chairman Gallagher said
the higher fencing, while
designed primarily to bol-
ster protection for children
who walk across the over-
passes on the way to and
from school, will also en-
hance s a f e t y for adult
pedestrians and motorists
on the Parkway below.

The installation work will
begin as soon as materials
are delivered and weather
permits. Such higher fenc-
ing was previously in-
stalled on 54 other over-
passes of the Parkway
where pedestrian t r a f f i c
dictated.

"While fortunately there
is no record of an accident
involving a child climbing
on top of the three-foot
rail and falling onto Park-
way traffic below," Com-
missioner Gallagher noted,
"the possibility neverthe-
less e x i s t s and we are
genuinely concerned over
that."
"The threat grows more

serious as population ex-
pands In areas along the
Parkway and more schools
are built," he added.

The 17 overpass locations
involved in the higher fenc-
ing program are;

Burnt Tavern Road in
Brick Township; Allaire
Road (Monmouth County
Route 524) and Schoolhouse
Road in Wall Township;
Red Hill Road on the bor-
der of Middletown and
Holmdel Townships; Key-
port - Holmdel Road in
Holmdel Township; Old
Matawan Road, also known
as Matawan Ave., in Mat-
awan Township; Old Mata-
wan Road crossing of rail-
road, in Matawan Borough;
Cliffwood Avenue in Mata-
wan Township; Laurence
Harbor Road In Madison
Township; Main Street in
Sayreville Borough; Vaux
Hall Road in Union Town-
ship; Allwood Road in Clif-
ton; Midland Ave., in Saddle
Brook; Linwood Ave. on the
border of Paramus and
Washington Township; East
Glen Ave and Washington
Ave. in Washington Town-
ship (Bergen County); and
Wiermus RoadinHillsdale,
also partially in Woodcliff
Lake Borough.
