A third regional compre-
hensive Mental Health Cen-
ter would be built at South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
under p lans wh ich have
been unveiled by Free-
holder Director George J.
Otlowski.

The mental health facility
would be constructed at a
cost of $1.1 million and
would be located on the
fourth floor of South Amboy
Memorial Hospital's plan-
ned addition.

Otlowski, who heads the
county's Department of
Health and Social Services,
said the comprehensive
center would service the
southern region of the
county, a sector which'in-
cludes 13 towns.

Those to be served by this
facility w i l l be South
Amboy, Madison Township,
South R i v e r , Sayreviile,
Jamesburg, H e l m e t t a ,
Monroe, Cranbury, East
Brunswick, South Bruns-
wick, Spotswood, Milltown
and Plain sboro.

The county's Raritan Bay
Mental Health Center, once
federal funds are provided

. for staffing, will offer full
services for Perth Amboy,
Woodbridge and Carteret,
The county has been await-
ing an $800,000 federal
grant for this project since
last July.

The other comprehensive
mental health clinic will
be located at Rutgers Uni-
versity and hopes to open In
mid - 1972 to serve New
Brunswick, North Bruns-
wick, Highland Park, Edi-
son, Metuchen, Piscat-
away, Middlesex, Dunellen
and South Plainfield.

Mayor William E. O'Leary
was proposed for Free-
holder by the city Demo-
cratic Committee last
Wednesday night at a meet-
ing held at John's Halfway
House.

State Lottery. Equipment and pro-
cedures for the lottery were de-
veloped by Charles M. Maltbie As-
sociates, Inc., Moorestown, N.J.

Plans are presently being
formulated to take the New
Jersey State Lottery on an
extensive road trip. By
summer, it will be a major
Shore attraction and by the
end of the year, lottery
drawings will be held in
every corner of the state.

Charles M, Maltbie, pres-
ident of Maltbie Associ-
ates, Inc., Moorestown, N,
J., related that when his
firm undertook the design
and construction of the
lottery equipment, one of
the main objectives was to
make the system rugged
and reliable enough to
transport all over the state
for the weekly drawings.

" We understand that plans
have now been madetohold
drawings at the shore dur-
ing the summer months,
and northern and southern
New Jersey when the timing
can be coordinated with
any number of civic and
community events. T h i s
kind of mobility gives the
state the opportunity to
maintain y e a r - round in-
terest in the lottery and
.keep ticket sales moving,"
Maltbie explained.

In addition to its mobility,
the lottery eyBtem 1B de-
signed with all the elements
of a show business extrava-
ganza to sustain a high level
of public interest. It com-
bines showmanship tech-
niques with the Bden-
tifically proven theory of
'' Probability Frequency
Distribution" which Malt-
bie translates into lay-
men's language that every
lottery ticket has an equal
chance to win the weekly
windfall of prizes which
includes $50,000 in cash for
the winning ticket.

The selection system rep-
resents the combined
thinking of designer-turned
businessman, M a l t b i e ,

founder of one of the largest
exhibit firms in the Dela-
ware Valley, and Professor
John W. HumeB, renowned
mathematician of Lehigh
University.

Maltbie, who designs ex-
hibits for such firms as

RCA, Burroughs, Ameri-
can Cyanamld, and other
major manufacturers,
ruled out such ordinary
methods as a "wheel of
fortune" or a f i sh bowl
drawing. Instead, he and his
associates devised a me-
chanical and electronic
system that is foolproof,
easy to use, and highly
reliable. Moreover, it has a
number of dramatic fea-
tures that make the draw-
ings exciting and suspense-
ful for a viewing audience-
each drawing is open to the
public.

Four transparent plexi-
glas wheels, each operating
independently of the others
and each containing a ping-
pong ba l l that bounces
crazily into one of ten num-
bered compartments, help
build the desired suspense.
This, however, ie only part
of the process - the four
ping-pong ballB only de-
termine die last four digits
of the winning number.

Before the first two dig-
its are determined, a "hot
line" check is made with
the state's computer mem-
orybank in Trenton which
produce 6 a complete liBtof
ticket numbers sold for
the drawing containing the
four digits previously se-
lected. The computer
printout is obtained In a
matter of seconds.
All of the two-digit com-

binations listed as "sold"
by the computer are then
entered into the next phase
of the drawing in which ten
two-digit combinations are

mechanically selected and
given a Post Position. The
numbers for the post po-
sitions are provided by the
New Jersey State Racing
Commission based on the
Official results of a past
race featuring at least 10
horses running a mile or
more during the event.

After the two digit num-
bers are posted, a state or
local dignitary then draws
sealed envelopes at random
from a huge plexiglas
sphere. Each envelope con-
tains two numbers which
are posted consecutively in
the 10 post positions. If
the horse that won the race
had the ninth post position,
for example, the numbers
placed in the ninth post
position provide the first
two digits of the winning
lottery ticket number. They
are combined with the pre-
viously selected numbers
to declare the winner.

"A bit complicated, but
still fun and exciting,"
Maltbie asserts, "and most
Important, there is really
no room for error. Every
lottery ticket gets a fair
shake."
