JOSEPH L. KEENAN

Joseph L. Keenan, a mem-
ber of the Board of Educa-
tion, retired last Thursday
evening (February 18) after
his three - year t erm ex-
pired.

Keenan received a plaque
from the board commend-
ing him for "outstanding
years of service" and

dedicated service."
He expressed his dismay

at the continuing squabbles
over the new school site
which has been continuous-
ly turned down by the State
Board of Education. The
local board previously pro-
posed a $3.2 million plan
for the school. When turned
down by the state board,
the local board submitted a
$1 million alternate plan to
add classrooms to the high
and elementary schools.
The plan has yet to be ap-
proved or rejected by the
state.

Keenan was appointed to
the s c h o o l board in Oc-
tober, 1968, by former
mayor Richard J. Schultz to
fill the vacancy left by
Chester S. Zamorski who
was appointed by the board
as the new principal of the
elementary school.

A native of South Amboy,
Keenan is the son of the
late Mr. and Mrs. John J,
Keenan of Henry St. He
graduated from St. Mary's
Grammar and High Schools
and has taken, extension
courses in management at
Rutgers University. , ,
Married to the former

Frances Delaney, also a
native South Amboyan, they~
are the parents of five
children and reside at 322
Fourth St.
In other action, school

superintendent Eugene
Dobrzynski stated that 16
students of the graduating
class had been accepted
in schools to further their
education. Ten will attend
four-year colleges.

'NARCO PRIEST' TO
SPEAK AT SEMINAR

The Rev. Roland Melody,
otherwise known as the
"Narco Priest", will talk
on the dangers of drug
abuse at a seminar spon-
sored by the South Amboy
Drug Abuse Committee on
Sunday, February 28, at 7
p.m. in St. Mary's High
School's Little Theatre.

The public is invited to
attend.

At last Monday night's
council meeting, the Me
Cormack Sand and Gravel
Co", again came under
attack from residents of
Augusta St. A transcript
of a previous meeting of
residents, the City Coun-
cil, and representatives of
the company, was read In
part before the governing
body.

Representatives of the
residents claimed that the
transcript which was com-
piled by a private sten-
ographer showed that the
proposed operation, which
is to employ about 90 rail
cars, would put the noise
level in the Augusta St.
area near the danger point.

William Garaffa, stated
that the noise readings
were taken by a represen-
tative of the state Board of
Health, who, according to
Garaffa, recorded n o i s e
readings from "all types
of engines" employed by
the Penn-Central Railroad
-and a v e r a g e d approxi-
mately 88 on the decibel
scale. Garaffa said, that
according tb the represen-
tative, such noise on a day-
to-day basis reaches 90
on the scale and "is physi-
cally dangerous to a
person."
Garaffa also said that the

track on which the train
will run was in violation
of a local ordinance. That
ordinance, according to
Garaf fa , states that the
cars should not run within
50-feet of any resident's
property line. He said that
there are homes on Augusta
and Rosewell Streets where
the section of tracks run
as close as 20 feet to
homes.

Garaffa asked the council
to revoke all permits is-
sued to McCormack in light
of the residents' accusa-
tions. However, Council
President Frank Zebro re-
quested daraffa to channel
the various complaints to
the proper departments in
the city government for ac-
tion. He also asked Garaffa
to submit a copy of the
transcript to the council
before its members maoe
any comment. To this re-
mark, Garaffa said that he
had been advised by the
attorney for the residents
not to supply anyone with
such copies before consult-
ing him and told Zebro that
he would do this before
giving the council a copy.

FEDERAL GRANT
RECEIVED

Mayor William O'Leary
announced that the city of
Sotwh Amboy received ap-
proval from the National
Highway Traffic Adminis-
tration for a federal grant
in the amount of $870.

The money will be used to
purchase a breathalyzer
and related chemicals to
test drivers suspected of
drinking while driving for
the Police Department's
Drinking Driving Project.
Of the 52,000 persons

killed on the nation's high-
ways, over 50% of the ac-

cidents, alcohol was a fac-
tor.
O'Leary said that the

Police Department has
been stymied for years In
their efforts to apprehend
and convict drivers who
they believed were under
the Influence of alcohol.
- In 1970 only two (2) sum-
monses were issued for
accidents where alcohol
was a factor.

Without the breathalyzer
and trained operators it
was necessary to transport
the suspected driver to
area Police departments
for testing. This resulted
in a reduction of the road
patrol to one man for
several hours during the
testing period.

The mayor went on to say,
"Area departments decline
to test drivers for us be-
cause their men are re-
quired to testify in our
court or in county courts
on their off duty time."

With the purchase of this
equipment, the Police De-
partment hopes to reduce
the number of deaths and
Injuries in accidents where
alcohol is a factor, also,
to absolve suspected dri-

, vers.
The program wi l l get

underway as soon as mem-
bers of the department can
be trained and certified*
The first school will be
in May.
In o ther business, the

mayor and council received
a letter from Raymond W.
Clarke, Jr. c h a i r m a n ,
board of trustees of the
Middlesex - S o m e r s e t
Chapter of the National
Multiple Sclerosis Society
requesting permission to
conduct a house to house
campaign in South Amboy
during the month of April.

Tire Associates of Sayre-
ville, in a letter to the
mayor and council, in-
formed them that its com-
pany is contemplating a
move to Highway 35 and
Hillcrest Ave. on or about
April first. The corres-
pondence was referred to
the Building Inspector,
James Coan.
In related business, Sam-

uel W. Garaffa requested
permission to occupy a
building located at 135 No.
Broadway and operate a
barber shop. This also was
referred to the building
inspector.

President of Bocour Paints
of New York, to give a
lecture-demonstration. He
will trace the ht6toryof the
new synthetic paints and
their usefulness to artists.

Mr. Bocour studied art

as a young man at the Na-
tional Academy and Art
Students League. He was
an apprentice to European
painter Emil Ganso, At this
time he was grinding his
own pigments by hand in
traditional Unseed oil, and
in 1932 he began selling
the paints to his artists
friends. His aim was to
create a flexible media
which could be worked into
any desired state. In 1947,
Bocour produced the first
usable - but rather taffy-
like - acrylic reBin paint
for artists. Thirty years of
improvements bring us to
the synthetic paint as we
know it today.

Mr. Bocour has kept close
to the needs of artists
th rough teaching. Some
years back he taught at the
Brooklyn Museum School
of Art and the Skowhegan
School of Painting. He feels
that his lecture - demon-
stration encourages exper-
imentation and Innovation
in painting.

Tht) noted Austrian pianist
Atfrvd Brendel, a master of
Viennese elastic reper-
tory, will present the fourth
congest in the Rutgers
Gymnasium Concert
Series, Wednesday, March
3.

The artist, currently in
his most extensive tour of
the U.S this season, will
perform works of Mozart,
Schubert and Liszt at the
8:30 p.m. concert In the
Gymnasium.

The Rutgers appearance
is a stop In a tour that
includes solo recitals and
concerts with the New York
Philharmonic, the Los An-
geles Symphony, the
Chicago Symphony Orches-
tra and the Cleveland Or-
chestra.

Brendel has been labelled
"poet of the piano," and
"one of the big pianists
of our time," and he has
been compared to the great
Rudolf Serkin by critics.
His p e r f o r m a n c e s

throughout the world have
been described as "a
unique blend of masterful
technique, rare musical in-
sight and remarkable sen-
sitivity," and his reputa-
tion rests on what Is des-
cribed as an "uncanny abil-
ity" to interpret workB of
Beethoven and other mas-
ters as they were written
while maintaining a large-
ly self-evolved personal
style.

The pianist, regarded as
one of the finest living in-
terpreters of Beethoven,
recorded the composer's
entire works on a six-
volume, 36 side set of al-
bums for Vox, three of
which won France's Grand
Prix du Dlgque in 1963.
Included in his extensive

recording for Vox, Turn-
about, Vanguard and
Philips are seven Liszt
records that have estab-

lished him as one of the
foremost performers of
works by that composer.
In addition to his ap-

pearances at the great
music festivals of th*
world, Brendel has covered
Europe, Africa, the Ameri-
cas, New Zealand and
Australia in his tours.

ACTION ON INTERSTATE TAX NEEDED

The frustrations of the many state taxes which
every business must pay when it sells products be-
yond the borders of its home state continue because
of Congressional failure to act.

After ten years of consideration it appears that
action may be taken this year to ease the Balkan*
like array of state taxes which discourages the ex*
pansion of business enterprises, particularly for
smaller companies. Often a firm is required to fill
out from dozens to hundreds of individual tax
forms even though it may have no employees and
no permanent address in the state.

According to one of the chief supporters of
. the legislation, Senator Charles Mathias (R,-Md.),

wThere is no doubt that the State statutes* regula-
tions, and tax rules now in force or in contempla*
lion in every one.of the 50 states'are seriously bar*
dening American business—without any significant
increase in^the net revenue of the several stales.**
