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Helen McCabe Named Deputy City Clerk;
JCP&L Invited to Landfill Discussion

At the regular meeting of
the City Council, Mrs,
Helen McCabe was named
Deputy City Clerk. The
resolution passed unani-
mously by the council
stated that the action was
necessitated by the sudden
illness of city clerk Mrs.
Natalie Brennan, who is a
patjent in the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital.

The Jersey Central Power
& Light Company was ex-
tended an invitation by the
Mayor Willlam O’Leary
and members of the council
t0 meet with the govern-
ing body to discuss the
possible utilization of the
landfill for generating pur-
poses. At the request of
the Mayor, the resolution
was signed by the entire
governing body.

City Engineer Edward
Reilly was advised by the
council to proceed with the

plans for the resurfacing

of Stevens Avenue and Elm
Street, The funds for the
projects were made avail-
able by a New Jersey State
Grant.

A letter from Frederick
N. Fischer, architect in
charge of the City Hall
construction, advised the
counci] by registered letter
that Omar Inc., the con-
tractor, was directed to
construct a French drain
system to alleviate the
water leak(s) in the City
Hall basement. According
to Fischer, the water is
trapped at an elevation of
95 degrees. and is exert-
ing a hydrostatic pressure
and, is forcing the water to
enter the basement at a
point where the flexecore
planks bear on the wall,
The Omar Company was
directed to complete the
work within 10 days. Other-
wise, the City will have the
work done by an outside
contractor and will deduct
the amount from the pay-
ment due to the contractor,

Cub Pack 98 was granted
permligsion by the council
body to execute its own
Ecology project at the
Water Works Park, They
plan to erect bird feeding
stations and plant seed-
lings. James Brennan,
committee chairman, made
the request in a letter on
behalf of the cub pack.
Mayor O’Leary compli-
mented the group on their
community interest.

City Engineer Reilly was

directed to represent the
interests of the city at
the Water Policy and Supply
Council meeting when it
will act on the application
of the New Jersey Steel
and Structural Corp. to
draw water from the Far-
rin&ton Sands which is the
city s main source of water
supply. The steel firm is
applying to draw 8.6 mil-
lion gallons of water a
month.  Reilly’s recom-
mendation to the council
was that the applicant seek
an alternate source o
supply. '
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Mayor O’Leary informed
the council that city ad-
ministrator E. McLane is
directing clean-up andget-
ting the Water Works Park
ready for the summer sea-
son. ’

Councilman Al Sorrentino
reported that a meeting
was held with representa«
tives from local mer-
chants, police, governing
body, and railroad to ex-
plore the possibility of es~
tablishing a local -parking
authority. A meeting with
the president of the New
Jersey Parking Authority
which was plannedfora few
weeks ago, will be set for
the near future, Sorrentino
said.

The Mayor complimented
the efforts of the South Am=-
boy Drug Committee for
their efforts in conducting
a drug abuse seminar. The
program was held on Sun-
day in St. Mary’s High
School Little Theatre. The
Rev. Roland Melody was

‘the guest speaker.Q’'Leary

said, ‘“there was a message
for parents and teenagers
alike -- it's something we
all should take to heart
very seriously.”

Kenneth Rogers made a
suggestion from the floor,
that before Elm Street is
resurfaced, the installation
of additional catch-basins
should be looked into.
Council president Frank
Zebro said the matter will
definitely be considered.

Complaints were received
about the conditions pre-
vailin% at the old city hall
site. It was reported that

. nuisance. Also, the Board

of Education parking lot
