Dear Editor:

.A bill now pending in the New Jersey Senate calls
for increased compensation for petitjurors. The measure
is long overdue in proposing to correct inequities in the

aw. :

At present, jurors are allowed $5 per day, or about
90 cents an hour for a court day of five and a half
hours. This is below the minimum wage law.

* The two cents a mile travel allotment does not
compensate for today’s bus fares, nor the costof operat-
ing a car which is about 12 cents a mile. Yet, jurors
serving on Federal cases recelve $20 aday, and 10 cents

Today’s fees impose a hardship on certain groups -
the retired, the unemployed, housewives, the self-
employed, .and those workers who lose pay while serving.

No one objects to jury duty. It is an honor and a
privilege. But, jury duty should not be a monetary
hardship. No juror should be forced to dig into his
own pocket because he-has been summoned to serve.
This duty should be made more palatable by reimbursing
persons. for reasonable expenses.

Senate Bill-51 would, If passed, increase jurors fees.
But the senate will take no acgion unless the voters urge
its passage. Write your legislators to support this bill,

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NARCO PRIEST' OFFERS 3-FOLD
PLAN TO CURB DRUG USE

Father Roland Melody,
author of the book, ‘“*Narco
Priest’’,  discussed the
drug problem during a
seminar held at St, Mary’s
Little Theater last Sunday
evening. A c¢rowd of about
300 attended the session,

Father Melody is station~
ed at St, Joseph’s Shrine,
Stirling, N.J. which covers
116 acres at the base of the
Watchung Mts, Many famil-
ies go there to visit the
beauty of the shrine or to
relax in the picnic areas.
Fr. Melody has spent a
great deal of time working
on the drug problem. Many
addicts or their parents

-come to him requesting

help. If he cannot helpthem
himselt he will refer them
to professionals for help.
He recengly wrote a
book ‘‘Narco Priest”’ and
puts out flyers twice a
month. These flyersare put
out with the help of the
local teen agers and are
sent to schools or to any=-
one else requesting them,

Fr. Melody said Drug
Abuse is a Frankenstein
that adults have created.
He gave figures in the in-
crease in drug use from
1960 to 1970 which were
overwhelming,

What can we do? There
is no pat solution but sug~
gested the following:

1. Educate - to keep people
from starting on drugs.

2. Arrest the pusher -
enforce the punishment.

3. Cut off the supply.

Fr. Melody went on to
speak of the preventative
medicine for drug abuse
rather than rehabilitation.
If we canprevent it we won't
need any rehabilitation
centers, The family is the
natural rehabilitation cen-
ter. A rehabilitation center
is nothing more than an

TO REGISTIR

Eugene S. Dobrzynski,
Superintendent of Schools,
has announced that regis-
tration of new pupilsenter-
ing Kindergarten will be
held in the Auditorium of
the H., G. Hoffman High
School on John St., Tues-
day, March 30, 1971, from
9 to 11 a.m, and from 1 to
3 p.m.

To enter Kindergarten,
pupils must be five years
old on or before September
15, 1971.

At the time of registra-
tion, the pupil’s birthcerti-
ficate must be presented
together with the following:

(1) Acomplete DPT series
with a booster within 2
years of admission.

(2) A complete series of
polio vaccine (Sabin or Salk)
with a booster within 2
years of admission.

(3) A successful Smallpox
vaccination or three un-
successful attempts to vac-
cinate..

(4) Either have had
measles or had measles
vaccine,

(5) A physicalexamination
is required for all stu-
dents entering school for
the first time. Forms may
be picked up registration
day or any day before reg-
istration between 9 a.m.
and 3:15 p.m., in the Ele-
mentary School Principal’s
Office.

(6) Inoculation for Rubella
will be required.

The amblyopia (Lazy Eye)
detection test will be ad-
ministered at this time to
all Kindergarten regis-
trants.

BENYEIS PRAISED
IN HOUSE SPEECH

Mr. and Mre. John Benyel,
of South Amboy, were
praised in a House speech
by Congressman EdwardJ.
