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Mayor and Council Explore Renewal Plan
Over the week-end, Mayor

William E. O'Leary and
members of the city council
will visit Rahwa/s urban
renewal rehabilitation and
conservation projects to
see first-hand if similar
program can apply to the
area in the vicinity of Main
St. and Broadway.

The governing body met
with Thomas Patten of the
Municipal Planning As-
sociation of Perth Amboy
on Monday night to dis-
cuss the project and the
possibility of obtaining fed-
eral funds.

City officials began ex-
ploring the idea back in
1967, and the council ap-
proved to spend $1,800 for
a feasibility study to de-
termine the amount needed
to revitalize the city.

The city had been certi-
fied for the Workable Pro-
gram by HUD in March
1969.

If the Rahway project is
received favorably by the
council, O'Leary said, that
the program could be
started locally sometime
next month.

City Budget Adopted, Up (25,000
The city council on Mon-

day night adopted an
amended municipal budget.
Total revenues and appro-
priations for the budget
are $1,469,243. This rep-
resents a $09,12 increase
over last years budget.

The amendment reduced
the anticipated surplus by
$5,000 to $100,000 while
increasing the receipts
from delinquent taxes by
$25,000 to $85,000.
This action increased the

amount to be raised by
taxes for support of the
budget by $25,000 to
$528,979.

Offsetting this was the
insertion of a new item
under appropriations of op-
erations, u n c l a s s i f i e d
salary adjustments $25,000
which i n c r e a s e s the
salary and wages total to
$594,320.

The budget represents an
increase from $1.91 to
$2.20 for municipal pur-
poses. This counted with
the increase from $3.67
to $3.86 for school taxes*
brings about the total 48-
cent increase - - a $48
increase for residents with
homes assessed at $10,000.

the organization's Wash-
ington meetings.
In a television interview,

Stevenson s a i d , "The
people of this country must
understand that one major
cost of the war in Viet-
nam is the medical care
which the wounded soldier
must continue to receive
after he is discharged."
"The Vietnam conflict has

produced more perman-
ently disabling injuries than
any other war in which
Americans have fought,"
he continued. "Yet, Wash-
ington refuses to allocate
sufficient funds to the Vet-
erans Administration for
the ever-increasing medi-
cal needs of sick and dis-
abled veterans. The Ad-
ministration's policy will
automatically slash 5,500
beds — the equivalent of
ten hospitals — from the
VA hospital system. We of

City and PBA

One of the ad-
vantages in installing a
genuine hardwood floor is
that normal household mis-
haps are only temporary.
It's easy to keep your floor
in perfect condition. Here's
how:

• Scratches can be eradi-
cated by applying paste or
liquid polishing wax and
then buffing. 'Furniture
touch-up polish hides deep-
er scratches. Severe dents
can be brought up by ap-
plying a damp towel and
pressing a hot iron against
the towel until the wood
fibers expand. Sand lightly
to level surface.

• For difficult stains,
wood bleach may be nec-
essary. Use this bleach
carefully to avoid discolor-
ing the surrounding wood.
Be sure to wear rubber
gloves to protect your
hands. Apply bleach with a
damp cloth to the stained
area only. Let U stand two
or three minutes, then wipe
with a damp cloth. Reflnlsh
the area to blend with the
unbleached floor by wiping
on ft finish until it matches.

• Moat a tains and marks
can be removed by rubbing
the stained area lightly with
steel wool and then clean-
ing It wun a cloth dampened
with vin»M{*^urpentine or
mineral spirits. Let the
area stand a few minutes,
then wipa it dry. This proc-
ess caa be repeated If nec-
essary. For an extra-stub-
born mark, sand lt|htly with
a fine-grade sandpaper.

There's no secret to growing beautiful TOWS. Any garden«r
can do it by following a few simple rules.

Site selection conies first Roses need at least 6 hours of sun-
shine each day. So, avoid shaded areas and try for a spot on the
south side of the house.

Any good garden soil will produce roses. Heavy or light soil
that is lacking? in fertility can be improved by adding organic
matter such as peat moss, leafmold or decayed animal manure.
Spade the rose bed 12 to 18 inches deep and work in a 2 to 4-
inch layer of organic material.

Select plants with thick canes which show no signs of shrivel-
ing and choose only varieties recommended for your area. Dig
the hole deep enough so the bud union (large swelling or knob
on the main stem) is just above the soil level when planted.

In established rose bedB cut back canes to 10-15 inches and
remove dead wood. Cuttings, fallen leaves and other debris
should be removed and burned, since fungi of diseases may be
present. After cleaning the bed apply about 2 inches of clean
mulch over the entire area.

Black spot is a common disease of roses. Caused by a fungus,
this disease can be very destructive, and it usually appears
every year. A fungicide such as ferbam will give satisfactory con-
trol. Make applications every 7 days during wet periods, which
are favorable for black spot infestations.

It's best to start now with an insect control program and con-
tinue spraying every 2 weeks throughout the garden season.
Broad-spectrum insecticides like Spectracide, which contains
diatinon, have proven to he highly effective in controlling major
garden pesU.

It's best to spray in the early morning or evening when winds
are light Cover both side* of leaves with a light spray until
foliage begins to drip.

Fertilize roses at least once a month through Augunt. Use a
complete fertilizer such as 12-12-12 or similar analysis.
