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Mayor O'Leary Issues Statement * Local Police Demonstrate for Pay Increase
Regarding McCormick Sand Co.
In reply to the charges and counter-charges stemming

from the discussions between the Mayor and Council
and the Augusta Street Citizens Committee, Mayor Wil-
liam E. O'Leary released the following statement today
which we quote verbatum:
"June of 1969, Council President Mr. Frederick Henry

advised the Mayor and Council of an Inquiry by McCormlck
Sand Co. to establish a sand loading operation in the
City of South Amboy at the site of the old Starr field.
"Mr. Henry, with the advice and consent of the Mayor

and Council, arranged for a meeting of the City Govern-
ment and McCormick so that the operations of the plant
could be explained to us. In attendance, beside City
officials, were the City Engineer and the Attorney for the
Board of Public Works.
"The attorney for McCormick and officials of the

com pan were also in attendance. Specs wtre turned
over to the City Engineer for his study.

"July 25th the Building Inspector notified McCormick
Sand to submit plans to him and to the Board of Public
Works and to send a letter to the Council requesting
permission to operate a business in South Amboy.
"On August 3rd we received a letter from McCormick s

attorney dated August 1, 1969 requesting permission
to establish a business.** On the advice of the City
Engineer permission was granted. The company was
advised that they must apply for a bidling permit.
Building permit was issued on Aug. 7th. **Stipulation of
no movement of sand by truck was agreed to. Me Cormick
advised Building Inspector that part of their contract with
Penn Central Railroad was for the construction and
maintenance of an ingressand egress road on the north
side of their property. They also indicated they would
construct fencing to prevent possible hazards to the
general public.

"December 26th, 1969 Building Inspector registered
complaint of water problems in back yards. Building
Inspector met with McCormick officials January 6,
1970. Building Inspector notified Mr. V. Mackiel that
McCormick will use a small back hoe to dig a temporary
drainage ditch. "

"March 11, 1970, Building Inspector notified McCormick
that no certificate of occupancy could be issued until they
received a sub-division from the Planning Board.
"The Mayor and Council feel that the people in the

area of the sand plant have been misled. The Mayor and
Council could not block the sale of the land by the rail-
road to the Sand Company. The area in question had
been zoned heavy industry, and this had been done
several years ago at a public hearing, and I might
add, "one o the more heavily attended meetings in the
history of the city. There were no objections to this
area at the public meeting. At that public hearing the
landfill area was re-zoned light industry. Mr. Lewandoski
and myself were members of the Board of Works and
voted on that re-zoning at that meeting.
"I have served City Government for* many years

with exceptionally good Mayors and good Councils, This
council that I am working with now is a fine group of
men. They have the interest of the city at heart. They
are concerned with the welfare of all of the people,
especially those who live in the vicinity of the Sand
Company. We received advice and counsel from pro-
fessional people. Our Attorney, Mr. Mullane, and our
engineer Mr. Reilly and his assistant, Mr. Cleary, It
is their learned opinion that we cannot stop the op-
eration of the Sand Company or any other company
within our city until they are in violation of the law.
Our attorney does not feel that the Sand Company is in
violation of the Zoning Ordinance and our Engineer
will not advise us to issue an occupancy permit until
he is satisfied with the drainage, the buffer of trees,
the fence, the sprinkler By stem of dust control. How-
ever they both inform us that we cannot accuse the Sand
Company of dust and noise pollution until they actually
do operate and when noise readings and dust situations
are observed. Maor Rush had Mr. Vona take readings
at this site before the Sand Company was established.
Readings will be taken when they start up and at that
time we will be able to see if they are in violation.

"The Starr field was being abused by people fo this
past 20 years - It-, was an"open dump and caused us
all many problems. If nothing else the area was cleaned
i4p and made rat free by the Sand Company. Instead of a
nd class tax ratable as railroad property, the City
will now receive close to $30,000 per year in taxes.
"To say we are disappointed in two of the spokesmen

for the citizens group would be putting it mildly. They
were both told by our Attorney that the Sand Company
owns the land and that as long as they operate within
the confines of local, county and state laws, we could
not stop they. This was free legal advice they received,
yet they went out and took bard earned money from our
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Over seventy-five police-
men and supporters pa-

graded in front of City Hall
for two hours on Friday
to; proteBt the impasse In
negotations with city offi-
cials for a new working
contract.

police from Sayreville,
South River, Madison
Township, Spot swood
North Brunswick, Mllltown,
Metuchen, Newark, James-
burg, and Middlesex County
Sheriff's Office as well as
the members of the local

. police.
During the march the de-

m o n s t r a t o r s chanted
"More Money Now." The
parading policemen car-
ried placards bearing slo-
gans as "Give us a Liv-
ing Wage", "City Offer
Unrealistic" "1% of the
Budget Is All We Ask,"
"We Will Win", etc...

Patrolman Robert Kelly,
chairman of the Raise
Committee stated: "The
demands for police in ser-
vices has Increased tre-
mendously. The type of
services demanded require
specialized skills. To cope
with this, men are con-
stantly sent to the various
schools for special train-
ing to cope , with todays
complex police problems.
Todays policeman is a
highly trained and skilled
professional.

"Violent crimes are on
the increase, we have had
two shootings so far this
year; narcotics are on the
Increase and so are arrests
for these crimes. Assaults
on police officers are con-
stantly increasing. Several
times the entire depart-
ment has been called out
for emergencies with many
numbers declining comp-
ensation. We are the city's
first line of defense and do
not like to be treated as
second-class citizens.

"Even if the city meets
our reduced demands, (11%
for patrolmen) we would
still be one of the lowest
paid departments in the
county, which would indi-
cate we are not unrealistic.
1 am sure thatthe people
of South Amboy would not
like to see their Police
Department one of the low-
est paid in the county."

Patrolman Anthony Warn,
president of the Police-
men's Benevolent Associa-
tion, Local 63 of this city,
said the demonstration was
staged to bring to the at-
tention of the city officials
and general public the unity
of the police and to empha-
size their plight.

Warn explained that nego-
tiations began in October
and .were halted last week
when the PBA declared an
impasse and appealed to the

Public Employments Rela-
tions Commission for a
mediator to handle the sit-
uation.
Anthony Mezzacca, of Ed-

ison, PBA attorney, stated,
"The men are seeking a
realistic decent living
wage, The city's budget
adopted last week has a
surplus and any inference
by city officials that a
raise for the police would
create additional taxeB is
untrue. After all, the con-
tract demands constitute
only about one per cent of
the budget."
Mayor William O'Leary,

who has been a member
of the city; s negotiating
team, said, "We are ex-
pecting to meet with the
mediator shortly and will
wait untiLthen to see what
further steps to take, I'm
disappointed the PBA de-
clared an Impasse and went
to the commission. I feel
they acted too hastily and
that the matter could have
been settled among us. The
amount of salary increases
the PBA Is seeking 1B to-
tally unrealistic.

The mayor stated the PBA
had been granted an In-
crease last year that am-
ounted to about 12 per cent
and their total demands this
year will amount to about
a 27 per cent increase.

State Dipt, of Education Approves Renovation Plan

J . 1 Htnjgu Co., be
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In a letter addressed to
Eugene S. Dobrzynski, Su-
perintendent of South Am-
boy public schools, Edward
A, Spare, director of Faci-
lity Planning Services of
the State of New Jersey De-
partment of Education,
gave approval to alternate*
plans for the renovation of
the elementary, and high
schools. The letter from
Mr. Spare, was read at
last week's meeting of the
Board of Education. In the
public's interest, we are
quoting Mr. Spare's letter:
''Dear Mr. Dobrzynski:

There has been much
concern in our Department
over your proposal for the
expansion of school facili-
ties. During the many years
that your district has been
confronted with this prob-
lem, all suggestions from
qualified personnel have
advised against expanding
on this site. The many
educational and adminis-
trative' disadvantages of
such a movs have been
pointed out time and again.

"We believe that the
most advantageous direc-
tion would be to utilize the
existing facilities (both
elementary and secondary)
for your growing K-8
need*. Grades 9-12 should

be located elsewhere,
either with one or mor-:
i'.stricts in forming a re-
gional, or through a sund-
lag-receiving relationship
on a temporary basis. This
would eliminate the need
for any new construction
in South Amboy. . . only
some renovation.

"Despite these recom-
mendations, we are still
approving your schematic
submission. If South Amboy
should decide to move for-
ward with this program we
v/.ju'.d hope that the officials
would first attempt to g t̂
the approval of the citizens.

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Vandalism Hits Again
at Hoffman High

At last week's meeting of
the Board of Education, the
age old problem of vandal-
ism at die school was again
one of the main topics..

Richard Arose, Jr., a
member of the police re-
serves, asked the board
what was its position In
the case where Juveniles
had been caught breaking
windows in the school and
no complain had been filed
against them. Arose was
under the impression that
the Board of Education*
should have filed a com-
plaint against them. How-
ever, board a t t o r n e y
George Otlowski, Jr., ans-
wered Arose by saying that
in the specific case to which
Arose referred, there were
no board members present
when the juveniles were ap-
prehended and that the law
officer who witnessed it,
was to file a complaint
against the offenders.

A few weeks ago, the board
advertised a $50, reward
leading to the apprehension
of those responsible for
breaking windows or simi-
lar acts of vandalism at
the school site.

The board went on record
in stating that the board
would back any citizen who
witnesses an act of vandal-
ism and signs a complaint
against the individual or
individuals responsible.

Mrs. Louisita Reese, a
teacher at the high BChool,
suggested that the board
look into the possibility
of installing multiple
lighting around the school
building. The board said
it would look Into this mat-
ter.

Senior Citizins To
Take Dog Census

The local Health Depart-
ment, in cooperation with
the Senior Citizens of South
Amboy, is conducting the
annual dog canvas through-
out the city.

According to state laws
all unlicensed dogs must
be reported to the New Jer-
sey State Health Depart-
ment by May 1st, Every
dog owner must secure a
dog license for dogs 7
months of age or older. The
fee for a dog license In
the city of South Amboy
is $3.00 a year, commenc-
ing January 1, 1971. The
penalty for not having a dog
licensed Is $50.00.

It is adviseable to take
this opportunity and have
your dog licensed while the
census is taken. The per-
son visiting your house or
ringing the bell of your
apartment 1B authorized to
Issue a license for your
dog, In which case he im-
mediately records your dog
as licensed. Dog owners
can avoid the costly legal
action by having their un-
licensed dogs licensed
right now.
During the past few weeks

the South Amboy Health
Department received sev-
eral complaints from local
citizens about dogs running
around loose in groups on
city streets and through
private properties. The
City's dog warden service
was notified, stray dogs
will be picked up and un-
licensed dogs, dogs with-
out license tags, will be
most likely eliminated. It
is therefore In the Inter-
eat of every citizen of South
Amboy to have the control

'over every single dog in
this tpwn, well in hand by
the proper authority. And
now is the time to act.
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LITTERS Tp THI EDITOR
On March 24th a second letter was sent to the building

Inspector, city administrator and mayor, demanding the
Imposition of a stop work order of Me Cormick Sand
Plant. We have been advised by our attorney that civil
action and possible criminal prosecution is imminent.

We are aware of our mayor's displeasure when we
question his motives and actions. It has been our ob-
servation tha t he becomes upset when anyone questions
him. he has criticized Mr. Garaffa, Mr. OeFilippoand
Mr, Kosovich for taking an Interest in their neighborhood.
He has criticized our citizens committee for following
proper procedure in bringing our demands to light. He
has criticized the press for publishing the truths, in all
he has criticized we the citizens of South Amboy for
exercizing our rights and voicing objecting views In an
orderly manner. We feel our mayor has forgotten the
fact that he is a public official and must answer to the
public for his actions or failure to act.

He justifies his attemnte-Krfceep the facts from reaching
the public by saying only the city will suffer" by pub-
lishing the actions of this committee. The only people
to suffer will be certain officials of our governing body
when their disconcern is exposed to the voters. Our
mayor says we are chasing industry from our town.
Our demand is that Industry locate with proper regard
for the surrounding areas. We welcome industry that
Is not noxious to the citizens that live nearby. Reputable
Industry takes steps to protect the surrounding residen-
tial areas from the rash of its operations. It also
follows proper procedure when it enters a city.

Our mayor has siad "the city attorney has concluded
that a stricter regulation of laws could alleviate the
alleged problems.>r Yet our building inspector has done
nothing to alleviate the situation. With our new form of
government, the failure to act on the part of the building
inspector places the responsibility squarely with the
mayor and city administrator. To this day our mayor has
done nothing but criticize the citizens he is suppose to
represent and the city administrator has done even less.
This is known as nOn-feasance or the failure to act on
the part of a governing official, in'itself worthy of im-
peachment and prosecution.

RAIJ. SIDINGS COME WITHIN 20 FT. OF BUILDINGS ^

We have been accused by our mayor of "seeking pub-
licity" . This committee has been asking the mayor and
city council to act on our behalf since October of 1970,
iheir continued refusal to act has attracted the press

And the course of action the mayor and council has
' forced this committee to take is continuing to attract

the press. It is our belief when all is right, the press
Is welcome. If our Mayor and council want things held
back, from the press that is their prerogative however,
we have nothing to hide and will therefore continue
to cooperate with press. We feel other citizens should
know of our encounters and the injustices imposed on
us by our mayor and council.

Our mayor says "we inherited the situation and we
are trying to make the best of it." On august 5, 1969,
Mayor William O'Leary, then a councilman, introduced
the motion to admit McCormack to the city. The motion
was seconded by councilman Sorrentino who, by his
own admittance, did not know the proper procedure to
follow. This is known as misfeasance or the acting of
a governing official without proper knowledge of his
actions, again in itself worthy of impeachment and
prosecution. As one can plainly see, we did not inherit
the situation, it was allowed to develope through gross
negligence on the part of the officials involved. No one
including the building inspector took the time to make
sure all was proper. The only way we can make the
best of the situation is to revoke the permits granted
McCormack and force the company to obey the laws of
this community*,

Mayor O'Leary asks that we have faith and trust in
the mayor and council. The type of blind faith that
he asks of us has forced this committee to organize
and act. Our faith is worn very thin. The evasiveness,
poor judgement, laxidasical attitude and refusal to act
by the mayor and council has forced this committee
to turn its requests to demands and retain council to
present them. The "disenchantment with the demands
of the citizens "only further exemplifies the disregard
our officials exercise in matters of importance.

RAIN AGE PROBLEMS STILL REMAIN UNCHANGED

We feel the only attitude in need of questioning is that
of our mayor and officials concerned. They have taken
a position of delay and disconcern. Mr. McClane, the
city administrator has described the government as "the
type that attends to the problems of the city residents
faster." If our mayor and administrator call what they've
done and are doing, attending to the problems of the
residents faster, we think the city is in serious trouble.

The blind faith the mavor has called for has brought
the city; a tax increase, the threat of a public employee
strike; one of the poorest educational systems in the
state; a rising drug problem; a severe lack of recrea-
tional facilities and many other problems that have
unfortunately received the same disconcern from our'
officials as the committee. If allowed to continue, our
officials will turn our pleasant little town in© a very un-
pleasant place to live.

people to hire a lawyer when they had the City Attorney
services for free.
"The thing that bother s me 1B that Mr. Garaffa did

not officially buy his home until September of 1970,
long after the Sand Company began their construction.
He knew exactly what he was doing, and at the meeting
we had with the Sand Company the only point he was
concerned with was that the fence would not be too
close to his property so he could get his boat out of
his back yard.

"These two spokesmen were cautioned about the HI
effects bad publicity concerning industry cold have on
our efforts to develop the landfill. This past week a
nationally known corporation told us they were going to
investigate another site. While they said they, haven't
ruled out our City they have stopped their study on our
waterfront property. This Industry told us that based
on our current tax structure they would have paid over
$300,000 per year in taxes to the city, plus the purchase
prace of the land. Again, these two men, Mr. Garaffa
and Mr. DeFillipo were only interested in getting their
names in the paper and they could have been a factor
in discouraging this company from settling in South
Amboy. With the phasing out of the operation of the
local dumpers, we now have a chance of getting in in-
dustry that will pay 1st class tax and not 2nd class
Railroad tax. I hope they keep that in mind before they
spout off to the press.

'As far as our Administrator and the Mayor and Council
are concerned, we feel the Sand Company wants to be
a good neighbor and Mr. Zebro will arrange t have the
Sand Company listen to all complaints the people have,
but I refuse to recognize Mr. Garaffa or Mr. DeFillipo
as official spokesmen. We would welcome a list of
complaints. They could be turned over to our Admin-
istrator, he will forward them to the Sand Company
and we will get your answers.

"Again, I repeat, no certificate of occupancy has been
Issued and it will not be Issued until our Engineer is
satisfied with the drainage, dust control, buffer, fence
and road. »
