the City Council, in reply
to a question brought up
from the floor by Edmund
Kaboski as to the status
of the landfill area, Mayor
willlam E. O’Leary replied
that prospects are very
good. The Mayor sald, that
within a week he and the
council have a meeting
scheduled with a nationally
known industry who has
expressed interest in
locating its industry here
in South Amboy, The ex-
pected tax income from the
site to be used by this
industry is expected to be
approximately $300,000 per
year. O'Leary stressed
that ‘““we waited this long,
and we are certainly going
to be very selective as to
the type of industry that
we will accept,"’

The expansion of the Jer-
sey Central Power and
Light Company facllities
should also bring a tax
revenue to the city in the
amount of $300,000, ac-
cording to the Mayor, This
revenue 18 not expected
to start coming in until
possibly the last two
months of the year, {f con-
