William Gargan, the vet-
eran actor whose 35 year
stage, radio screen and
television career ended in
1960 with cancer of the

The 65 year old perform-
er who mastered the art of
esophageal speech follow-
ing the removal ofhis voice
box, 1s honorary chairman
of the fund-raising dinner-
dance sponsored by the
Middlesex County Unit of
the American Cancer So-
clety. ’

Ironically, Gargan
learned that he had cancer
and would have to undergo
surgery a few days after
closing night in San Fran-
cisco where he was star-
ring in the role of a cancer
stricken President in Gore
Vidal’s ‘‘The Best Man",

Although the operation re-
moved Gargan's ability to
perform, it saved his life.
And Gargan, after the glow,
tedious work and blind
frustration of learning eso-
phageal speech decided on
a career of helping others.
similarly afflicted. He has
traveled hundreds of thou-
sands of miles on speaking
engagement tours and fund
raising misslons bringing
great hope to others who
have been so afflicted, and
getting money to help fight
mankind’s enemy, cancer.

Gargan, whos face and old
voice are familiar to mil.
llons of movie fans, started
his acting career on the
Broadway stage in 1924
in “Aloma of the South
Seas’’, In 1931 he won the
Drama Critics award for
the most outstanding per-
formance of the year in
‘““Animat Kingdom’’.

For hls help to fellow
cancer sufferers, Gargan
in 1965 received the
$10,000 Mutual of Omaha
Criss Award whose reci-
plents have included Dr,
Jonas E. Salk, developer of
the first successful anti-
polio vaccine, the late Dr,
Thomas A. Dooley, famed
jungle doctor and FBI Di-
rector J, Edgar Hoover.
