Mayor O'Leary named

Councilman - at - Large
Theodore Lewandoski as
the mayor's personal rep-
resentative to the Central
Jersey Air Pollution Com-
mittee. The council was in-
formed by letter that the
terms of the two local
members serving on the
committee expire shortly,
and asked that their re-
appointment or replace-
ment be made before the
expiration date.

The Positive Chemical
Co. of Bayonne, N.J., re-
quested a Certificate of
Occupancy for the Sunoco
Oil property. The firm is
planning on using the tanks
for storage and distribu-
tion of a dry cleaning com-
pound, Perchlpriethylene.
Before the issuance of the
certificate the Mayor asked
that a representative of the
firm meet with the council
to discuss the operation.
In the meantime, a sample
of the product will be re-
quested to facilitate testing
the flash-point and other
characteristics of the
chemical.

The council approved the
establishment of the fish
and chip business to be
located at 106 S. Pine Ave.,
and recommended that the
Board of Health finalize the
request. The business will
be o p e r a t e d by Edward
Faircloth.

Council president Frank
Zebro expressed concern
about act of vandolismper-
putrated at the intersection
of Raritan St. and Ridge-
way Ave. Zebro reported
that the blinker light was
made inoperative by the
tearing out of the wiring.
"Not only did the vandol
jeopordlze his own life in
handling the live wires,
Zebro said, "but the while
the blinker was out of order
the possibility of an ac-
cident at the Intersection
was a threat to the com-
munity." The damage oc-
cured between 2:30 and 7
a.m.

The repairs wilt cost the
local taxpayer about $275.

Comment ing on the
blinker light that was
funded by the state and
installed at the intersec-
tion of Bordentown Ave.
and Stevens Ave., Zebro
said that the city is re-
quired to comply with vari-
ous regulations to update
the intersection. All the
lines on the road are to be
deleted and replaced by a
white solid line, six no
parking signs are to be
installed and the present
signs removed.
In an after-thought Zebro

commented: "It seems
every time we receive any
state money the strings
attached to it are more
costly than the grant."

Councilman Al Sorrentino
commenting on the Park-
ing Authority that is being
considered for the city,
said, "a Parking Authority
does not necessarily mean
parking meters — it is a
committee that will deal
with parking problems in
South Amboy. I'm glad to
know that the local busi-
nessmen have shown-such
great interest in it."

In reply to a question
from the audience on the
Urban renewal, Sorrentino
stated that what the council
is interested in is to get
assistance for certain area
of town to renovate and fix
up. The interest on the
loans only amounts to 3%.
Also, certain phases of
urban renewal can be of
great help to senior citi-
zens.

Assistant E n g i n e e r J.
Cleary reported that the
problem at the intersec-
tion of Stevens Ave. and
David St. can be corrected
by utilizing the street de-
partment personnel. In
order to faciliate the water
flow, the black top grading
will be changed.

Regarding the Elm St.
drainage problem, Cleary
suggested a grading project
to lieviate the condition.
Ken Rogers speaking from
the audience, stated that
he didn't think that would
help, because it would
cause flooding in another
location. Council President
Zebro suggested that the
matter be looked into more
fully.
Mayor O'Leary comment-

ed that Cleary is looking
into the solution of the
Raritan St. bridge. It will
be "beefed" up to facili-
tate heavier traffic, es-
pecially the sand trucks
that are using Main St. for
an exit. Eventually,, it is
hoped that a new perma-
nent structure can replace
the present bridge.

When the meeting was
opened to the public, John
Norek asked for clarlfica-

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Msgr. Wilus is pictured with his

With the celebration of
Holy M a s s , Very Rev.
Msgr. John M. Wilus,
Pastor of St. Cecelia's
Church, Iselin, observed
histwenty -fifth anniver-
sary as pastor.
Through his guidance and

with the support of his
parishioners, Msgr. Wllus
has watched St. Cecelia's
grown from a small white
church to the combination
church and school which
stands on Oak Tree Road
today.
Upon his arrival in Iselin,

Msgr. recognized the fact
that a larger and more
functional building was
necessary to s e r v e the
many and ever increasing
needs of the parish. More
and more children had to be
given religious instruc-
tions. Both the church
proper and basement were
being used as classrooms,
but these arrangements
were still inadequate for
the teaching of 300 children
on various grade levels'.
After much consideration,

Msgr. Wilus r e q u e s t e d
permission from the Tren-
ton Diocese to erect a quon-
set hut. This was done with
the'assistance of the men
of the parish, and the " Rec-
reation Hall" as it was
called proved its worth. In
addition to providing ample
room for the children it
also served for p a r i s h
socials and recreational
purposes. It also served
the .community for civic
needs.

During the school year
1951-52, one of the two
front rooms was converted
into a kindergarten, thus
the lnauguaratlon of Saint
Cecelia's School. The re-
mainder of the hall was
used as an annex to the
church, where additional
Masses were saidt>n Holy
Days and Sundays.
On Feb. 12, 1952, Msgr.

Wilus watched the bull-
dozers uproot the tall
maples to make way for the
site where the new church
and school would stand.In
May of 1953 construction
was completed.
As the parish continued

to grow it was evident St.
Cecelia'8 would also have
to grow, thus additional
classrooms were added,
including two halls, con-
ference room, an additional

kitchen, print shop and li-
brary. In 1960 a remedial
reading classroom was
equipped. The present day
enrollment of the parish
grammar school is 1540
students.
Msgr. Wilus was Instru-

mental in the founding of a
library which was housed
on Sutton Street, across the
street from the church and
school.
A farm house which had

been converted into a con-
vent to house the Domini-
can Sisters of Newburgh,
N.Y. became inadequate,
thus Msgr. spearheaded a
drive to erect a new con-
vent. On June 21, 1964 a
dream was realized when
the new convent was dedi-
cated.
Another dream yet to be

fulfilled is that of a new
church to accomodate the
increading needs of the
parish, one of the largest
in the Trenton Diocese.
The "By Word" of the

parish ~ "The Bulletin"
was born shortly after
Msgr. a r r i v e d at Saint
Cecelia's. This is pub*
lished weekly in the parish
business office and print
shop.

Around th i s time the
Iselin Fair was originated.
This endeavor is held each
year in July, and is known
throughout the state to be
the largest of its kind.
Msgr. Wilus actively
supervises the fair*.
Besides being spiritual

advisor of the PTA, Holy
Name and St. Vincent De
Paul Societies, he a lso
serves as chaplain of St.
Cecelia'8 Knights of Co-
lumbus. He is actively in-
terested In the work of the
Cub Scouts, Boy Scouts,
Brownies and Girl Scouts
and the Pop Warner Foot-
ball Team, The Golden
Knights. The parish also
has an active CCD and
CYO program.
In 1965 Msgr. Wilus was

appointed by His Excel-
lency The Most Rev.
George W. Ahr.ST.D Bish-
op of Trenton as Regional
Director of the Trenton
Diocesan Seminary and
High School Campaign. The
success of this campaign
was realized in the parish
when a regional high school
was erected in Edison, St.
Thomas Aquinas, which ac-
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comodates the students of
the parish.
Msgr. was one of fourteen

priests of the Trenton Dio-
cese with six of the Camden
Diocese for whom the
Bishop celebrated a solemn
Mass of Thanksgiving on
May 5, 1962, on his twenty-
fifth anniversary to the
Holy Priesthood.
In December, 1966 Papal

Honors were bestowed on
the I6elin Pa6tor when he
was elevated to the rank
of Papal Chamberlain with
the title of Very Rev. Msgr.
Investiture Ceremonies
were held on January 29,
1967 in St. Mary's Cathed-
ral, Trenton, with Bishop
George W. Aho officiating.
In January of 1967 Msgr.

closed an Octave for Chris-
tian Unity, where 6 denom-
inations representing 11
churches participated.
This same year he received
an invitation from Bishop
Ahr to serve on the newly
established Trenton Di-
ocesan Board of Education.

With the opening of the
school year 1968-69, Msgr.
Thomas Fain Ph.D., super-
intendent of schools in the
diocese, announced a first
for the diocese and for St.
Cecelia's, a school for ex-
ceptional children. The
parish had been active in
religious instruction for
the exceptional child.
A native of South Amboy,

Msgr. Wilus a t tended
Sacred Heart School and
St. Mary's High School.
He attended St. Charles
College and St. Mary's
Seminary i n Maryland.
Following his ordination in
St. Mary's Cathedral, in
Trenton, on May 1, 1937,
he was assigned as chap-
lain at St. Joseph's Home,
Beverly; then as parish as-
sistant at Immaculate Con-
ception, Somervtlle; Holy
Spirit Church, Asbury
Park;. Sacred Hear t
Church, Bay Head; and Our
Lady of Perpetual Help at
Seaside Heights until his
as s ignmen t to Saint
Cecelia's.
On May 1, 1970 Msgr .

Wilus will celebrate his
34th Anniversary to the
Holy Priesthood.
Msgr's parents, Mr. and

Mrs. George Willus, are
celebrating t he i r 61st
Wedding Anniversary tola*
month, still reside in South
Amboy.
