Gets 14-Day Testing Approval

Peter J. Selesky, attor-
ney for the Augusta Street
Citizens Committee comp-
limented the governing
body to have sound readings
taken before the matter is
turned over to the Planning
Board for further consid-
eration. The tests will be
takent starting this week
when the sand firm will
put the equipment to test
under working coditions.

Councilman - at - Large
Theodore Lewandosky as-
sured the Augusta Street
group that someone from
the governing body will be
at the site daily, and that
he will try to be there as
many days as possible.
Selesky stated that Mc-

Cormack sand is in viola-
tion of the city ordinance
because the tracks are less

than the fifty-feet required
by local ordinance. He said
that from the end of Rose-
well Street to where the
railroad tracks are located
on sand company property
there is a definate violation
because the distance is less
than fifty-feet.
He suggested that the

tracks should be removed
to the set-back line. Some
of the residents, according
to Selesky, claim the tracks
come as close as 10 feet
away from their property
lines.
Selesky stated that he sug-

gested the removal of the
tracks to the sand firm, but
to date has not received a
reply. Because, the current

Local Students
Have Unique
Science-ln

About 70 ninth and tenth
grade students at St. Mary's
High School in South Amboy
gave up a spring Saturday
afternoon to take part in an
unusual science project on
Saturday, May. Called Sci-
ence-In Two, the project
follow* a'similar session
held two years ago for about
half of these students and
attempts to Interest young
people to choose a career
in science and health.

At Saturday's two-hour
session students learned
about cross-matching blood
for blood transfusions and
practiced making slides and
examining therm under mi-
croscopes. According to
Sister Mary Dominic who is
assistant principal and
chairman of St. Mary's sci-
ence department, the extra
Saturday session provides
enrichment for their regu-
lar science courses as well
as an opportunity to learn
about real jobs and people
involved In laboratory and
health careers.

The Science-In was origi-
nated by Mrs. Carol Crabko
of Parlin and Mrs. Kay An-
derson of Fords two years
ago when Mrs. Grabko was
teaching science at St.
Mary's Grammar School.
To enrich the program of
seventh and eighth graders
in her classes at that time,
she made arrangements
with the pathology labora-
tories at Perth Amboy Gen-
eral Hospital to bring to
her classroom a program
which might interest stu-
dents of this age. Mrs. Kay
Anderson, the hospital's
laboratory manager, ar-
ranged to teach them how to
type their own blood.

Now two years later Mrs.
Grabko and Mrs. Anderson
are trying to find out just
how effective their efforts
were for 12-to-14 year
old*. Although MrB. Grabko
Is now teaching at the Carl
Sandburg Middle School in
Madison Township, shear-
ranged with Sister Mary
Dominic and with Sister
Mary Madeline, St. Mary's
principal, to locate as many
of the original group of 70
as possible. About 35 are
now in the ninth and tenth
grades at St. Mary's High
School, and consented to
participate in a second
Science-In.

This group was given
questionnaires probing the
effects of the first science-
in: how much they remem-
ber, and whether the expe-
rience increased the possi-
bility of their selecting a
science career.
If the results of the ques-

tionnaires show that such
sessions do increase sev-
enth to ninth graders' in-
terest in science and health
careers, Mrs. Grabko and
MrB. Anderson plan to hold
similar sessions for other
groups and for some young-
er students.

It
Usts the warning signal B of
cancer and urges a visit to
a physician if one discovers
he or she has one. For
easy recognition they are
listed to spell the acronym
CAUTION, he said.
Mr. Schwartz said that

besides CAUTION regard-
ing the warning signals,
the leaflet lists a number of
other safeguards. "Chief
among these," he said,
are the Pap test for cancer
of the uterine-cervix and
the procto, a rectal exam-
ination for one of the most
common cancers in both
men and women."
Regarding the Pap test.

Mr. Schwartz said, "it's
quick and painless and was
named after the man who
developed it, Dr. George
N. Papanicolaou, The phys-
ician merely takes a sample
of vaginal cells which can
be studied microscopically
for signs of cancer. Early
detection, often months or
years before any symptoms
or signals show up, has
saved many women's
lives," he said. "Similar-
ly with the procto for colon
and rectum cancer.

"We want to put a leaflet
into everyhome this year,"
Mr. Schwartz declared.
"There are 1,500,000

• Americans living today who
were cured of cancer. By
'cured' is meant that they
are without evidence of the
disease at least five years
after diagnosis and treat-
ment. Two out of six people
who get cancer are cured.
Early diagnosis and treat-
ment could make it three
of six.

"We want to wipe out can-
cer in your lifetime, so
join us in this Crusade,"
urged Mr. Schwartz. "Fight
cancer with a~ checkup and
help others with a check
when your American Can-
cer S o c i e t y volunteer
comes around. '
