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AIR CLEANUP
ORDERED

The National Lead Co, of
Sayreville, Middlesex
County, manufacturers of
paint pigments, has been
ordered to halt the emis~
sion of sulptur dioxide
gases from its stacks and
chimneys, now in violation
of the state’s alr pollution
control code, and to begin
monitoring these emis-
sions at once.

Richard J. Sullivan, state
commissioner of Environ-
mental Protection, direct-
ed National Lead to com=
plete corrective action by
May 13 and to conduct a
continous monitoring pro~
gram for a 12 month period
on the two units found in
violation of Chapter 8 of the
code, which regulates the
amount of sulphur com-
pounds which may be
emitted from industrial op-
erations,

National Lead, according
to the Bureau of Air Pol~
lution Control, was checked
by field investigators {in
January and February of
this year and atack tests
showed the plant was pro-
ducing sulpur dioxide gas
emissions exceeding the
amounts allowable under
Chapter 8,

It also was found that the
company had failed to con-
duct a monitoring program
of the stacks and chimneys
which involve three exhaust
systems of the firing pot
operation,

Controls to reduce emis-
sions must be installed on
the stacks, according tothe
Air Pollution  Control
Bureau. The department
issued the cleanup order
April 27,
