New Postal Rate Announced

by Postmaster

Postmaster Norman Kil-
comons said today that in-
creases in most postage
rates took effect May 16
as the. new United States
Postal Service began its
task of achieving self suf-
ficiency as required by the
Postal Reorganization Act.
Mr. Kilcomons noted that
general poatage rates have
not been Increased since
1967 when Congress passed
what was to become its
final legislative act in this
respect.

He pointed out that,
earller, requests for rate
increases were proposedto
Congress in 1969 by both
President Johngon and
President Nixon. In addi-
tion, President Nixon pro-
posed an increase again in
1970, although none of the
proposed increases were
acted upon by Congress.

Mr. Kilcomons explained
that the new increases-
authorized on a temporary
basis until the newly cre-
ated Postal Rate Commis~
sion can make recommen=~
dations to the Governors of
the Postal Service on per-
manent changes - will raise
first-class letter rates
from 6 to 8 cents anounce,
and airmail letter rates
from 10 to il cents an
ounce, Post cards will go
from 5 to 6 cents each and
airmail post cards will go
from 8 to 9 cents each,

The increases will be
borne more by business
than by individuals, the
postmaster pointed out,
since about 75 per cent of
first class and airmail is
from commercial mailers.’

Inaddition to increases in
first - clasa rates, second
and third class will alsogo
up on May 16. Howsaver,
the full increases proposed
by the Postal Service will
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not be put into effect on a
temporary bases, in second
and third class, since the
postal reform legislation
contemplates that such in-
creases be phased over 5
years ~ or ten years for
nonprofit- organizations -
provided Congress appro=
priates the necessary funds
to ease the tranmsition to
full rates,

Because of the phasing
provision, the increases to
become effective May 16
for second and third-class
will generally be only 1/5th
of the total increase which
has been proposed by the
Postal Service.

No changes are made in
the - rates for parcel post,
which 18 the principal com=
ponent of fourth-class mail.
However, Initial increases
will be made in the ‘“book
rate’” which is classified
as fourth class,

The new temporary rates
also make changes inother
postage rate categoriesand
special gervice fees, such
as speclal delivery and
registered mail.

The Postal Services ad-
vised the public in Feb-
ruary that it intended to
make the temporary in-
creases if the Postal Rate
Commission did not make
the recommended decision
within 90 days of the re=-
quest by the Postal Ser-
vice.

Recently the Rate Come
mission confirmed that it
will not be able to make a
decision within the 90 days,
and Sunday, May 16, was
selected as the date on
which the rates would be-
come effective.

When the domestic
changes go into effect,
there will be conforming
increases in letter ratesto
Canada and Mexico.

THREE ORDINANCES

Passed by the city council
on first reading were three
ordinances.

Ordinance 865, prohibits
the drinking of alcoholic
beverages in the baseball
fields and playgreunds in
the city. It provides for a
fine of $25.00 to violators.

Remarking on the need
for this ordinance, Coun-
cilman James Inman that
the drinking on the ball
fields by older persons is
definitely a bad influence
on our youth, He said, the °
keep a look-out on Veterans
Fleld, being it is across
the street from his resi-
dence, when asked howwill
this ordinance be enforced.

Councilman - at - Large
Ted Lewandoski remarked
that before July lst, before
the council approved the
renewal of liquor licenses
in the city, taverns sus-
pected of selling liquor to
underage buyers will be
deit with. He said, “the
kids are getting beer and
whiskey locally, and we're
going to stop it one way or
another.”

Ordinance 866, waspas-
sed to regulate the con=
struction of private swim-
ming pools in the city. It
requires all pools to be at
least five eet from any
property line; and no pool
can be constructed on a
lot unless it is part o a
residence.

Ordinance 867, provides
for the release’ and vaca-
tlon of public rights to a
portion of Catherine St.
