PLUMBING INSPECTOR

At the regular meeting

of the South Amboy Board
of Health held Tuesday
evening in the city hall,
Adam Lovely was named
temporary plumbing in-
spector, to perform the
duties durlng the absence
of city plumbing inspector
who expects to undergo
surgery this week.

A septic tank installation
came under fire at the
meeting because it was
covered before the plumb-
ing inspector had a chance
to check it out, Monaghans
stated in a letter to the
council, that there are two
courses to pursue in the
matter: 1, to dig upthe dirt
and inspect or 2, have a
guarantee from the con-
tractor, plumber and
architect that the instal-
lation was proper. The
plumbing inspector’s rec-
ommendation was course
number two. After a length~
ly discussion, the board
decided that the tank must
be excavated and checked
out by the plumbing inspec-
tor. Inman stated, that the
law is clear and concise and
there is nological explana-
tion for the tank being
covered before the inspec-
tion which is a violation
of the local plumbing code.
