CABLE-VISION REQUEST
At the regular meeting of

the city council a request
from the South Amboy
Cable. Vision Corp. was
brought up for discussion.
Mayor William E. O'Leary
asked city solicitor John
Mullane to explain the com-
munication from the firm.
According to Mullane, the

South Amboy Vision Corp.
is interested in a customer
hook-up for television re-
ception. The firm will erect
its own poles and cables.
The charge to the consum-
er will be $20.00 for the
hook-up and $6.00 monthly
service charge, and $1.00
per month for addition set
hook-ups. The schools, and
city hall will have a free
connection and no service
charge. The contract can
be cancelled at any time
with a 30-day notice. The
TV firm will carry a 11-
bility policy of $250,000
and $500,000.

The reception potential of
the company Is expected to
be twenty - one channels,
plus special closed-circuit
programs.

Before further action is
taken on the matter, Mayor
O'l.eary Ssked that the
public consider the pros
and cons and then the Mayor
and council will act accord-
ingly.

Councilman Al Sorren-
tino, acted as council pres-
ident in the absence of
Councilman HFrank Zebro
who was away on city busi-
ness.

The council approved the
request of the appointment
of two new firemen, John
McKeon to Protection
Engine Co. and Chester
Wortley to Independance.
The vacancies were cre-
ated by the resignations of
John Piatek anil Donald
Riley.
The council approved the

applications for thirty-four
taverns who have qualified
for renewal of t h e i r li-
cense s. The license for
Heides, number C23 was
held up pending completion
of proper procedure of the
application by its owners.
The council also approved
the licenses for eight pack-
age store and four local
club licenses. The final
count of licenses approved
in South Amboy stand at
47.

Ordinance 868 was passed
on final reading. It autho-
rizes the resurfacing of
various streets in the city.

continued.

The fires at the dumps
have caused rats to re-
locate into the city, ac-
cording to the mayor, "but
the situation was placed
under control by the Board
of Health."
Mayor O'Leary said that

he is going to suggest that
the Board of Health at its
July 6 meeting adopt an
ordinance making it man-
datory for local residents
to keep their garbage cans
covered. This applies to
garbage cans with perish-
able contents.

Trash pickup, until fur-
ther notice will be on a
two-day a week basis, i.e.
Wednesday and Thursday.
For service, city adminis-
trator McLain suggests
that residents call direct
to the city garage and pick
up will be expedited. The
