I think its a shame what the Landlords are doing
today. Besides this rent we have to pay all utilities and
$75.00 to $80.00 a month heat bill as the furnace does
not work properly and we get sick every winter as the
cold comes right through the house. If the Landlords
took care of their apartments in the first place, this
would not happen. Why feel sorry for the Landlords.
It Is the tenents that have to pay.

We would like to express our appreciation to Rep.
Edward J. Patten, your Congressman, for hia role in a
growing drive to conquer cancer.

As parents of children who have cancer or who have
died of that disease, we have worked for more than a
year to encourage increased funding for cancer research
to capitalize on recent advancements in the field. So
our Washington, D. C. area group, The Candlelighters,
has been gratified at the recognition of this need shown
by the House Appropriations Subcommittee on Labor,
Health, Education and Welfare, and related agencies.
Rep. Patten is a member of that Subcommittee.

The Subcommittee went out on a limb last year at a
time when the Administration was requesting only 202
million for cancer research in fiscal 1971, which will
end this June 30. We and others thought that amount was
inadequate, because worthwhile research projects were
not being funded and asked the subcommittee to recom-
mend more money.
The panel approved a $227 million research total, and

after Senate consideration, Congress finally appropriated
$230 million. The Subcommittee action was the key to
this result, which moved cancer research well above the
stagnating level of about $180 million annually- in face
of soaring costs — during the previous three years.

Then, just recently, the subcommittee approved Presi-
dent Nixon's request for an extra $ 100 million for cancer
research in fiscal 1972, and Congress followed suit. The
President has also proposed a regular budget figure of
$32 million for fiscal 1972.

We think it's in order to publicly thank Rep. Patten
and the Subcommittee for their important efforts on
behalf of an expanded research war on cancer.

Garden News
WHY NO BLOOM

Why don't some plants
bloom? It'8 an often-asked
question, and a familiar one
at this season as gardeners
look around and score their
successes and failures.
It's hard to understand

why an ornamental shrub
that was blooming in the
plant nursery and when it
was planted last year or the
year before now refuses to
show any color but green.
Many times this is simply

a case of the plant's need to
re-establish itself under
new soil, light, and other
conditions.

SPECIAL NEEDS
And of course there are

special needs that the new
location may not provide.
Lilacs, for example, need
lots of sun and soil that is
well drained. Dogwoods
prefer a somewhat shel-
tered location as protec-
tion against severe wintry
blasts. Rhododendrons like
an eastern exposure best.
These are common causes

of failure to bloom.
Too much fertilizer that

keeps a plant growing vig-
orously is another. This
tends to delay blooming.

An overfertilizing In com-
bination with improper
pruning can really spell
disappointment.
If you suspect that impro-

per pruning may be one of
your problems, you can
get help from your county
Cooperative Extension
Service Office, County Ad-
ministration Building, New
Brunswick. Ask for Bul-
l e t i n 771, "Pruning
Shrubs."

MIMOSA TREES
Your mimosa trees may

be a disappointment this
year. If so, you're not
alone.

Judging by the number of
calls to our office, many
mimosas are not leafing
out as they should.
In our opinion, the trouble

goes back to last winter.
You may not have though it
was such a severe winter,
but it really was, as far
as some plants are con-
cerned. It was consistently
cold for days and nights on
end, and there was little
snow cover.
Altogether, such rough

treatment apparently was
more than many mimosas
could stand. They're used
to gentler climates.

MANY STRAINS
Then how come your mi-

mosa was hit hard and your
neighbor's escaped injury?
Variability is^ the answer.

You may have gotten your
mimosa from a friend in
the Carolina s, or perhaps
you grew it from seed
someone sent you or gave
you. There's no telling all
the characterisitcs df a
plant grown from seed.
Your tree may be one from
an especially tender strain.

What to do? Hold off un-
til the middle of July be-
fore you decide that your
tree is dead. If it does'nt
leaf out by then, do the best
you can to prune out the
dead branches without de-
stroying the graceful shape
of the tree.

And count yourself lucky
if your mimosa came
through the winter without
injury.

COLLEGE PLANS FOR
NEXT ACADEMIC YEAR
The annual increase of en-

rollment at Middlesex
County College, Edison, is
expected to result in a total
enrollment of 7,500 stu-
dent B. In planning the com-
ing academic year, which
will begin on Friday, Sep-
tember 10, College Presi-
dent, Dr. Frank M. Cham-
bers stated "the College is
expected to have a full-time
enrollment of 3,100 and a
part-time enrollment of
4,500 this fall."

The College's recently
published calendar indi-
cates an orientation for
faculty, Friday, September
3, and all faculty will par-
ticipate in an orientation
from September 7 through
September 9. The holiday
recess will be held from
December 23 through Jan-
uary 3 and the fall semester
will end on January 7 with
the examination period end-
ing on January 17.
The spring semester will

begin on January 26 and
end on May 18. The exam-
ination period will be con-
cluded on May 27 and grad-
uation of the class of 1972
will be held on June 6,
which represents the earli-
est date of any of the Col-
lege's c o m m e n c e m e n t
exercises. In subsequent
years college officials held
the start of the fall semes-
ter until late In September
to be sure that the buildings
under construction were
ready for opening day. The
College's present building
program will not cause a
delay this fall. A new Col-
lege center is under con-
struction and is expected
to be ready for campus use
in February.
