Health services in South -
eastern Middlesex County
will be expanded to include
a million dollar mental
health program. The spe-
cialized care will be made
available through a com-
munity health center which
will be established in con-
Junction with new acute
care facilities to be erect-
ed at South Amboy Memor-
ial Hospital this year. An-
nouncement of completion
of plans for the total health
care package which will
benefit some 17 communi-
ties in Southeastern Mid-
dlesex County was made by
Eugene J. Nieto, South Am-
boy Memorial Hospital ad-
ministrator.

Funds for the specialized
mental health center will
come from a federal grant
of $278,000, announced last
week, and from a state
grant, arrangements for
which are nearing comple-
tion.

The center will contain the
five basic elements which
fulfill requirements set by
the National Institute of
Mental Health for a com-
munity mental health
center: in-patient care;
out-patient care; consulta-
tion and education; partial
hospitalization and emer-
gency services.

Mr. Nieto, in making the
announcement, a c k n o w -
ledged the contributions of
the many persons - both
those in public office and
private citizens - who have
given their time and efforts
toward establishment of the
center. "The project," he
said, "is the result of ne-
gotiations begun more than
a year and a half ago, and
exemplifies how the people
of a community, their lo-
cal, state and federal offi-
cials, can bring about im-
proved health care by
working together in a com-
mon interest. We owe a debt
of gratitude to our hospital
board of governors, Free-
holder George Otlowski,
Congressman Edward J.
Patten, Senator Williams
and many others. Their
understanding of the need
for these services has
made better health care
possible for the residents
of Southeastern Middlesex
County."

Sound Tests
Attacked Again

The Augusta Street Citi-
zens Committee has been
fighting the opening of the
McCormack Sand and Gra-
vel Company for almost
two years contending, with
state support, that the noise
from the plant would be
"dangerousr.
The McCormack Sand and

Gravel Co. has tested its
operation for 56 days and
a representative of die Au-
gusta Street Citizens Com-
mittee says that such
testing and a test for sound
levels could be made in one
day.

The state readings, taken
earlier, contend that noise
from the Starr Field site
at the end of Augusta St.
would be harmful to per-
sons in the immediate area
over a period of time. How-
ever, Mayor William
O'Leary stated that it would
make no difference if a
testing permit were grant-
ed for a one-day test be-
cause the temporary cer-
tificates of occupancy are
for the same reason, to
allow testing at the state.

According to BillGaraffa,
a member of the commit-
tee, the state sound test
revealed that with only four
of a proposed 90 railcars
to be used at the site, the
existing sound level In the
area has been increased by
30 decibels to 82. Accord-
