The first stop on conduct-
ed tours is the Vegetable
Research Farm, where
many unusual vegetables
and herbs were planted in
anticipation of the Open
House.

The flower garden has
been kept in prime condi-
tion with an irrigation sys-
tem, new this year, given
by the Philadelphia Flower
Show, Inc.

Tours will begin at 10
a.m. and continue until 3
regardless of weather.
