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School Plans
Approved by State

In a letter read at last
week’s meeting of the
Board of Education, sche-
matic plans for a new high
school had been approved
by the State Department
of Education,

The plane must now be
brought before the Board
of School Estimate for ap-
proval. No date has been
set.

The plan calls for the pro-
posed $3.2 million high
school to be built at the
old City Hall site next to the
present high school. The
new school would be the
first major addition to the
city’s school system in
more than 53 years,

The $3.2 million plan was
submitted to the state de-
partment after another
local proposal had been
rejected by the state.

In returning the $3.2 mil-
lion plan, the state sub-
mitted its own proposal
for a new school to the
local board which would
have cost approximately
$4.2 millon. The local
board felt that the citizens
could not stand the tax
bite that such a new school
program would require,
they, therefore, submitted
an alternate plan to the
state department calling
for renovation of the old
Hoffman High School at a
cost of $1 million.

The alternate plan would
institute the addition of 12
classrooms to the ele~
mentary school and con-
vert the high school audi-
torium into seven class-
rooms.

RENOVATION STARTED

The board at last week’s
meeting gave its approval
to begin renovation of one
classroom in the present
high school. It will be the
third such renovation in a
series of five, which should
be completed by Sep~
tember. Thig renovation
program is a separate plan
from the $1 million alter-
nate proposal,

Board president Willlam
McGowan stated that two
classrooms have already
been renovated at an ap-
proximate cost of $2,000
each,

The Board met with the
Mayor and Council and was
promised an additional
$10,000 for the renovation
of the three other class-
rooms. Although there is
already a $25,000 ap-
propriation for such a pro-
gram in the 1971-72 school
budget, the board felt that
various maintenance con-
tracts may exhaust the
money and based their re-
quest on this assumption,
Mayor Willlam O’Leary
promised the board that
the additional $10,000
would be approved by the
Board of School Estimate if
the $25,000 appropriation
was exhausted.

Council OK's Property
Purchase for $11,500

At  Tuesday's -council
meeting, the local govern-
ing body passed a resolu-
tion to purchase a parcel
of property on Sixth Street
for $11,500. to be used for
tennis courts,

Mayor William O'Leary
complimented the council
on getting ““a good buy"
for the city, The price at
the last meeting was an-
nounced at $13,500. Coun-
¢ilman Inman cast a nega-
tive vote, whereas the four
Democratic councilmen
voted in the affirmative.

A local building con-
tractor, Kenneth Rogers,
disagreed with the Mayor,
‘““the property 1s not worth
$11,500.; the price is too
high,’” he said.

John Norek, urged the go-
verning body to reconsider,
and locate the tennis courts
at the landfill and not take
the Sixth Street property
off the tax rools, at a time
when the city needs every
bit of revenue. He further
said that the: Sixth Street
property does not allow for
an adequate recreational
facility, because there is
no room for expansion,
parking, and rest rooms.

Zebro stated that the rea-
son he prefers tennis
courts on Sixth Street over
the Landfill is that the land-
filt site is for industry and
if any recreational facil-
ities will later have to be
moved in favor of the in-
dustry,

A Mrs, Nagy, remarked,
‘““who  wants {ndustry
there.”’ Instead of tennis
courts, she would like to
see a community swimming
pool erected for the ‘‘poor
people.” :

Mrs. Frederic Reese
