I wonder how many of the local taxpayers are aware of
the emergency procedure involving the *“special called
meeting’’ of 8-10-71, regarding the proposed purchase
of tennis court property?

The urgency of this meeting, which incidently delayed
a corridor full of scheduled court cases, and which had an
obvious lack of advance public notice, was a mandatory
first reading (it require two) to legalize a propose
expenditure of $36,750,00. This expenditure was objected
to by almost everyone present at the regularly scheduled
meeting held just seven days earlier. At that meeting
this proposal had no public support, and no meeting was
scheduled for the remainder of August.

A technical loop hole in our new system of government
resulted in a meeting of this importance to be scheduled
without allowing the public to voice an opinion pro or
con, [t appeared to create an obnoxious atmosphere
as the spilling of brine from a jostled private pork
barrel. The offensive odors of which would stunh the
nostrils and leave the bewildered brain thinking what-
ever happened to Government of the People, by the
people, and for the people. The proposed ordipance
was not passed on this first reading for the people but
rather in spite of it. Had the Swastika been hanging in
place of the salute to the flag, I would have belleved |
‘was reliving a page of history, '

The urgency of this meeting, especially in view of
the fact that this proposal has been in the lobying
stage for exactly one year is inexcusable, the gag rule
to eliminate public opinion is contempt of the taxpayer.

The ironics of this 10 minute flasco was that a short
while afterward, these same chambers were usedtodeli-
ver Justice.
