Letter to the Editor :

South Amboy Citizen
Sir:

1 hope you will agree with me that the City of South
Amboy needs a lot more than a few new tennis courts.
The plan of the Mayor and City Council to purchase
property for $11,500 to erect this new court on 6th
St. and Stevens Ave. is a shameful expenditure of
taxpayers money considering the fact the City owns
property on Rosewell St. endowed to it for recreational
purpose only, as well as many acres of ground on the
land fill adjacent to the baseball flelds where there is
all the room necessary for future expansion if desired.

If the vote by the members of the Council at next Tues-
day’s meeting in City Hall passes this ordinance provid-
ing for the issuance of $35,000 Bonds or notes to finance
part of the cost thereof I trust that each individual
casting a yes vote will have considered some of the
following:

The Board of Education is currently in the process of
renovating 12 rooms over the next 3 years, converting
the old high school auditorium to 7 rooms on two floors,
and/or; constructing a new elementary school at a cost
of 4.2 million 1if all the facts and figures are correct as
released by the area press.

In 1970 the City of S.A. sold on the public market
$295,000 in bonds at 6.25 per cent interest over a 23
year perjod to the First National Bank of Carteret.
This is a high interest rate in the bond field, and the
city should repay about $500,000 in principal and interest
on this bond sale over the 23 year period.

The Snaorkel fire apparatus and new City Hall are
currently being paid by bond anticipation notes in local
area banks at a slightly lower interest rate., Soon these
2 items of about $700,000 will have to be soldon
the jpublic bond market.

ThHe Council passed an Emergency resolution a few
meetings back for an emergency appropriation of $5,000
to pay the punitive damage awardedto Timm Enterprises
for closing their business operation a few years ago.
They announced this figure would be incorporated in the
1972 city budget.

Also being considered as a necessity the last few years
is the joining of the Bayshore Trunk sewage system
with the S.A., disposal system. No figures on Expense
have ever been released but it should be very high.

At a public councili meeting a few months ago the
public indebtedness of the City of S,A. was announced
when questioned as $300,000. as of January 1, 1971,

Where do these council members think they are going
to get these vast amounts of monies from the taxpayers
of this small town? Everyone is talking about the high
taxes they are now paying. Every drop in the bucket,
such as $11,500 and a $35,000 bond issue, adds to your
tax rate each succeeding year. Let your elected officials
know you care how they spend your tax dollar, either
- personally or at the meeting next Tuesday. BRI

As a follow up to the letters that you have received

from Ken Rogers and Mrs. Nagy may I add the following
comment.

If things do not work out as the citizens expect, four
representatives at city hall, our councilmen, do not
‘“geem’’ to be carrying out the wishes of the taxpayers
we can blame no one but ourselves! How many of us
take the time to attend the Council meetings so we may
be fully aware of how our money is being spent? Would
we now be confronted with the accomplished fact of a
lot already purchased for a sum in excessof $11,000.00?
This lot was purchased by the City for the purpose of
constructing tennis courts. The City already had two
very appropriate sites for this purpose - one the land
fill adjacent to other sports areas located there - two
the former (only a portion would be needed) City hall
property at John St. and Stevens Ave.

Now our *“‘representatives’’ spending our money, are
about o spend an addidonal $35,000, to be raised by
floating city bonds to construct these courts. This resolu-
tion will be presented for final reading and passage at
the Council meeting on September 7, 1971, If we do not
approve of what ig being done, all we have to dois to
be present, in representative numbers, t0o express our
disapproval. After all it is our money that is to be
allocated,

The Sixth St. tennis court, I have looked at it needs
minor repair - another one can be constructed on
property already belonging to the city. The two high
schools can share them.

We elect our officials and then we leave them floun-
dering. We depend upon them not only to carry on the
Jordinary business of the City but to be mind readers
as well, In cases like the present tennis court question
they are inclined to use their own best judgment. If

nent Camden county attor-
ney and senior partner of
the Cherry Hill law firm
of Toll, Friedman, and Pin-
sky, has been named gen-
eral chairman of the fund
drive for the Southern New
Jersey Chapter of the Lu-
kemia Society it was an-
nounced today by Warren
C. Douglas, Chapter pres-
ident. The chapter en-
compasses all New Jersey
counties from Middlesex
to Cape May, The goal of
the fund drive is $205,000
and it will begin with a
kiek-off ralty to be an-
nounced soon,
- Toll, well-known busi-
nessman, banker, and Del-
aware River Port Authority
commissioner, will direct
the efforts of a corps of
area chairmen and volun~
teers in this annual drive
to obtain funds for leu-
kemia research and local
patient care. Chairman of
the board of John F. Ken-
nedy Memorial Hospital in
Stratford, Toll said he
hopes to surpass the chap-
ter’s financial goal.

Leukemia, a disease
which still defies medical
technology, strikes man
and warm-blooded ani-
mals. It can be acute or
chronic and is character-
ized by an abnormal in-
crease in the number of
leukocytes in the tissues
and blood. The national
Leukemia Soclety carries
on a program of medical
research in a continuing
effort to find boththe cause
and cure for the dread di-
sease., Part of the money
collected by the local chap-
ters 18 devoted to funding
this continuing research
effort. The bulk of the mo-~
ney, however, pays for lo~
cal patient service in the
counties from which the
