"As President of the South
Amboy Board of Health,
James personally waged a

battle against Spiral Metal
Company for pollution vio-
lations. Inspectors came,
the complaints were valid,
and now Spiral Metals Is in
the process of installing
air pollution control equip-
ment costing $300,000.
This is the type of fighter
we want in the Assembly,"
Rogers said.
"It was Inman who was

responsible for making
food licenses in the city
a one year term. Before
that five and six years
went by without an inspec-
tion at eating places and
restaurants," Rogers ad-
ded.

The People for Inman
group will recruit teach-
ers, labor, young adults
and businessmen, regard-
less of political affiliation.

Their first event will be
a kick-off dinner Septem-
ber 11 at John's Half-Way
House, 533 Ridgeway Ave.
South Amboy. Highway Au-
thority Chairman John
Gallagher will be guest
speaker.

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Letters To The Editor
Dear Editor,

In your August 19th edition of the CITIZEN, you published
two letters to the editor. These letters regretfully brought
to mind the experiences I have encountered with the mayor
and certain council members over the past year.

I especially congratulate the well taken attack on the
new form of government. The amount of power granted
one man in this form of government is extremely danger-
ous. Mr. Rogers comparison to the ways of the swastika
is most accurate description of that power and the way
it is being used.

As a representative of the Augusta St. Citizens Commit-
tee I have experienced a disregard of the rights of
citizens by government officials the likes of which were
only surpassed by Hitlers Gestapo.
It seems that a game plan has been formulated and is

going to continue despite the objections or the well
being of the citizens. Our city council meetings are
indeed open to the public however the apathetic attitude
projected at these meetings is enough to turn-any one
away in disgust. Issue of importance brought up by
citizens or objections to measures are lost in the sym-
bolic passing of the buck. The neverending "who did
this" and "what was that" and oh yes, the ever famous
"I don't remember every saying that". Certain officials
become very upset when a citizen exercises his right
to know or questions the motivation of the council ac-
tions. Recently at a private meeting concerning the sand
company, our councilman, who has remained silent for
over a year on the subject, finally took a stand. Council-
man Sorrentino told me he dld'nt like what I had to
say and "if you expect any cooperation you better be
quiet".

Mr. Rogers comes in loud and clear once again when
he asks, what ever happened to a government of the peo-
ple? It appears that public meetings are held mearly to
satisfy the formality. What else can one think when
95% of those concerned object vigorously and the mayor
and council still go ahead with the action they are
protesting to. My observations have left me believing
that the7 'private business" of the city government is
dangerously close to becoming exactly that "A PRIVATE
BUSINESS".
Where is a government for the people? All one has to

do is take the time to ride down Augusta St. and look
north between the homes. A government for the people
certainly doesn't exist here.

McCormack Sand has been allowed to proceed at
will over land adjacent to home owners without regard
for these homeowners. The Mayor defends this private
industry by saying they are testing, (if so, they have
been testing since last May) Last week an article was
released by the Penn Central telling of the eight thousand
(8000) tons of sand shipped daily to McCormack Sand
Co what could they be testing with that much sand?
The company is in fact operating at full capacity under
the guise of a testing permit. They are causing noise
and dust pollution, even worse they are causing earth
tremors that are destroying the homes adjacent to their
property. Since one test was attempted for noise, there
has been absolutely none of the other tests the mayor
promised, yet the company is permitted, under heavy
objections of the citizens, to operate. Our mayor has
in his classic style, turned his back on "HIS PEOPLE
and over looked the destroying of a neighborhood.
Although the mayor is being i£ed for his past failures

to act, this does not excuse hi£, from his present and
future obligations as mayor.

Severe water damage ha6 been suffered by the residents
of Augusta St. this past week. Water damage they have
never had before the McCormack Sand Co. located here
and caused their foundations to be cracked.

Yes, Mayor O'Leary, "we are your people" provided
we do as you wish. But then, who isn't.

Gives Warning

Director Ray J. Marini
today warned the "life of
the party" can end lives
on holiday highways if he's
been drinking.

"This Labor Day, If
you're toasting the end of
a successful summer, don't
spoil it by getting behind
the wheel of your car," he
said.
At least half of all high-

way deaths each year in-
volve the drinking driver.
His vision is dimmed, "his
relfexes dulled, and re-
action time slowed by 15%.

"The drunk driver is 25
times more likely to cause
c crash than when he's so-
ber," Marini explained.

If you do drink, wait at
least one hour for each
drink before attempting to
drive. That's the minimum
amount of time the body
needs to burn up the alco-
hol.

Remember the severe pe-
nalty for drunk driving in
New Jersey, The manda-
tory penalties are:

Driving while under the
influence of intoxicants or
narcotics:

1st Offense: $200 to $500
fine or Imprisonment for
30 or 90 days or both, and
loss of driving privilege
for two years.
2nd Offense: 3 months Im-

prisonment and loss of li-
cense for at least ten years.
Driving while ability is im-
paired by alcohol:

1st Offense: $50 to $100
fine and loss of license for
6 months.

2nd Offense: $100 - $300
fine and loss of license for
2 years.
