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TENNIS COURTS STIR
BIG "RACKET"

Two recordB were broken
at Tuesday's council meet-
ing — one for attendance,
the other for the duration
of the meeting which lasted
until 11:15 p.m.

A majority of those In at-
tendance expressed con-
cern either pro or con on
the tennis court Issue,
which fizzled into a minor
blow after a letter from
A.D. DiMattia, owner of
the Sixth Street property
withdrew his offer, to sell
the lots to the city. The
council okayed the pur-
chase price of $11,500. In
his letter DiMattia stated
that the reason for his
withdrawal of the land for
sale was "due to undue
criticism."

Mayor William O'Leary,
apparently annoyed by the
laughter from the audi-
ence when DiMattia's letter
was read, rebounded by
giving comparative costs of
putting the tennis courts
at the three diferent sites
considered. According to
engineers estimates.
O Leary said, if the tennis

courts were put on the
land fill, the estimated
costs for four courts would
be $34,580, plus $10,000
for the value of the acre
of land, would be $44,580
If located on Jersey Cen-
tral Power and Light Co.
property on Sixth Street, it
would require the erection
of two courts and the repair
of two courts^ The price
would be $33,269, and the
city would not own the pro-
perty. Whereas, if con-
structed on the property
offered by DiMattia, the
price would be $34,034.

The Mayor further stated
that he considers the Sixth
Street property the most
ideal location for tennis
courts. He enumerated a
list of about ten different
acts of vandelism that has
occured at the landfill dur-
ing the past year which in-
cluded several break-in
and entries into the candy
stand at the Little League
field; broken electric me-
ter, theft of plywood, fenc-
ing equipment and fencing,
etc.
Recreation Director John

Zdanewicz, said he was the
party who asked DiMattia
to consider selling the Sixth
Street lots to the city for
tennis courts, because he
felt it was a good loca-
tion and being near the
other courts it would be
an asset when playing
m a t c h e s with other
schools. Zdanewicz said
that at least 5 courts for
school teams would be the
desirable because it would
permit 3 single matches
and two double matches to
be played at one time.

Councilman James Inman
assured the council and au-
dience that he is not anti-
tennis courts, but he is
anti-purchase of property.
Inman said bis choice of
location would be on Rose-
well Street between John
and George Sts. adjacent to
the basketball courts. It is

property that was deeded to
the city for recreational
purposes. The place has
adequate parking facilities.

A city park was once con-
sidered at that location, but
the cost of $147,OOOwastoo
much of an expenditure for
current budgets, Inman
said. "The land-fill has
been laying without any
revenue and little use for
the past 15 years. . . from
reports I read, this is a
prime piece of property
and I am surprised that we
dldn's locate any desirable
industry for it.

Mrs. Frederick Reese
urged the location of tennis
courts on city owned pro-
perty, rather than buying
property for the purpose.
Speaking on local educa-
tion, she said that our
school system was better
30 years ago when she first
started teaching in the local
system. With double ses-
sion in the seventh and
eighth grades and possi-
bly the ninth grade, the
children are being short-
changed. Mrs. Reese, re-
marked that Juniors and
seniors who want to pur-
sue art as a career can-
not get proper attention
being there is no room
for them.

FRESH, CLEAN SPRING WATER
UNWELCOMED BY RESIDENTS
A new problem that is

plaguing residents south of
Broadway — bubbl ing ,
fresh spring water. In spite
of the fact, that spring
water sells for about 50
cents a gallon, they want to
know from the council, how
they can turn off this new
source of water and trou-
ble.

All the residents present
at the meeting complained
of the hardships they have
suffered as a result of the
floods during the past two
weeks, and they are blam-
ing the McCormack Sand
Co. for their woes.
Paul Kosovich, of Augusta

Street said he was bailing
water out of his cellar
from the depth of three feet,
"and it's crystal clear, and
Its still coming in without
a let-up"

Kosovich said the drain-
age problems have been
created by blocking the
drainage ditch to the bay —
the only outlet, he claimed
was in the vicinity of the
sewage disposal.

He further said that the
sand company is in full pro-
duction and moving about
8000 tons of material a day,
and that the vibrators are
working all day and are
making the situation unliv-
abie.

Mrs. Kosovich, address-
ing the mayor asked,
"where are the sound read-
Ings you promised us two
months ago?*' O'Leary in
turn directed the question
to the city administrator
Edward McLain, and mayor
asked him to follow through
again. She said that she has
to leave her home and get
away from the area because
the noise is unbearable.
O'Leary replied: "I can't
close mem in fairness to
the taxpayers. McCormack
Sand Co. Purchased the
property from the Pennsyl-
vania R.R., they received a
proper building permit, and
they received the en-
gineers approval. The city
would be subject to court
action If we interfered
with the operation.*'

Regarding the sound bar-
rier, O'Leary informed the
audience mat the sand com-
pany posted a $21,000
peformance bond — It is
the amount they intend to
spend on planting the pro-
per shrubbery in the fall.

The spring situation is
something new, the mayor
said, but ne will have the
engineers check it out and
see that the situation is
corrected.

Mrs. Edward Mezinski of
Rose well St. complained
that the flooding caused
raw sewage,to be backed
up into her basement. Ed-
ward Mezinski stated he
has three pumps working to
try to get the water out
and it is still coming in.
He reported that they called
the city for assistance and
did not receive it.

Edward Coval of David
Street, who said he lived
there over forty years and
has not seen the catch ba-
sins and the sewers on
David St. cleaned out, not
even once. Coval stated that
the area of the Star Field
had many springs and since
the drainage was diverted
by filling the area, the
flow of the springs also
changed, and accounts for
coming into the basements
of their homes.
One Augusta Street resi-

dent stated she hasn't ex-
perienced anything like it
in the 10 1/2 years she
is living there. Three years
ago she said they had a
rat problem, "I'd rather
put up with the rats."

Councilman Robert Les-
lie suggested that the Army
Corps of Engineers be
called in to make a study
of the problems.

the Mrs. Helen O'Connell,
R.N. was received with re- ̂
gret. Board of Health pres-
ident James Inman praised
her devotion to duty at the
Sacred Heart School. Coun-
cilman Frank Zebro who
instituted the motion to ac-
cept her resignation "with
great regrer' reiterated
Inman's remark on Mrs.
O'Connell. A replacement
is sought preferably a local
registered nurse, to fill
Mrs. O'Connell's vacancy.

Inman reported that a
block-by-block of all
rented apartments will be
conducted shortly. Inspec-
tion of the premises will
be made and a report will
be finalized for the Board
of Health. The object of
the survey is to up-grade
the standards of the apart-
ment, according to Inman.
On the recommendation of

Warren King, County
Health Inspector, all tav-
erns will be required to
carry food handlers li-
cense. According to King,
the inspection of local tav-
erns disclosed that the ma-
jority of them have
complied and met proper
health standards — the
small number of taverns
which have not qualified
are in the process of cor-
recting the infractions.
The County Health Offi-

cer King disclosed that his
inspection of local eating
establishments prove very
gratifying. The local res-
taurants are "in very good
shape" he said. There are
only a few minor infrac-
tions which have been
promptly corrected.
Board president Inman

praised the efforts of War-
ren King and his coopera-
tion with the local board.
Zebro complimented King
on his prompt resolution

on Noise and Air Pollution

CAREFUL to
crush all
smokes

JAMES W. INMAN

James W. Inman, Repub-
lican Assembly candidate
from District 7C, today
called for an expansion of
the automotive emission
tests to battle air pollution
and a crack down on noise
polluters in the area.
"Citizens from the Peo»

pie for Inman group com-
plained about the noise and
air pollution problems in
our district. Perth Amboy,
Carteret, Woodbridge,
Sayreville and South Am-
boy are one of the densest
populated areas in the
county. Environmental
protection is a stand we all
have to be ready to make
at home, on the roads and
in our towns," Inman said.
As president of the South

Amboy Board of Health, In-
man has been active in the
air pollution battle working
closely with the Central
New Jersey Regional Air
Pollution Control Agency.
It was Inman that fought

for inspection of a metal
company in South Amboy
that led to the Installation
of $300,000 worth of pol-
lution control machinery.
The South Amboy council-
man also fought to remove
64 abandoned cars from
the one mile square city
streets within a five month
period.
"The sources of pollution

are usually divided into two
areas, moving sources
such as cars and trucks and
stationary sources includ-
ing chemical plants, iron
and steel mills, refineries
and power plants. In Mid-
dlesex County we have
plenty of both/' Inrnansaid.

He pointed out that 60
percent of our cities pol-
lution is the direct result
of cars and trucks. Carbon
monoxide is the most pre-
valent air pollutant by
weight in New Jersey and
95 per cent of the state's
carbon monoxide is attri-
buted to the car.
"Innovative engineering

and design by vehicle man-
ufacturers is not enough/'
Inman stated, "engines
have to be tuned and pass
state tests."
New Jersey law requires

that all of the staters li-
censed vehicles pass emis-
sions tests, but Inman feels
this program should be ex-
panded and made more ef-
fective by the state.
"I want to see a program

worked out where we anti-
cipate and prevent these
carbon monoxide emis-
sions, rather than a pro-
gram in which we act and
later find remedies to solve
the problem," the candi-
date said.

inman termed noise pol-
lution an area where "leg-
islation must come."

"I am interested in for-
mulating a noise pollution
control ordinance in South
Amboy and would encour-
age other municipalities to
consider such actions," he
said.

The Sayreville teacher
pointed to the newly creat-
ed cabinet post of the De-
partment of Environmental
Protection. Over 30 bills
have been proposed in the
legislature on pollution,
with 28 bills sponsored by
Republican members.
"This aggressive leader-

ship to save our environ-
ment shows that good gov-
ernment can work in our
state. People have to
become involved in the bat-
tle against pollution. We
must continue to care about
our environment and enact
legislation and justly en-
force the existing laws,"
the candidate said.

Inman believes that if it
weren't for the agressive
abatement programs being
waged by the department of
Environmental Protection,
pollution levels would be
significantly higher than at
present.
