Architect's Hospital
Plan Released

Eugene J. Nleto, admin-
istrator, has released a
preliminary sketch of the
floor plan for a $1 million
community mental health
center to be erected at So.
Amboy Memorial Hospital.
The center will be includ-
ed in a $7 million facility
now under construction at
540 Bordentown Avenue in
this city. Murray Liebow-
itz of Perth Amboy, N. J.
is the architect.

The sketch makes provi-
sion for the five basic ele-
ments required of a com-
munity health center by the
National Institute of Mental
Health: in-patient care;
out-patient care; consulta-
tive and education; partial
hospitalizatlon, and emer-
gency services. The plan
provides 3600 square feet
for 15 in-patient beds; 1300
square feet for five beds
to offer partial hospitaliza-
tion; 250 square feet for
kitchen facilities, and 480
square feet for a family
style dining room. In ad-
dition, 2260 square feet
have been designated for
private consultation and
group therapy.

Funds or the mental
health center have been
provided by a federal grant
of $278,000 and by a state
grant of $400,000. When
completed, the center will
service residents of 17
communities in Southeast-
ern Middlesex County.

Eye Screening Set
at S.A. Hospital

The South Amboy Me-
morial Hospital will again
participate in the statewide
Eye Health Screening Pro-
gram. .This program, spon-
sored jointly by the Medical
Society of New Jersey and
the New Jersey State Com-
mission for the Blind, will
be held on Wednesday, Sep-
tember 22, 1971 from 6:30
p.m. to 8j).m. The program
will offer free eye exami-
nations to persons 35 years
of age and older who live
in the area and who are not
presently under the care of
an ophthalmologist.

Dr. S. Harrison Jerrold
will be the physician in
charge of the center. Co-
ordinating the effort with
Or. Jerrold is Dr. Rodolfo
Ongsiako.

The physicians will look
for Indications of problems
related to eye health and
evidence of possible glau-
coma. The purpose of the
screening is a preventive
measure to detect - in the
early stages - serious eye
conditions.

PLANT TREES

Surt your fall planting
now.
Evergreens and bulbs can

be planted in September and
October, deciduous shrubs,
•hade and flowering trees
In October and November
after the leaves have
colored and dropped.
Evergreens planted now

This will reduce
toe chance of wind-burned
foliage in late winter since
new r o o t s can replace
moisture lost during winter
winds.
