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“Routine’ Meeting Held
By City Council

On Tuesday evening, the

South Amboy City Council
experienced a “routine”
meeting. The meeting of
Septe r 7th lasted till
after eleven o’clock.

On the recommendation of
engineer Frederick H.

Kurtz, the council awarded
the Elm Street repair work
to the Manzo Contracting
Co. of Matawan for the
amount of $4,091.05.

The law firm of Toolan,®
Romond, Burgess and
Abott, representing the Mc
Cormick Sand Company
petitioned the city council
to issue their client a per-
manent Certificate of Oc=
cupancy. The sandfirmhas
received approval from the
local planning board. The
letter further indicated that
McCormick Sand Company
will be properly inspected
and maintained so as to
eliminate any flooding con-
ditions. Existing drainage
will be maintained by the
firm. ‘

In another letter from the
sand company’s law firm,
the city was exonerated of
any damages caused to ad-
jacent properties by Mc-
Cormick Sand Co.

The Council passed an

emergency resolution for
the purpose of basement
ventilation in the city hall
building in the amount of
$9,123.00. The installation
of the ventilation ducts was
made necessary because no
ventilation provisions were
made in the original build-
ing plans. The cityhall was
not formally accepted by
the city.
' Replying to questions
from John Norek if this
provision was in the origi-
nal plans, Mayor O’Leary
said it wasn’t and had tobe
corréctéed now in order to
utilize the space.

In another resolution the
council approved appropri-
ations in the amount of
$11,949.00 and $870.00,
earmarked for equipment
for the Police Department.
Mayor William E. O’Leary
amounced that the funds
will be used for the pur-
chase of a‘‘Breatholizer’’

a plece of equipment to be
used in cases of suspected
drunken driving. Whenever

a driver was suspected to -

be under the influence of
liquor he had to be taken
to Sayreville or Madison
Township Police Depart-
ments. The other equip-
ment to be purchased for
the police is a “‘Vascar” -
a one-man traffic radar
unit. The cost of both items
will be granted by the
United States Department
of Transportation.

The council approved
another emergency resolu-
tion in the amount of $2,500
for the Edward C. Reilly
Assoclates to make aSani-
tary Land Fill Survey.

The mayor approvedthree
proclamations, i.e., Oc-
tober 18-24 wagé pro-
claimed “PTA Member-
ship Enroliment Week’;
the month of October was
proclaimed ‘‘Hire a Vet-
eran Month’; and October
3rd was proclaimed as
‘“National Catholic Daugh~
ters of America Day” in
South Amboy. (The entire
text of the proclamations
is printed elsewhere in this
1ssue),

O’Leary announced that
the contract was awarded
by the Public Utilities Com.
for work on the Raritan
Street Bridge. Work is
expected to start in the
Spring. _
