To Whom It May Concern:

As a graduate of Harold G. Hoffman High School, I
was appalled and aefcained by the Incident which took
place Friday, September 24, in the high school.

I simply cannot understand now lines of communica-
tion and ways of problem-solving could have broken
down so completely. As an active member of Student
Government and Honor Society, I had, on several oc-
casions, had to use these methods of communication,
and along with several others, were usually quite sat-
isfied with the compromises that took place between
the students and faculty. If all else failed, there were
always concerned teachers to talk to, a lot of whom
are still teaching at H.H.S.

I can see only three possibilities for this breakdown;
one, the students do not wish to, or have not tried to
use the available channels for compromise and change;
two> the faculty have loBt all interest and have turned
their backs, or three, Mr. Adam Martin, Principal,
has changed everything and will no longer listen to
student demands.

Mr. Martin came to H.H.S. when I was a senior.
He entered a very strange situation; a school system
very set In it's ways, with a very poor backing of
parents, (except for a very small interested minority)
and a student body used to the procedures and dis-
ciplines of the late Mr. James H. Croddick.

During the months remaining before my graduation,
I saw Mr. Martin trying very hard to accustom himself
to his new surroundings, setting down new rules, new
disciplinary measures, and various other changes.
Although I did not agree with all of them, I expect
he had his reasons-even though, to my knowledge,

f the students were never given any type of explana-
tion. I cannot judge whether or not he was justified
in this action.

As I said before, I cannot believe that the teachers,
I will name just a few who helped me and many others
in the school, have stopped trying. I cannot see Mrs.
M. Hollfelder allowing only three classes and up to
fifteen study halls a week, because she, as Guidance
Counselor, above everyone else, knows the require-
ments for graduation, entrance to any college, as well
as any kind of job in the future, and I am sure she is
doing everything in her power to radicate this ri-
diculous situation. I cannot see Mr. Tomaszewski,
Mr. Poll, Mrs. Reese, Mr. Oleyar, Mrs. Dexheimer
and many others, turning their backs on student
problems.

This leaves only one alternative; the students. I
believe in some of their demands; over-crowded con-
ditions, (which existed before I entered the system)
the schedule of classes, the split sessions, the seemingly
unfair "three days" policy, (although Mr. Martin has
not, to my knowledge, given his side of the story). As
for a dress code, I cannot go along with "way out"
as a decisive line for proper attire.

I think, for what it is worth, that the taxpayers of
this city, be they Catholic, Protestant, Jewish, or
whatever should demand an investigation and evalua-
tion of the situation which should have been done a long
time ago. The Officials of our fair city have been
"planning" now for well over ten years; isn't it time
to stop playing with models and talking about million
dollar projects and doing something about this mess?

As for the students, use what you have, your Student
Government and your committees, and if you demand,
demand meetings with your faculty and your Board of
Education and work out a dress code, a decent "three
days" policy, and set up some rules and guidelines
to clarify the situation. Take your unrest and try to work
out possibly a work-study program (completing schol-
astic requirements and earning a living at the same
time) and use up the extra time being spent in study
halls, or perhaps with the help of interested citizens,
become aware of the problems surrounding alcoholism
and drug abuse in the high school.

After living through two Strikes at Trenton State
College, I know that, although a lot is promised to
alleviate the situation, only a very marginal amount
of these promises are kept, and most of the time,
disciplinary .action and means of suppression are
strengthened by the governing body. Change takes
time, which most of us are unwilling to allow for, but
my claas, clauses before and classes after us initiated
changes;, tt&t even if we didn't see, others did.

Do something constructive before it is too late -
or ia it tot* late already?

PUBLIC URGED TO
MAKE TIRE CHECK1

With F i r e Prevention
Week being observed next
week (October 3-9), Mayor
William E. O'Leary, Albert
Sorrentino, F i r e Chair-
man, Chester Meinzer,
Fire Marshal, and Robert
Munck, F i r e Chief, ap-
pealed to local residents
to take time out to fire
check t h e i r homes,
garages, and places of
business.

Although fire cost more
than $2.8 billion in losses
last year, its most terrible
coat is counted, not in dol-
lars, but in human misery.

Fire claimed 12,200 lives,
in this country last year. *
Of these, over one-third
were children. Many hun-
dreds of fire victims are
s t i l l recovering from
serious, often disfiguring,
injuries.

LEGAL ACTION A6AINST
CITY DROPPED

Legal action which the
Augusta St. Citizens Com-
mittee took to Superior
Court and filed on August
4th against the city and
officials was reported
dropped. According to
Peter Selesky, the com-
mittee's legal council, the
suit would be renewed Jf
the appeal now before the
City Council does not meet
with the prescribed condi-
tions,

James F. Tustin, attorney
for the Zoning Board of Ad-
justment, said that Judge
David H. Furman of the
Superior Court ruled on
Friday, September 24 that
the "complaint against all
the defendants, which in-
cludes the Mayor and Coun-
cllmen, and board mem-
bers, individually and as
representatives of the city,
is dismissed without pre-
judice..." The complaint
would have to be refiled
again to acquire legal
status.
William Garaffa, one of

the plaintiffs in the com-
plaint stated, yesterday, "I
was talking to our council
this morning, and the case
against the c i ty and of-
ficials, s t i l l stands."
Garaffa is of the opinion
that only the suit against
the Zoning Board of Ad-
justment is dropped.
Named as defendants in

the suit were: Mayor Will-
iam E. O'Leary, Indi-
vidually and as mayor of
the City; Thomas E. Downs
chairman of ttje board of
Adjustment; James F.
Coan, Building Inspector;
Planning Board and the Mc-
C or mack Sand Company.
The suit was instituted by
Frank DeFillppo, Paul Ko-
sovich, Mabel Brett, Will-
iam Garaffa, T h e r e s a
Ellis, Julia Weber, Mary
Kosovlch, Gregory Koso-
vixh, James H. Shaw, Ed-
ward Mezinski, Anable
Etuchak and V i c t o r
Mackiel.

The city was represented
by John Mullane and James
F. Tuatin. Arthur W. Bur-
gess represented the Me
Cormack Sand Co.

During the past months
numerous complaints were
aired at council meetings
by the Augusta Street resi-
dents about the noise, vi-
brations, dust, drainage
problems.

At the laBt council meet-
ing the legal representa-
tives of the Me Cormack
Sand Company advised the
city via letter that the sand
firm will assume full re-
sponsibility for any and all
damage claim filed by area
residents resulting from
the firms local operation.

Prior to the receipt of
the letter by the council,
the local Planning Boards
announced that the seven
stipulations made to the
sand company have been
met.

The stipulations provide
that the company reduce
the noise and vibrations
emanating from the opera-
tion.

The planning board's
action, which places the
company in line to be
granted a major subdivi-
sion, is being appealed by
committee members.

The appeal is based on
residents' complaints that
drainage problems to their
homes, in addition to the
noise and vibrations, have
developed as a result of
the company's stockpiling
of sand on its property.

The group's appeal also
notes that inadequate buf-
fering provisions have been
made by the company and
that sound tests of the op-
eration conducted by the
State, have allegedly been
concealed by the mayor
and city administrators.

When the tests were made
with trains similar to those
used at the company opera-
tion, findings revealed that
such noise over a period
of time would be harmful
to a person.
Another test by the state

was taken at the company's
site involving only four
railcars. There are now
approximately 86 such cars
and the tracks come within
20 feet of homes.
No hearing date has yet

been set by the council.

HOUSING CRISIS INMAN'S TOPIC
James Inman, Republican

Assembly candidate from
district 7C, today revealed
he would present his dis-
trict's "housing crisis" to
Governor William Cahill's
Housing Task Force for
legislative action.
"After talking with People

for Inman groups in
Carteret and Perth Amboy_
last week, I found that over
50 per cent of the housing
in those two towns was
built before 1940. This con-
centration pf older homes
can quickly turn into sub-
standard housing because
of costly repairs bills
backed against high taxes,"
the candidate said.

The South Amboy council-
man pointed to the housing
squeeze across the nation
where increasing numbers
of citizens, both old and
young, are finding them-
selves priced out of the
housing market.

"As the construction
costs soar, the new housing
declines to the point where
the demand for new housing
now exceeds the number
of housing started by some
60,000 units each year,"
Inman said.

The councilman said his
own housing researchers
showed there were more
elderly citizens, young
people and people on fixed
incomes who need housing
in District 7C, but the new
housing units are priced
in the $30,000 to $40,000
and up range.

"We are producing less
and less low income and
moderate income homes,
yet the majority of our dis-
trict is in the middle in-
come range/' Inman said,
"we have to provide some
means for our older homes
to be renovated without di-
lapidating into substandard
housing due to prohibitive
costs.

The candidate said that
many homeowners of older
homes in South Amboy,
Carteret and Perth Amboy
put "alot of time and money
into keeping up their prop-
erties."

"But a major problem
comes, a tax hike, and the
high cost of repairs puts
this middle Income home
owner at a disadvantage,"
Inman said.

The candidate plans to
send his research statis-
tics both to the governor's
housing coordinator and to
the housing task force, so
older housing needs can be
included in the state's new
thrust in housing.

The Housing Task Force
is charged with research-
ing, analyzing and prepar-
ing legislative recommen-
dations for action including
a new state uniform build-
ing code to the governor.

Inman pointed to the newly
created New Jersey Mort-
gage Finance Authority and
the newly established 40
year home mortgages as a
start by the legislature
toward solving the housing
crisis.

Rent Stabilization EAGLE-ECHO
Sought by Kolodziej
Edwin A. Kolodziej, Dem-

ocratic candidate for Mid-
dlesex County Assembly-
man-at-Large, called for
legislative action on pro-
posals to create rent stab-
ilization boards "as the
prime weapon in prevent-
ing rent gouging of tenants
during housing shortages".
"I see absolutely no use

in appealing to President
Nixon for rent stabiliza-
tion as one Republican As-
semblyman did this week
when the New Jersey Leg-
islature's 3 to 1 Republican
majority has had before it
for months a sound pro-
posal to protect tenants
throughout the state," Ko-
lodziej said.

The candidate called for
enactment of the bill spon-
sored by M i d d l e s e x
County's three senators,
John A. Lynch, Norman
Tanzman and J. Edward
Crabiel, which would
create rent stabilization
boards at the county level-
agencies empowered to ap-
prove or disapprove of rent
increases during housing
shortages.
"I can only presume that

the bill lacks attraction
for the overwhelming Re-
publican majority in the
Legislature because it was
introduced by Democrats,"
Kolodziej said.
"I am certain that work

by these Republican As-
semblymen for passage of
the rent stabilization mea-
sure would have provided
far more benefit to senior
citizens, young married
couples ana other tenants
paying high rents than
would a rather hollow ap-
peal in the form of a letter
to President Nixon a few
weeks be fore election
day," Kolodziej said.

The senators' bill is fair
and reasonable and offers
the answer to protecting
tenants while at the same
time allowing legitimate
rent increases," Kolodziej
said.
The candidate said the bill

provides that , when the
ratio of vacant apartments
in any county falls below
3 per cent a serious shor-
tage exists, and landlords
must make application for
rent increases to the county
level board.
"The landlord would be

required to document his
tax situation and overall
costs to show why he is
entitled to the increase,"
Kolodziej said. "The ten-
&ntB or their representa-
tives would be entitled to
file a counter argument".

The bill provides that the
county t e n t stabilization
board be fairly balanced
and include representa-
tives of landlords and ten-
ants groups as well as Im-
partial members. More-
over, Kolodziej said, the
bill provides that the State
Department of Community
Affairs conducts an Im-
mediate survey, of all
counties to determine
housing shortages and that
the survey be updated each
year.
" This is the sound, logical

approach that deserves a
-legislator's support,' Ko-
lodziej said.
"The time has long since

passed for us In New Jersey
to take positive steps to
protect tenants' rights and
to prevent unscrupulous
landlords front victimizing
people who cal ill afford
such gouging when paying
for a place to live, Ko-
lodziej said.
"The w o r s e a housing

shortage becomes, the
worse unprotected tenants
may be victimized by un-
r e a s o n a b l e rent in-
