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CITY CURFEW FOR TEENAGERS
TO BE ENFORCED, O’LEARY

The highlight of the reg-
ular meeting of the City
Council was announced by
Mayor William E, O'Leary
and concurred by members
of the city counhcil, that the
South Amboy Police De-
partment is ‘‘not going to
do baby sitting’’ for parents
who do not accept the re-
sponsibility of taking care
of their own children.
Mayor O’Leary and
Council president Frank
Zebro stated that they took
a tour of duty with the
police department on Fri-
day nite for about three
hours, and they were highly
complimentary of the
efforts of the policemen,
especially patrolrhenAug-
ust Charmello and Robert
Kelly,

The Mayor asked City So~
licitor John Mullane and
City Administrator Edward
McLain to follow through
on the ordinance which will
impliment the curfew on
youngsters under eighteen.
Zebro disclosed when he
questioned an out-of-town
youngster whom he encoun-
tered around mid-night and
was shocked by what he
learned. When asked where
his parents were -- the
12 year old answered, ‘“‘in
some tavern in Morgan.”
Members of the council
disclosed that they feel that
the parents will have to be
more accountable for their
children -- to the extent
of picking them ip at the
police headquarters if they
are picked up for curfew
violation. THere will be no
exceptions, Zebro said.

That nite, the police were -

summoned by a Stevens
Ave, resident, ‘“who called
police, when his Qatience
were exhausted, the
Mayor said. The backyard
of the complaintant ‘“was
cesspool, litered with
bottles and beer cans and
used in lieu of a toilet,”
Zebro said “It was a dis-
grace.’

O’Leary said that the
police force is going to
be ‘‘beefed up” for the
week-ends to resolve these
problems, Zebro remarked
that **if necessary the en~
tire police force will be
put on the night shift to
restore things to normal.”
James Beshada, of Broad-
way called attention to the
council that he felt nothing
was done about his com-
plaint regarding liter along
Broadway. He said that
people are putting their
garbage in paper bags and
stray dogsare draging Uter
through the streets.
Beshada suggested that
the commuter parking
which is on the landfill,
should be fenced in and a
charge be made for
parking. “This’’, he satd,
‘will create a few jobs
for local people and be an
income to the city.
O’Leary’s comment on this
was that Councilman Al
Sorrentino is looking into
these possibilities with a
local parking authority.

Stanley Jankowskd sug-
gested that the $2 parking

fine be raised inasmuch,
‘*It doesn’t hurtthe pocket-
book, because itisas cheap
as a parking fee, and {f
you get away with it a few
day’ 8, you re ahead of the
game,’ City Solicitor
Mullane was directed rto
look into the possibility of
raising the parking fines.
Mullane said, that the pro-
cedure necessary would be
for the clty magistrate to
apply to the assignment
judge for permission.
Jankowski also com-
plained of a freight train
blocking John St, for 35
minytes. Zebro informed
him it was illegal, as the
limit for any train to block
local streets is setbyordi-
nance at seven minutes.
Councilman Robert Les-
lie, suggested that local
residents can help the
parking situation in town,
by reporting any com=-
muters cars to police, who
are instructed to ticket
them Lesalie stated, that
people should’t wait until
two o’clock to do it, be-
caus¢ most restricted
parklng in town is for four
hours,

Announcement
of the on-going campaign
was made by Daniel A,
Zack‘, president of the hos-
pital’s Board of Governors,
The campaign will start
concurrently with con-
struction of the hospital's
new $7 million facility at
540 Bordentown Ave, South
Amboy.

Solicitation of residents of
the 17 communities in the
broad region served by the
hospital will be carried
out annually through direct
mail, literature and per-
sonal solicitation, Towns
scheduled for solicitation
are: South Amboy, Keyport,
Parlin, Sayreville, Morgan,
Laurencge Harbor, Cheese~
quake, Matawan, Madison
Township,
Spotswood, Jamesburg,
Helmetta, Monroe Town-

ship, East Brunswick,
Milltown and Cliffwood
Beach, '

Mr. Zack, in commenting
on the anticipated cam-
paign, said: ‘' Participation
in hospital affairs and reg-
ular financial support on
the part o the entire com-
munity are vitally import-
ant to the hospital’s build-
ing program ang to lits
function as a €ommunity
health center. Building a
community hospital, there-
fore, becomes a task which
involves everyone in the
communirties which will
benefit from the resultant
improved health care.”

Three year goal for the
on-going fund campaign has
been set at $1,810,000. The
funds will be usadto reduce
mortgage commitments of
over $3 million incurredin
the hospital’s current -ex-
pansion program, A total
of $1,300,000 n}fas been
granted in state and fed-
eral funds. After grants and
with available funds on
hand, $3,400,000 is needed
to complete the acute care
facilities and $300,000 is
required for completion of
a community mental health
center,

The
only solution he offered,
was to get a box trap from
the ASPCA and turn thecat
over to them, A member of
the audience offered a cat-
repellent suggestion = he
sald it was performed with
a paint brush and turpen-
tine.

Funds are available for this
purpose, the mayor said,
and we should get our
share, because we suffered
damage not only tothe road
surface, but much damage
to water mains and catch
basins.

Mrs. Brennan was re-
quested to send a letter to
Freeholder George Otlow-
ski to express the city’s
interest in garbage region-
allzatlon. The municipal-
ity's garbage contract with
the Jersey Sanitation Co.
expires in June, 1973, If
garbage regionalization
becomes a reality, it will
be a great savings to the
city, Zebro remarked.

The false alarm menace
has come to play over the
weekend, The Mayor
stressed the seriousness
of the matter. Fire Chief
Rebert Munck is reported
to be pressing charges
against one of the suspects
in the false alarm spree.
The concesses of the coun-
cil is that the courts should
deal harshly withany guilty
party to the crime.

Eventually,
however, ‘25 or go'’ work-
ers will be laid off, he said.

Goldsmith, who joined
Spiral as president in May,
said the suspensjon of op-
erations has ‘““taken effect
already.”

The company, which takes
scrap material and refines
silver and o
metals from it, suffered
a $536,000 loss inthe quar-~
ter period that ended June
30, the company said,

And i{ts year-end inven-
tory revealed a ‘‘substan-
tial loss of precious met-
als,” believed to have re-
sulted from the use of new
equipment and changes in

er precious-

the refining process insti-
tuted this year.

The company said the
exact loss cannot bedeter-
mined because of uncer-.
tainty concerning the
precious metal content of
the unrefined material.

Kaplan, who started the
company in 1961, will re-
main a member of the board
of trustees.

The company attributed
its decision to suspend
most refinery operationsto
its heavy lasses. Most of
the company’s other sub-
sidlaries are operating
profitably and are not af-
fected by the decision to
curtali operations here.

The resignation of Jack
Kaplan as chairman and
chief executive officer of
the company was announced
simultaneously with the
notice of suspension of
most refinery operations.
