We would
also like to know were these policemen were the night the
school was vandalized?

Public School Ramsacked
By Vandals

Thirteen hours after the local public schools were
vandalized, local police apprehended three of the four
youths responsible. One youth is still being sought.

The entry and damage was discovered by Super-
intendent of Schools Eugene Dobrzynski when he made
an inspection of the school buildings on Sunday moraing.
Most of the damage was done to the elementary school
floor which the vandals used in the attempt to open the
school safe. ,

The break in the case occured when two youths
. were-pick»d up on Sunday-flight4n the Maaoaie Temple.

They were eating sandwiches and drinking jsoda pop
when they were apprehended,

The Youths are being held in the Juvenile Detention
Home In North Brunswick awaiting a preliminary hearing
on charges of juvenile delinquency.

Entry, according the Dobrzynski was gor.ten through a
window on the roof of the elementary school, which
leads to a lecture room in the high school building.

Tools used for entry into other rooms in the building
were taken from the school's manual training room.
In the principal's office, a window was shattered and
the jpandels tried to gain entry into the school safe
with a hacksaw and later with two half gallon jugs
of sulfuric and hydroflouric acids.

A storage closet adjacent to the lecture room was
broken into, after the door to the room was torn out
of the frame. In all ten doors were jimmied or windows
smashed, in an apparent search for money and valuables,
Dobrzynski said.

$5 ,0000 DAMAGE ESTIMATED

The police made a rough estimate of $5000.00 in
damages.
Supt. of Schools Dobrzynski> when questioned on the

extend of the damages stated that on Wednesday, It
was still dificult to make a full estimate of the
damages in that the effects of the acid could not be
determined. The adjuster from the insurance company,
did not arrive at a figure as yet. He will return in
two weeks to make his report. No personal items
belonging to the teachers as yet were reported missing.
Many of the tools were damaged, and some are still
missing, according to Dobrzynski.

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OEM. ASSEMBLYMEN CALL FOR OVERHAUL
OF STATES TAX STRUCTURE

SCENES OF OAMAfiE AT HOFFMAN SCHOOLS IIITUJLIY
Democratic Assembly-

men John J. Fay Jr. and
Thomas J. Deverin called
for an overhaul of the
state's tax structure and
implementation of the
Musto Commission report
on county government re-
form.
"We have reached the

critical point In New
Jersey/' Fay and Deverin
said. The people are de-
manding relief from the
crushing tax load. The
county government wants to
act but has no leverage.
The state government has
failed to meet its respon-
sibilities In reshaping the
tax structure. And the fed-
eral government Jiae been
reticent to step In and take
over some of the over-
riding costs."

The two Assembly men
urged the Republican Stat*
Administration to "fulfill
Its obligation" by fully util-
izing the Baceman-Tanz-
man bill for allocating $185
million for local school
costs.
"This is only one means

of lifting the costs of ed-
ucation from the backs of
the property ownsca." Fay
and Deverin said. 'There
are many more, but all of
them require support from
the 3 to 1 Republican ma-
jority in the legislature."
"Action must be taken im-

mediately to end this
vicious system of financing
schooU through property
taxes. As F r e e h o l d e r
George Otlowski said, 'it
Is unfair, inequitable, and
there is even a presump-
tion of illegality/".

The two Democrats
pledged support for allo-
cating lottery funds and 10
percent of the sales tax
revenues - a bill they now
sponsor - for use by mu-
nicipalities for costs of ed-
ucation. They also propose
extending the lottery to
daily play.

Fay and Deverin said,
"We have long been on
record in favor of raising
tax revenues by means of
legalized gambling. We
favor state - operated bet-
ting operations for horse
racing and other athletic
event 8.

" This method will not only
enhance the state treasury,
but it will be a massive
step toward eliminating Il-
legal gambling operations
in New Jersey?'

The emphasized that they
oppose a Republican-spon-
sored bill to allow casino
gambling operations in At-
lantic City, because it will
not benefit the state pri-
marily, only the hotel
owners."
Other proposals endorsed

by Fay and Deverin Include
the federal takeover of all
welfare costs. "The citi-
zens of New Jersey pay
$350 million annually for
welfare costs. Welfare
must be the concern of all
Americans, and It is the
duty of the federal govern-
ment to assume that re-
sponsibility," Fay and
Dereriir stated. "
They also support legisla-

tion empowering the state
to assume the costs of
courts and probation de-
partments.
" These are mandated

costs passed down from the
state to the county, and
thence to the taxpayer.
Since the municipalities
and the counties lack any
control over these costs,
it's incumbent on the state
to assume them." Fay and
Deverin asserted.
On the matter of counties

lacking power. Fay and
Deverin urged support for
the bill, S-513, which pro-
vides for options for new
forms of county govern-
ment, giving Increased
powers to the county over
autonous agencies, the
right to Initiate county-
m u n i c i p a l government
agreements and other
powers.
" T h i s Optional County

Charter bill is the direct
result of the Musto Com-
mission report," Fay and
Deverin said. "Its passage
in the legislature is es -
sential for the future of
county government.
"The New Jersey counties

today consist of 266 auto-
nomous agencies which
spend 80 per cent of the
county's budget without any
supervision from the Board
of Freeholders."
