VANDALISM TO EQUIPMENT
CITED BY POWER COMPANY

A letter from the Jersey
Central Power and Light
Company, offeringa change
of policy on street lighting
in certain sectlons of the
city was revealed at the
council meeting.

The JCP&L reported re-
peated damage to lighting
equipment In the area from
Broadway to the Water
Works and from Raritan
Street to Route 35. The
company spokesman said
this equipment was re-
placed more than twenty
times within one year. In
many cases the equipment
is repaired or replaced
one day, and. is damaged
the following day.

The equipment was in-
stalled in the areas at the
request of the city. In the
water works area, the
lights were installed to
make possible night skat-

%

¢ power company of-
fered the city two propo-
sals: One, to remove the
equipment., Two, that the
city be held resgponsible
for all damage tothe equip-
ment,

Mayor O'Leary asked that
the council meet with the
power company, to resolve
‘this serious proplem’’.
O’Leary stated that van-
dalism was also reported
in the land-fill parking
area, and asked that the
police keep a closer sur-
vailance on the area.

The mayor also asked the |

police to bear-down on all
unlawful commuter park-
ing in the city. ‘Too many
of the commuters consider

it ‘cheap parking’ to get
a ticket a week, If they are
ticketed  dally, they'll

change their minds.”
Council president Frank

7C asking them to sponsor
legislation that will hold
the parent liable for any
acts of vandalism by a
minor chiid.

Mayor O’Leary remarked
that he'was glad to see the
police received recogni-
tion and praise from the
Board of Education on their
fast solution of the act of
vandalism which occured

The curfew, Zebro re-
marked will be enforced.
Any child found on the
streets after eleven o’clock
will be picked up and
brought to the police head-’
quarters and retained until
the parent picks up the
child. The exception, the

clear the streets. ,
Councilman Al Sorrentino
requested that a follow-up
letter be sent to the Rail-
road regarding the condi-
tion of the road bed on Au-
gusta Street and John
Street.

DeMat-
tio stated that the Fire
Department sponsored fixe
drille in all the schools,
and that one public school
