Board was represented by
Attorney James Rey. The
McCormack Sand Company
was represented by Attor-
ney Arthur W, Burgess.
Council president Frank
Zebro chaired the meeting.

Selesky called four wit-
negses, l.e., Mrs, Frank
De Fillipo, Mrs. PaulKos-
ovich, Mrs. Mabel Brett
and Victor Mackiel, all four
are Augusta residents with
properties adjacent to or
