TO THE EDITOR:
Dear Sir:

During the past several weeks we old-time first aiders
have been reading about attempts of State employees to
control local rescue squads.

Where were these same State officials when dedicated
volunteers painstakingly developed the network of
voluntary rescue squads now existing in this state - a
network second to none in the country?

Many volunteers affiliated with rescue squads have
had almost thirty years o f experience. Many are as
qualified as professionals from long experience and
training.
Not only advanced Red Cross First Aid but Cardio-

pulmonary Rescucltation, Emergency Childbirth and
Heavy Rescue were the rule in most squads long before
the state bureaucracy took an interest In mis voluntary
service to the community.

First aiders don't need to be doctors. They need
to know first aid and rescue, not medical treatment.
The basic principles of first aid were not developed
yesterday. They are well known and are fully avail-
able from long established sources. The idea that first
aiders require a newly contrived 81 hour training
program, 71 hours of which must be instruction by a
licensed physician and 10 hours hospital training is
simply the dream of an empire building bureaucrat.

Let us ask ourselves how much the average citizen
would-be paying out of his pocket if our first aid and
rescue service, instead of being performed by dedicated
volunteers was in the hands of government employees,
paid from our ever-increasing taxes.

Every citizen who has benefited from the free service
of our hard working rescue squad members should
express himself against this Invasion of a long es-
tablished public service by bureaucrats who were never
there when the non-paid pioneer woft was being done.

EUGENE NIETO NAMED TO
HEALTH PLANNING COUNCIL

Eugene J. Nieto, admin-
istrator of South Amboy
Memorial Hospital, has
been named to a committee
which will develop a com-
prehensive health planning
agency for this area. The
committee is comprised of
persons representing con-
sumer, business, educa-
tional, medical and munci-
pal elements in central New
Jersey.

The committee will assist
the state in forming "B"
Agency, whose purpose will
be to improve and maintain
the highest level of health
care possible within the
georgraphlcal boundaries
designated by the New Jer-
sey State Health Planning
Council. The Council, or-
ganized in 1968 under the
Federal Comprehensive
Health Planning and Public
Health Services Act of 1966
(Public Law 89-749) and
Partnership for Health
Amendments of 1967 (Pub-

lic Law 90-174), has
divided New Jersey into
four areas for purposes of
public health planning. The
area covered by the new
committee is known as
Area 3. It Includes these
counties: Hunterdon, Mer-
cer, Middlesex, Monmouth,
Ocean and Somerset.

Funds for operation of the
Comprehensive Heal th
Planning Agency and its
advisory State Health Plan-
ning Council are provided
by f e d e r a l and state
governments on a 75-25
matching basis. This part-
nership for health legisla-
tion has removed legal
restrictions on federal
funds, formerly available
for specific disease pro-
blems only. The state may
now channel funds into
health activities for which
it feels there is the great-
est need.

Marshaling of all avail-
able public and private
health resources-National,
state and local-Is being en-
couraged in order to pro-
duce comprehensive health
services of high quality.
Goal of the program is to
provide maximum health
care at the lowest possible
cost. s

Elements for which the
committee, will be respon-
sible are:

1. Better health care for
the disadvantaged.

2. Health manpower.
3. Areawide comprehen-

sive health planning.
4. Health care costs.
5. Health facilities plan-

ning.
6. Environmental health.
7. Consumer education

and involvement.

commence studying for the
priesthood at St. Mary's
College in Kentucky where
he graduated In 1964. HIB
theological studies were
completed at Christ the
King Seminary, St. Bona-
venture University and St.

In 1968 he was or-
dained in Patterson, N.J.

STRONG VOTE IN SOUTH AMBOY
IN TUESDAY'S GENERAL ELECTION

The General Election held
on Tuesday gave Third
Ward Councilman James
W. Inman a strong "favor-
ite son" vote in his un-
successful attempt to gain
an assembly seat in Tues-
day's election.

Locally Inman carried
four of the "nine districts.
Inman polled 1711 votes,
John Fay, Jr. polled 1330,
Thomas Deverin 1134, and
Kenneth Oleckna 1051.

Running in District 7C,
Inman polled 21,554, Ken-
neth Oleckna, 19,513; John
J. Fay 35,265, and Thomas
Deverin, 33,746.
In the senate contest, John

A Lynch was top vote get-
ter in the city polling 1714
votes, J. Edward Crablel,
1678 and Norman Tanz-
man 1619. The Republican
candidates for senate
showed little contest: Leo-
nard Tobias received 866
votes, Charles Griffith
882 and Independent Ed-
ward Gavarny, received 51
votes.
Edwin A. Kolodz ieJ ,

Sayreville Attorney run-
ning forassembly-at-large
polled 1,534 votes while his
Republican opponent netted

595 votes. Independent Ar-
thur H. Stock polled 575
votes.

Democratic candidate for
sheriff Joseph DeMarino
polled 1,434 votes, com-
pared to Republican incum-
bent John J. Flanagan's
1,073. Independent candi-
date Walter L. Spratford
received 60 votes.
Incumbent Democratic

Freeholders John A. Phil-
lips, Thomas Molyneuxand
Stephen Capestro polled
pluralities in the city, with
1,702, 1,596 and 1,576 votes
respectively.

Republican candidates for
freeholder Richard A.
Cooper, Barry F. Moore
and John W. Sylvia polled
923, 893 and 847 votes
respectively.
South Amboy voters were

against the college bond
issue 1,068 to 962, but fa-
vored public questions
dealing with increased sen-
ior Citizens' tax exemp-
tions 1,744 to 387, and
the Green Acres Bond issue
1,318 to 668.
Over half of the registered

voters turned out for what
wa s expected by be a very
light vote locally.

HEAVY TRUCKS TO BE BARRED
OFF BERTRAM AVENUE

The post-election meeting
of the city council was the
shortest meeting in many
months.

The city council adopted a
resolution to restrict Ber-
tram Avenue to vehicles
under four-tons.

This action was brought
about because of the nu-
merous complaints of res-
ident complaining about the
street being used by heavy
sand trucks entering Ber-
tram Avenue from Main
Street and traveling south
to Catherine Street into
Highway 35 or going di-
rectly into Bordentown
Avenue. S i g n s reading
"Trucks Over 4-Tons
Excluded" will be posted.

The council authorized
Business Administrator
Edward McLane to file ap-
plication for Federal finan-
cial assistance under the
Federal Disastor Act. Mc-
Lane stated that the city
suffered costly damage
during and after Doria, and
that substantial funds are
being sought.

Mayor William O'Leary
delegated Councilman Al-
bert Sorrentino to repre-
sent him at the Public
U t i l i t i e s Commission's
hearing which was held
yesterday. The mayor
urged a good attendance to
voice opposition to the re-
quest of the Public Service
Transport company to dis-
continue certain bus ser-
vice between South Amboy
and New Brunswick.

On October 26th, Council
president Frank Zebro re-
ported that he and repre-
sentatives o f Middlesex
County Engineering office
surveyed several problem
areas which have been
causing problems during
heavy rains. The area north
of Briggs and south of the
railroad bridge has suffer-
ed severely during the past
two months. Zebro said,
that the county will erect
a series of bulkheads to
cope with the problem.
Otherwise, the cost to the
city could be in the amount
of $200,000.00. The sewers
on the foot of Raritan St.
will service by a Jet-
stream d e v i c e in the
attempt to make them more
effective.

Counc i lma n-at-1 a r g e
Theodore Lewandoski said
that a survey will be under-
taken in the city to deter-
mine how many housing
have rain pipe connections
into the sewer system. Ac-
cording to Lewandoski, the
normal output into the sew-
age system is approxim-
ately 800,000 gallons a day.
Whereas, on rainy days it
can exceed 1,500,000 gals.
"This situation must be
corrected before we tie
in with the County Sewage
Authority, otherwise the
cost will be outrageous."
Sorrentino reported that

Business Administrator
McLane received a letter
from the Railroad assuring
the city that they will at-
tend to the complaints made
by Councilman Sorrentino
regarding the conditions
existing on the track be-
tween Augusta Street and
John Street.

Sorrentino reported a
meeting of the newly
formed South Amboy Park-
ing Advisory Committee.
The committee will be en-
larged to seven members,
and Sergeant James Tedes-
co will be appointed as
technical advisor. He sug-
gested that Parking stalls
or lines be painted on
Broadway to utilize the
parkins spaces more ef-
ficiently. Also, he request-
ed repairs be\ made to the
dommuter parking lot
caused by recent washouts.

A resolution was passed
expressing sympathy to the
family of the late Miss Bar-
bara Hahn, a former sum-
mer recreation department
councilor.

The next meeting of the
city council will be on Mon-
day, November 15, 1971,
instead of Tuesday*
because of the New Jersey
Municipalities Convention.

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RATE INCREASE EXPLAINED BY ICPL * NJPL VICE PRESIDENT
A top offical of Jersey

Central Power & Light
Company and of New Jer-
sey Power & Light Com-
pany today tied their re-
cent requests for a rate In-
crease to the Inflationary
situation now being exper-
ienced by every homeowner
In the State.

Pointing out that the num-
ber involved In a rate In-
crease case are neces-
sarily lare—and not always
readily understandftbie—
George J. Schneider, vice
president-finance of the
two Companies, Illustrated
the financial plight that led
to the request for rate re-
lief by JCPL-NJPL by re-
casting It in terms of a
typical homeowner. Hear-
ings on the JCPL-NJPL
rate request for a 31 per
cent increase will open No-
vember 8 before the N.J.
State Board of Public Util-
ity. Commiasloaers. ^ - ._

'"In the mid-sixties, the
interest rate on a mort-
gage for the purchase of a
home was between 4 per
cent and 5-1/2 per cent/*
Mr. Schneider said, ''and
one could expect to buy a
presentable home in a New
Jersey suburban commun-
ity for $20,000 after a mo-
dest down payment. Paying
off the mortgage and the
interest on the principal at
about 5-1/2 per cent would
cost die owner about
$1,325 a year."

''Nowadays, he would pro-
bably pay twice as much
for a similar house—and
the interest rate would have
Increased to about 7-1/2
per cent—so that, ina year,
he would pay approximately
$3,356 annually on' his
mortgage, or more than two
-and-a-half times what he
did in the mid-sixties."

JCPL-NJPL spent about
$69 million on new facil-
ities in 1965, Mr. Schnei-
der pointed out, and, during
1971, we spent approximat-
ely $157 million. The aver-
age interest cost on the
long-term debt issued in
1965 was less than 5 per
cent, but the interest coat
on the debt securities
issued this year was about
8-1/2 per cent.

*'So, we have more than
doubled our annual con-
s t r u c t i o n requirement
since that time and the in-
terest rate on such securi-
ties between 1965 and 1971
has risen by 71 per cent,"
Mr. Schneider said. "This
means that we face extra
interest charges every
year hereafter of nearly
$5 million every year on
the long-term debt we
sold in 1971 alone."

Touching on increases in
taxes, tht utility official
noted that a typical New
Jersey homeowner in 1965
would probably have paid
about $700 a year In com-
munity taxes on his $20,000
home.

*'Now he can expect to pay
$1,200 a year— or over
70 per cent more in taxes,"
he said.

This increase reflects die
higher payroll and other
municipal costs involved
in providing, the community
services and facilities that
we have all grown to ex-
pect, Mr. Schneider stated,
and, while we all complain,
he said, "we recognize that
we do not want to do with-
out these services and fa-
cilities/'
The experience of JCPL-

NJPL has been similar to
that of the householder, MrN
Schneider claimed.

He noted mat in 1965 the
Companies paid State taxes
of $12 million and that they
expect, in 1971, to pay $21
million, an increase of $9
million or 75 per cent.
He also pointed out that

these taxes are allocated
to the various communi-
ties in the State and have
helped to defray their
costs. It is probable, he
said, that without die taxes
from JCPL-NJPL, the In-

dividual homeowner's tax-
es would have been greater.

"We are not complaining
about our tax bills," Mr.
Schneider said, "and we
mention taxes only to illus-
trate die fact that die Com-
panies are not operating in
any different environment)
that die individual home-
owner.

"We are all subject to die
same economic factors, die
same Inflationary trends,
die same competition for
labor, facilities and ser-
vices—and if die Compan-
ies are to continue to pro- .
vide die services which our
customers have grown to
expect, we also are going
to have to pay die cost of
providing diem."

Mr. Schneider asked:
"How many are aware that
die unit cost of electric
service has decreased over
die past decade, while die
hojnqgowitexU net income
(after taxes) and the price
of most goods and services
have been increasing?

"In die counties in die
service areas of JCPL-
NJPL, the average home-
owner's Income has in-
creased from about $8,000
in 1960 to about $13,000
in 1970. And, by 1970 we
find he is spending 94 per
cent more in discount and
department stores, 34 per
cent more on food and drugs
an d 25 per cent more on
automobiles, even though
he wasn't getting more food
or better clothing, autosor
appliances in 1960.

J' Although his electric bill
has Increased on an annual
basis, it still represents
less than 1-1/2 per cent
of his income—as it did in
I960—but in 1970 he used
85 per cent more electric
energy at a unit cost, i.e.,
cost per kilowatt hour,
which waB 10 per cent less
than he was paying in
1960."
In line widr this, the util-

ity executive mentioned
that In August, 1969, die
two C o m p a n i e s had
requested an increase in
rates averaging about 14
per cent. He noted that
the request was based on
the Companies' costs in
1968, and that only part
of die increase was granted
and that it didn't become
effective until die last half
of 1970.

"The difference in die
amount that we requested
and what we received was
about $6 million," Mr.
Schneider said. "In die two
years that elapsed between
1968 and 1970, die costs of
labor, fuel and doing bus-
iness generally rose so
rapidly diat we found our-
selves In die situation of
having had to spend in 1971
alone more than $157
million on new facilities
—widi die propsect of hav-
ing to .spend $1.2 billion
more from 1972 to 1976
—without any way of pro-
viding (widiout further rate
Increases) die extra cost
of die new money required
to purchase and install
these facilities."

The rate o f Inflation has
been so great, he said, that
since die filing of the appli-
cation for rate relief in
1969, die unit costs of en-
ergy alone (die actual cost
of furnishing a kilowatt
hours widiout anydiing
toward Interest or return
on die property used to
produce, transmit and
distribute the power) will
have added about $27 mil-
lion to JCPL-NJPL's op-
erating expenses in 1971.

After taking into consi-
deration die effect of die
fuel adjustment clause
granted to die two com-
panies earlier this year,
Mr. Schneider said, die net
increase in die annual op-
erating costs for energy
"will amount to about $25
million more diantbe costs
we submitted as our ex-
perience in die 1969
filing."

He said that a Urgeitpaxt
of die increase was due to
a shortage of die low sulfur
content oil now mandatory
In oil-burning power plants
to satisfy environmental
regulations in die State.

"Estimates indicate diat
die barrel price of low
sulfur content oil is more
mat double die cost of die
fuel diat might odierwise
be burned in electric gen-
erating stations/' Mr.
Schneider noted.

"We recognize our obli-
gation to do everything we
can to protect die environ-
ment. But we must point
out diat precipitators to
limit die emission of par-
tlculate m a t t e r from
stacks, die development of
a system to eliminate
sulfur dioxide from me ef-
fluent from generating sta-*
tions and die putting of
lines underground all in-
crease our costs, _ .__,..

"Our companies, as well
as all odier companies,
cannot absorb such costs
widiout increasing die cost
of our product," he said.
He said diat one indication

of where die escalation of
costs has led Is die fact
that* as a result of a defi-
cit in taxable income, JCPL
-NJPL will not only not
pay any Federal Income tax'
in 1971, but will, instead,
receive a Federal tax re-
fund of more than $1 mil-
lion.

"Widiout this refund,"
Mr. Schneider said, "New
Jersey Power & Light
Company would have shown
a net loss for die year."

In die future, he empha-
sized, die two companies
must face capital expendi-
tures of $1.2 billion in die
five years 1972-1976.
At least $600 million of

dlis amount will have to
come from external finan-
cing through die sale of
securities, he said. If die
rates on fixed-Income se-
curities continue at their
present high levels, die
executive- noted, die com-
panies will need about $21

1 million more each year
hereafter just to pay die
difference between dieir
present overall interest
rate and die rates they
expect to. pay in the future.

In addition, he stated,
some of die two Companies
first mortgage bonds, is-
sued 30 years ago, will
become payable in die midV
seventies. One issue, due]
in 1976, carries an annual
Interest rate of rwo-and-
seven -eighdis per cent.
Today's rates ~ about
8-1/2 per cent—would
amount to an increase of
almost $2 million a year
for each year diereafter,
he said.

"I think die reasons for
our being compelled to seek
rate Increases are appar-
ent," Mr. Schneider said,
emphasizing diat he felt die
Companies were not being
unresponsive to die Admin-
istration's wage - price
freeze by seeking die rate
increase at this time.
He said diat die reliable

supply of abundant electri-
city is basic to die nation's
growth and Is an indispen-
sable factor in providing
Increased productivity, in-
increased job opportunity
and die maintaining of a
viable economy.

"The nation's utility com-
panies can provide energy
at these increased levels
only by receiving rate re-
lief, and I submit diat rate
increases are in die beet
interests of die country and
do not contravene die intent
of die wage-price freeze,"
he stated.
