DROPPING OF PS BUS ROUTES
BRINGS LIST OF PROTESTS

WILLIAM KURTZ NAMED
TO HOSPITAL BOARD

SPECIAL MEETING
FOR SOUTH AMBOY

BOARD OF EDUCATION
The South Amboy Board

of Education will hold a
special meeting on Friday,
November 12, 1971 at 8
p.m. in the School Admin-
istration Building on John
Street.

The regular meeting of the
board will be held on the
22nd of November Instead
of the 24th.
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Concern over dropping the
two bus routes that link
South Amboy with New
Brunswick and adjoining
areas brought many citi-
zens to the Public Utili-
ties Commission hearing
held last weekjn the South
River High School Auditor-
ium. .

Representatives f r o m
South Amboy, Sayreville,
Milltown, South River and
East Brunswick voiced
their opposition to the re -
quest of Public Service
Coordinated Transport Co.
to cancel two bus routes,
2 and 12-58. The testimony
from the opponents cen-
tered around the fact that
the individuals who will
suffer the most would be
the elderly, students at-
tending school and com-
muters. Also that dropping
these routes would add se-
verely to worsening the
traffic congestion in the
area.

Transport's traffic man-
ager, Madison L. Edgerton,
said before the hearing be-
gan that route reduction is
necessary because the
company tost more than
$3 million last year and
losses this year will total
about $4.5 million.

Edgerton said subsidies
from the state or counties
would h e l p Transport
maintain its present oper-
ations. He noted that Essex,
Bergen and Union counties
and the sttt e have been
aiding "certain bus lines*'
in North Jersey. He said
those "certain lines'*'
losses basically are made
up by 25 per cent county
aid and 75 per cent state
aid. .

Company officials testi-
fied Oct. 19 in Newark that
Route 12-58, which oper-
ates weekdays 6 a.m. to
7 p.m. between New Bruns-
wick and South Amboy, Is
losing $60,500 a year. They
reported Route 2, which has
about the same territory,
is lofting around $42,000
annually. Both Routes cur.
tall service during daylight

hours Saturdays, with no
Sunday service, Edgerton
said.

Edward Borrone, counsel
for Transport, testified
last night that railroads in
the state carry about 310, -
000 passengers daily, while
Transport's buses haul
more than 700,000 a day.
Railroads get federal and
state subsidies, with "not
a cent" for Transport,
Borrone said.
"Unless s Transport can

get aid , , . it very shortly
will be unable to serve any
members of the state,"
Borrone declared.

Borrone asked if subsi-
died for Transport would be
endorsed by officials of the
six municipalities repre-
sented at the hearing: New
Brunswick, S a y r e v i l l e ,
Mllltowh-, South River,
South Amboy and East
Brunswick.
The general reply was

that subsidizing only would
be a last resort. Most of-
ficials stated that if
Transport would resche-
dule and modernize Us fa-
cilities, more passengers
would be attracted to bus
transportation.

Edward McLane, South
Amboy business adminis-
trator, pointed out that yes-
teryear s two-car family is
becoming a four-vehicle
tamily. r'Trafflc problems
are getting tremendous/'
he said, noting public
transportation must pro-
vide relief.

In reply to Borrone's ob-
servation that the "private
auto is (Transport's) big-
gest competitor," Sayre-
yllle Borough Attorney
John Everltt said, "There
are numerous people who
don't have cars in this
great affluent society we
have today."

Mary M. Kerr of 132
Coolidge Ava., Sayreville,
and a former mayor of that
borough, suggested Trans-
port use cheaper-operating
''Jitney-stylt" buses dur-
ing periods when passen-
ger traffic is Ugfat.

Daniel Zack, president of
the Board of Directors of
the South Amboy Memorial
Hospital announced the ap-
pointment of William Kurtz
as a member of the Board
of Directors.
