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JOINT SEWAGE SYSTEM PLANS
FURTHERED BY CITY COUNCIL

The ground work for the
creation of a Jointly operat-
ed sewage collection and
transmission system was
passed on first reading by
the city'B governing body at
the regular meeting on
Monday evening.

Funds required for the
project, according to May-
or William E. O'Leary can
be obtained from state and'
federal grant if application
is made promptly. The city
and the Borough of Sayre-
ville -will have to put up
some matching funds.

The facility will be known
as the South Bay Collection
System. The current ag-
reement, according to ( ? -
Leary has benefited the
city by reducing overall1

costs and providing better
sewage disposal than would
do otherwise possible un-
der the circumstances.
Under the terms of the

agreement, each munici-
pality would engage its own
engineer to prepare work-
ing plans and specifications
for the portion of the pro-
ject within its Jurisdiction.

Councilman Albert Sor-
rentino again criticized the
New York and Long Branch
Railroad for Its failure to
correct "hazardous" con-
ditions on the roadbed be-
tween Augusta Street and
John Street. Sorrentino ex-
pressed "disappointment"
that the railroad had made
no effort to correct the
conditions "in spite of the
fact that they were notified
several times."

The used 1970 Police car
was sold to John H. Ochs-
ner of 41 Highland Ave.,
Keyport for $505.00. Other
bids received were in the
amounts of $303, $400, $450
and $500.

The council passed a res-
olution authorizing the ex-

penditure of $16,064 of the
1972 budget for work
needed to improve the qual-
ity of city's water supply.

Mrs. Rita (Tedesco) Hurst
was appointed as a special
police officer. Her duties
were described as a
"meter maid". Funds for
her salary wfil be provided
by the Emergency Employ-
ment Act.

A resolution authorizing
the application for a feder-
al grant of $35,000 for the
development of outdoor
recreational facilities was
passed by the governing
body. The application will
be processed by the De-
partment of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD).
Two sights for the project
were recommended by con-
sulting engineer Frederick
H. Kurtz, The approved lo-
cations include the area of
the present Sixth Street
playground, and an area at
the comer of George and
Rose well Streets adjacent
to the South Amboy Boat
Club. The total cost of
the development is estima-
ted at $70,000, of which
one-half will be granted by
HUD.

Mayor O'Leary re-ap-
pointed Patrick Vona and
Theodore Lewandoski as
commissioners for the
Central Jersey Regional
Air Pollution Control
Agency.

In other business the
council approved a Paper
Drive for Girl Scout troop
1584. The drive will be con-
ducted on Saturday, Dec.
11 from 9 a.m. to 1:00p.m.
Miss Janet Reeves was the
applicant for the troop.
On Friday, November 26,

the South Amboy Junior
Woman's Club will conduct
a tag day.

Hoffman High Principal Dismissed By Board

At a special meeting held
Friday evening, the South
Amboy Board of Educa-
tion, dismissed Adam W.
Martin from his position as
principal of Hoffman High
School. The alleged reason
for the dismissal was an
accumulation of parents'
and students' grievances
concerning scheduling and
disciplining.

Martin, hired in 1969 to
replace James Croddlck;
who had died suddenly of a

heart attack, would have
gained tenure in January.
William McGowan, presi-

dent of the board refused
to make any comments on
Martin's firing. Stanley
Kowalewski, a member of
the board, said, "under
state law no reason has to
be given before a principal
or administrator achieves
tenure."

Parents commenting on
the dismissal felt that both
matters pertinehto to dis-
cipline and scheduling, plus
the September 23rd student
walkout "brought the mat-
ter to a head*'.

A senior's comments on
the Martin. Suspension
were: "He was too tough,
and didn't give our ideas
a chance." Another student
said, "Things weren't the
same since we lost Mr.
Croddick, — he knew us,
and we knew him, and we
got along fine,"
• A member of the school
faculty, who wished to re-
main anonymous, said:
"Martin was doing a good
job, he had to be tough,
or they (students) would
be running the school. The
only schools that managed
best, during the past 2
years were the schools with
enforced discipline—the
others were wrecked by
riots. Why hire an admin-
istrator trained for the
principal's job when the
parents and students think
they should be running the
school system."
According to the board

members, the announce-
ment of Martin's successor
will be made at a future
Board of Education meet-
ing. .

Truckers to Get Tough With Hijackers
Officials of a statewi.de

trucking organization say
they plan to step us their
efforts to cut down hijack-
ing and pilferage, activities
they described as "bleed-
ing the trucking industry."

John W. Nappi, president
of the New Jersey Motor
Truck Association, said
the group will hold a meet-
ing in East Brunswick In
two weeks specifically to
explore ways of minimiz-
ing crimes against truck
cargoes and truck driver.
He said many of the as-
sociation's 1,000 members
are interested In methods
to combat crimes related
to the Industry and most
of them will attend.
The truckers hope to form

a security council to zero
In on criminal activities
and possibly formulate new
laws which could be spon-
sored to alleviate the pro-
blems.

Untold millions In mer-
chandise have been lost this
year due to pilferage and
state police had only vague
figures for merchandise
lost due to hijacking.
According to State Police

Sgt. Wesley Peters, more
than 80hijackings have tak-
en place in New Jersey to
date. "The merchandise
lost was worth several mil-
lions, but we have recov-
ered about $2 million/' he
added.

The figures appar sntly
are up fron 1970 whefo 71
hijackings were reported
involving property valued
at $3.3 million. About $1.8
million was recovered. Pe-
tjrs said only likely rea-

son for the increase is be-
cause more hijackings are
being reported to state
police.
Samuel S. Grossman, a

director for the trucking
association, said trucking
firms are hurt in hijack-
ings mainly because there's
always "a terrific boost
in insurance rates."

''Some companies have
been forced into bankruptcy
because the insurance
rates are a big operating
cost."
Grossman also said a sin-

gle tractor trailer can
carry more than $150,000
in merchandise, "espec-
ially, if you're handling a
load of high price liquor
or a load of color televi-
sions." He added that those
items are very marketable
for hijackers.

William Kortenhaus ,
president of Bilkay*s Ex-
press in Elizabeth and a
member of the Trucking
association's board of
directors, said an exam-
ple of the legislation which
may be proposed by the
council Is a law providing
triple punitive damages for
those convicted of stealing
and those receiving the
loot.
"Adoption of this kind of

legislation," Kortenhaus
said, "will deal a hard
blow to hijacking by put-
ting the 'fencers* on the
spot."
He also said the security

council may seek the re-
peal of what he called ''neg-
ative laws." He cited as
an illustration a New
Jersey law that prohibits

the use of lie detectors as
a condition of employment
or continued employment.

"This law has raised a
roadblock to the trucking
industry's efforts to stop
hiring headaches in the
form of criminally oriented
persons who either steal
goods from the terminal
premises or who point out
valuable cargoes for hi-
jackers," Kortenhaus said.

BUS SERVICE BEING
STUDIED BY COUNTY
Buses may be picturesque

modes of transportation in
Europe, but in Middlesex
County automobiles are the
accepted mode of transpor-
tation.

That was the contention of
County engineer John
Reiser.
The Middlesex County

Planning Board was con-
sidering a position paper
from planning director
Douglas Powell committing
the board to a three-year
bus service in the county.
The recommendation was
approved.

First Timers
So you've never given blood before. Many people are

The first time you drive a car or fly in a plane is
frightening. But you do It and then you laugh, because
there is really nothing to fear. Well, you'll probably
be laughing after your first blood donation too, and
saying, "Now what was it that I was so frightened of?"

If you want to know what it feels like try
this: Think back to the time you were a child and
pricked your fingers with a straight pin. Then take a
little fo the soft skin on your arm between your thumb
and index finger and pinch if for about 2 seconds.

But if we understand mem, we
can usually overcome them. Have you ever cut yourself
pretty bad, perhaps on a piece of broken glass or a
razor blade, and been unable to stop the bleeding?
You were shaken and frightened. Perhaps you have
never completely forgotten that feeling. Now we know
that no one has ever been hurt or died from giving
blood, but many have died because they could not get
blood.

Think over your feelings about giving blood and weigh
them against the other side of the coin: the benefits.
There's the insurance you are providing yourself and
your family in case, within the year, one of them
should need blood. And there is the person lying in a hos-
pital right now who needs your blood.

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What Price For Dedication?

After readina two recent articles in-the area dally
newsipe?concerning situations at Hoffman High School
we are forced to do two things. As readers, we must
begin to question* the validity of any coverage of
situations In surrounding areas since the o>Uy, which
once was certain to give both Bides of a controversial
issue, has not done so in regard to H.G. Hoffman High
School. Secondly; as teachers, we must speak out in de-
fense of those teachers who have been unfairly treated
by faulty coverage.

In the first Incident, the daily covered a walk-out.
In this article it erroneously portrayed a woman faculty
member as guilty of unjustly criticizing the students
and then "shoving students out ofvherway . In truth,
Hoffman High School has problems but so does any
institution - governmental, educational or otherwise -
which must regulate a portion of society in order to
work with that group. In setting regulations we pass
certain rules for the good of the many, despite the fact
that personal freedoms may at times be curtailed. One
of these rules concerns unauthorized persons in the
school proper, this is for the protection of the student
boyd. This particular faculty member, in accordance
with this rule, stopped the reporter and asked for iden-
tification. The reporter's indignance at this act,
prompted -a poorly connotated description of a teacher
who is not only highly qualified, but highly respected by
students and teachers as well.

In the second incident, the paper gave a very unfair
and misleading account which was anatrociousandder-
ogatQry attack on the reputation of a teacher who has
given excellent service and dedication to her profession
and her students. The account was so one-sided mat
we are aghast to think that a heretofore spotless
teaching record and an exemplary career could be so
underservedly attacked. This teacher's name was
printed but her accuser's name was withheld. Is this
fair? In fact, the teacher's name was never even men-
tioned during the entire public meeting. How did it come
to appear in the paper? Nor was it disclosed mat her
accuser has had a running battle with the same teacher
over a simple complaint, registered with the principal,
regarding a student's attitude. But the most horrendous
insult is the statement of her accuser that this teacher
locked the doors and refused to allow students to leave
the room, FirBt of all, our school doors are fire doors,
therefore, it is literally impossible to lock anyone "in".
They can always be opened from Inside and persons
can leave the room even if they appear locked on the
outside. Second, the paper said the fireman couldn't
bet in to the room. Isn t it amazing that he walked In
through an OPEN door at the rear of the classroom —
not a shut, locked or unlocked door, but an OPEN door.
Where was the reporter when the Board of Education
refuted this accusation, saying that the door was defin-
itely unlocked and that the teacher in question had
been most cooperative. The misunderstanding was ex-
plained and the Board of Education dismissed the idea
of suspending the teacher.

What hope is ther for future dedication and conviction
in one s work when misconstrued facts and accusations
can defeat and belittle those people most concerned with
standards and future of our youth?
