Also taken into con-
sideration were the demands and complaints of the high
school students. These children resent being punished
for cutting classes, expelled for more serious misde-
meanors, and for being told co go home and change from
hot pants to clothes more suitable for classroom wear.
Another reason might be that parents don't have the time
to come to the school when requested to discuss their
children's conduct with the faculty.

The only conclusion I can come ro 1B that the Board of
Education captulated to the demands of students who re-
sent having a man, both willing and capable of asserting
the authority and discipline of his office, as their
principal. I can Just Imagine these same students in five
years time. Rather than respect the disciplines of a
steady Job they will probably remain unemployed.
In my opinion, the principal was treated crudely by this

city. As for the conduct of the students, as parents you
should be ashamed.

ECUMENICAL SERVICES
HELD SUNDAY EVENING

At the E c u m e n i c a l
Thanksgiving Service at
Christ Episcopal Church,
the Rev. James J. McCon-
nell. Pastor of St. Mary's
Church, made a statement
on behalf of all of the cler-
gymen of the So. Amboy
Area. He said that the Rev.
Joel Wright of the First
Methodist Church, the Rev.
John Thomas of Christ Ep-
iscopal Church, the Rev.
David Brown of the First
Baptist Church, the Rev.
Wilbur Newton of the First
Presbyterian Church, and
all of the priests of Sacred
Heart and St. Mary's were
dedicated to building a
Christian Community.
In order to achieve this,

he said that they felt that
they must form a grate-
ful people. "We take so
many of God's blessings
that we enjoy from nature
and from our neighbor for
granted. All of the bless-
ings that we have come
from God, and the bless-
ings that we receive from
our neighbor are because
we are made to the image
and likeness of God. When
we are aware of this, we
are a grateful people.

"We must alto form an
optimistic people. We hear
so much about delinquency
and drugs that we become

depressed and wonder what
is happening to the world.
We overlook other signs of
the times. For example,
last Spring the youth of our
various churches reached
out to each other to form
a bond of Christian friend-
ship and unity. Last week
the students of St. Mary's
High School fasted from
their lunch in order to
donate their lunch money to
the refugees of Pakistan.
Yesterday a good number of
young people gathered In
this church hall to donate
blood for a young friend who
had died. When we are
aware of these signs of
the times, we will have an
optimistic people.

We must also form an
understanding people. Fear
and ignorance are the very
foundations of prejudice.
When we make an effort to
support projects that-will
increase our understand-
ing of each other, we will
begin to have an under-
standing people."
He concluded by saying

that if the people support
all of the members of the
clergy in their efforts to
form a Christian Commun-
ity, there is no doubt that
the blessings of God will
be upon our efforts.

"A drive to and from a

football game can be safe
and pleasant if fans take
certain precautions well In
advance of the football
weekend and follow certain
basic rules of good driv-
ing/' advises Don Costa,
Safety Director of the All-
state Motor Club.

Director advises motorists
to take these precautions
well in advance of the big
weekend:
Make sure the car is in

good conditions. Check the
headlights, windshield wi-
pers, brakes, tires and bat-
tery.

Check the route to the
game. Don't rely on mem-
ories of the route taken
five yearsbeforeor certain
landmarks. Study a large
scale map of the campus
and the stadium to make
sure of the best route.
Allow enough time for the

trip. Don't drive too far in
one day or leave late and
have to rush to arrive on
time.

Be extra alert in traffic
near the stadium. Many
cities have special traf-
fic regulations and parking
restrictions on game days.
Watch for police directing
traffic at busy corners and
keep alert for parking fa-
cilities.
After the game, take it

easy. Watch for dangerous
road conditions due to
heavy traffic or bad wea-
ther.
