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YOUTH CENTER
FUNDS SOUGHT

Mayor William E. O’-
Leary said that Federal
funds may be available to
establish a teen-age rec-
reation facility in the
basement of the city hall.

The Department of Urban
Development (HUD) offi~
cials, according to
mayor, have indicated the -
city would probably be eli-
gible for federal assistance
for the teen-age project.
Originally the basement
room had been plaqued with
water seepage which was
finally corrected by the
contractor, Omar Real
after installing a Fren
drain to remove the water
trapped in the ground out-
gside of the wall. Hydro-
static pressure was blamed
for the trouble.

A sult filed by the city
against the contractor,
withholding payment of
$520,000 is still pending.

Sewage Agreement
Declared Invalid

The agreement between
the City of South Amboy
and the Borough of Sayre-
ville on the construction of
the South Bay Collection
System has run into legal
difficulties.

The year-old agreement,
is considered invalid be-
cause it was created by
resolution, and not by or-
dinance as required by
state statute, Sayreville's
Borough attorney stated at
the meeting of borough
council held Monday even-
ing.

STATE & FEDERAL FUNDS

Application for state and
federal funds were made
by both municipalitice for
the $4-milllon project, $3.2
million would be eligible
for funding, The lack of &
ratifying ordinance may be
the reason for the delay
in  receiving _ state and

The pact signed by the
municipalities in October
1970, provides that Sayre-
ville would pay 77 percent
of the cost estimated at
$4,073,200, and South Am-
boy would pay 23 per cent.
In order to purchase the
rights-of-way, additional
$275,000 will be needed.
The sewage collection
system will tie In South
Amboy, Melrose and Mor-
gan into the Middlesex
County Sewage Authority
treatment plant. The tie-in
was ordered by the federal
government after it was
determined that sewage
from the two communities
was polluting the Raritan
Bay.

NEXT MEETING

The next meeting of. the
city council will be on
Tuesday, December 7, at
which time it is expected
that this matter will be
pursued further.
