Monsignor Urbanik was

ordained at St. Mary's Ca-
thedral, Winnipeg, Canada
on Dec. 21, 1921. He was
elevated to the rank of
domestic prelate in 1963
and presently is pastor of
Sacred Heart Parish, South
Amboy, a position he has
held for 36 years.

BIOGRAPHY
When does a Journey be-

gin and where does it lead?
For Rt. Rev. Msgr. Walter
Urbanik, son of the late
Francis and Victoria Ur-
banik, the genesis was a
part of the family emigra-
tion to the United States
from their Polish home-
land. Upon arrival in his
adopted nation, young Wai-
ver recognized the desire
within himself to serve God
by embarking on a course
of self-sacrifice.
In preparation for his

journey, he began his stu- •
dies at St. Hedwig's and
Columbus School in Tren-
ton, the latter school as a
place to develop a greater
facility in the language of
his friew homeland. With a
new culture to adjust to,
the large Urbanik family
found opportunities diffi-
cult unless one was pre-
pared to work long and
hard. Walter always car-
ried his share of the
burden.
As a man develops from

the boy, a course of life
becomes a career. All the

preparation of youth now
directed Walter to God's
Holy Service. St. JohnCan-
tius Minor Seminary In
Washington, D.C., received
the young aspirant in 1911.
Six years of Intense study/-
passed quickly and Walter
then entered Saints Cyril
and Methodius Seminary in
Orchard Lake, Michigan
for two years. He com-
pleted his theological stu-
dies at Our Lady of the
Angels Seminary in Niagra,
N.Y. and on the morning
of December 21,1921, Wal-
ter Urbanik was ordained
a priest at St. Mary's Ca-
thedral, Wlnnepeg, Canada.
Although Father Urbanik

had begun his studies for
his native diocese of Tren-
ton, he had heeded the
appeal of Archbishop
Sinnott of Winnepeg, Cana-
da for priests to care for
the spiritual needs of Poles
who had settled in Canada.
St. John Kanty parish in
Winnepeg and St. Hedwig's
Church in Brandon, Mani-
toba were the recipients
of his labors.

In 1926, Bishop Walsh
asked the young priest to
return to his home diocese.
Father Urbanik searched
his soul with great anxiety,
for the past six years had
been happy and fruitful ones
inspite of great hardships
and sacrifices. His first
assignment upon his return
to the Diocese of Trenton
was Sacred Heart Parish,
South Amboy. Many of our
parishioners here today
remember t h i s young
priest and his labors for
three years in their behalf.
The following seven years
found Father Urbanik serv-
ing as pastor of All Saints
Church in Burlington, N.J.
where he battled against
seemingly impossible ob-
stacles. His zeal, priestly
love and kindness con-
uered all these.
In may of 1935, Father Ur-

banik returned to Sacred
Heart Parish in South Am-
boy, but this time he served
as Pastor. Thirty-six
years of spiritual and phy-
sical growth to this parish
are his monument which
neither time or any force
can remove. An important
milestone in his life was
reached in 1963 when Pope
John XXIII elevated Father
Urbanik to a Domestic Pre-
late, a member of the
Household of the Holy
Father himself, with the
title of Rt. Rev. Monsignor.

Time, like the spirit, tra-
vels - until it r e a c h e s
another milestone. There-
fore, It is most appropriate
to join in the celebration
of the 50th Anniversary of
his Ordination. With hon-
esty and humility we con-
gratulate him today while
wishing God's choicest
blessings upon him.

Council Affirms
Sand Company Subdivision

In an eight page reso-
lution, in which the mayor
and council answered on a
point-by-point basis the Me
Cormack Sand Company
was granted a major sub-
division for its operation*
on lower Augusta Street.
Members of the Augusta

Street Citizens Committee
had sought to stop the sand
loading company from re-
ceiving final approval
which was given by the
Planning board on Septem-
ber 22, 1971.
The governing body in

granting the approval at-
tached conditions that the

CITY COUNCIL PASSES
FIVE NEW ORDINANCES
At its regular meeting,

the South Amboy City Coun-
cil passed on first reading,
Ordinance 872, 873, 874,
875, and 876.
Ordinance 872 authorizes

the agreement between the
city and the borough of
Sayreville in realtion to a
sewage collection and
transmission system to be
known as the South Bay
Collection System.
Ordinances 873 and 874,

provide for the promotion
of Patrolman Raymond
Durski to the position of
detective in the city's De-
tective Bureau. Durski will
receive a $240.00 annual
raise. Commenting on this
Ordinance, Mayor O'Leary
complimented Durski on
his exempletory service
and said he warrented the
promotion.
Ordinance 875 prohibits

the consumption of intoxi-
cating liquors in certain
places within the city, i.
e., any sidewalk, street,
avenue, highway or public
parking lot, or beach, or in
any motor vehicle not on
private property. It pro-
vides for a $100 fine and
up to 30 days in Jail or
both.
Ordinance 876 was passed

to prevent loitering within
the city. It defines loiter-
ing as . . . remaining idle
in essentially one location
and shall Include the con-
cepts of spending time idly,
loafing or walking about
aimlessly, and shall also
include the colloquial ex-
p r e s s i o n "hang ing
around." It provides fines
up to $200.00 or/and im-
prisonment up to 30 days.

to sign a complaint. The
complaint can be signed
within 30 days, he said.
George Cattano, a Rari-

tan Street resident, came
to the defense of the Police

' and stated that "any time
and every time" he had
occasion to summon the
police, he received prompt
and courteous attention.

John Norek, A George
Street resident inquired
about the $16,000 expendi-
ture at the Water Works.
