The project was possible
through a federal grant for
the purchase of a Breath-
alyzer and related chem-
ical kits for testing driv-
ers suspected of driving
while intoxicated. Prior to

Ccessary to transport sus-
pected drivers toneighbor-
lnﬁ police departments, re-
sulting sometimes in a
critical reduction of the
local road patrol.

Tedesco also reported
that Patrolman Joseph
Dooling and John McCabe
recently completed a one
week course conducted by
the N. J, State, Police in
the operation of the Breath-
alizer and proper testify-
ing techniques, This now
brings the compliment of
certified operations in the
department to four and
plans to train four more in
1972, The goal Is to insure
that a trained and certified
operator will be available
on a-twenty-four hour ba-
8is,.

In comparing the arrest
records for DWI, Sgt. Te-
desco reported that in 1969
there were only five
arrests for DWI. In 1970
there were eight arrests,
This year there have been
seventeen, an increase of
more than 100%. Thearrest
conviction rate has been
1009, thus far.

Three Prospects
For Local Industry

The landfill area near the
water front came into the
news again when Mayor
William O’Leary announc-
ed that chree different
prospects have shown in-
terest in the possible loca-
tion of their operational
facilities in South Amboy.

A $100-million oil refin-
ery installation which will
process low sulfur petro-
leum, according to Mayor
O’Leary 1is interested in
the landfill area and is ex-
ploring the faclilities avail-
able.

The operation, according
to spokesmen for the oil
firm, which at present is
not 1dent1f1ed, s ““ex-
', with no
waste products to contend
with. It will consist of 1§
or 20 storage tanks of a
100,000 barrel capacity.
The tanks will be approx-
imately 70 feet high. The
tirm will employ about 20

workmen, The refinery will

have to depend on its raw
materials coming via the
waterway in deep water
barges.

The spokesman for the
refinery emphasized that
the project is in the pre-
liminary evaluation stages,
and no property was pur-
chaged,

O’Leary revealed that
another international firm
is considering the area of
the coal docke for an ““al-
cohol cutting and distilling
operation.”” The raw mae
terials will be brought in
via boat and shipped out
via truck. The road in the
vicinity of Jersey Central
Power and Light Co. will
be used for entry and exit.

The thrid prospect is an
industrial developer whois
considered the site for an
industrial park.
