An oil refinery specializ-
ing in the removal of sul-
phur and other air pollu-
tants from home and indus-
trial heating fuel has ex-
pressed interest in locat-
ing locally, according toan
announcement by Mayor
"Willam E. O'Leary and
membere of the city coun-
cil.

The New Yorkbasedfirm,
whose identity is still-un-
disclosed is interested in
acquiring 70 acres of city
owned land fill and appro-
ximately 60 acres of Penn
Central Railroad property
adjacent to the Jersey Cen-
tral Power and Light Co.
generating station,

City officlals meet with
firms representatives for
three hours on Monday
evening.

According to Mayor O'-
Leary the oil firm will
utilize processes approved
by the Department of In-
terior and the state De-
partment of Health.

The city will seek further
clarification of the pro-
cessing before granting ap-
proval.

The sulphur and asphalt
removed from the heating
oll would be sold to indus-
trial firms, and the gaseous
by-products would be re-
cycled for use in the re-
finery, O'Leary stated,

A substantial buffer zone
will be erected, and the
two ballfields on the land-
fill will be undisturbed.

O’Leary further stated
that the firm would employ
approximately 300 workers
and provide a revenue of
$1.6 millions in property
taxes annually,

No date has been set for
the hearings or applica-
tions before the local Plan-
ning Board, Zoning Board
of Adjustment or the In-
dustrial Commission,

TYPE FEEDING

Food preparation methods
at South Amboy Memorial
Hospital have been brought
-to~the-minute in recent
weeks, Meals that pre-
viously took 30 minutes to
one hour to prepare now
take from 15 to 45 seconds,
The hospital will stream-
line its food system further
in the near future, accord-
ing to Allan J. Slesel, food
service director.

The new convenience
feeding system adopted by
the hospital utilizes radar
ovens. An Oven can serve
30 patents in 15-20 min-
utes. Food is purchased
frozen, already prepared
for individual servings, or
in bulk, It is thawed 24
hours in refrigerators than
portioned out and cookedin
the new ovens which
require less than one min-
ute cooking time for most
food items. Allan Siesel
estimates the time saving
factor at about 30% of that
required formerly

The aystein has been in
operation in a test area at
the hoapital for the past

six months, It has proven
s0 succeesful, the hospi-
tal is now extending it to

‘all departments. The hos-
pital antcipates using the
rapid food préparation
‘method in its new seven
million dollar facility when
it is completed in 1973,
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A $59,483.00 emergency
fund resolution was passed
by & four to one vote at
the city’s council meeting
on Tueeday.
